Aleksandar  Matkovski’s  article
“Albanian coats of arms in the past”
published in Albanian in Pristina in
1969, on 69 pages with 27 illustrations,
is probably the first work on Albanian
heraldry. Matkovski is preparing

Academician Aleksandar Matkovski
(fig. 1) is a significant scholar in post-
war Macedonia who is best known
to the Macedonian public as the first
academic who dealt more seriously and
extensively with heraldry in Macedonia
and especially with the coats of arms of
Macedonia. He published his research
on this topic in 1970 in the book
“The Coat of Arms of Macedonia - a
Contribution to Macedonian Heraldry” (MaTkoB-
cku 1970). This work is often cited by researchers
of Illyrian heraldry to this day.

Matkovski was born in Krushevo on May 30,
1922. He finished the teacher’s school in Skopje,
and graduated from the Pedagogical School in
Belgrade and the Faculty of Philosophy (group of
history) in Skopje in 1951. In 1957 he received his
doctorate at the Faculty of Philosophy in Zagreb. In
1961 healso graduated from the Faculty of Philology
in Belgrade - Oriental Philology group in 1961.
Since 1955, he worked at the Institute of National
History until his retirement in 1987. He was elected
a corresponding member of Macedonian Academy
of Science and Art (MANU) in 1986, and as a full
member in 1991. He died in Skopje on April 15,
1992 (Mnanmenoscku 2009, 928).

Matkovski became interested in heraldry and
especially in the land coats of arms of Macedonia
sometime in 1963 (Markoscka 2001). The
following year he went to Bosnia to research the
Fojnica armorial (MarkoBcku 1969b). Starting
in 1968, he wrote articles on heraldic topics for
various journals and magazines.

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the Albanian coat of arms. It was
published in Albanian in Pristina
in 1969 (Matkovski 1969)
(Fig. 2). The article is entitled
“Albanian Coats of Arms in
the Past” and is unusually long.
It covers as many as 69 pages
(89-158) and is practically a
monograph. This article is the
first work that scientifically
deals with Albanian coats of
arms, so Academician Matkovski can rightfully be
considered not only the founder of Macedonian,
but also of Albanian heraldry as a science. Our
article aims to review and process this forgotten
work, which will give deserved recognition to this
great scientist.

“Albanian Coats of Arms in the Past” is written
in the Macedonian language. Its original text can be
found in Matkovski’s legacy at MANU. Folder no.
AE 68/1-103 contains the 97-page typewritten text
in Latin and a 6-page abstract in Cyrillic, together
with 5 photographs and 3 negatives of coats of
arms from Albania (MartkoBcku 1969c¢) (Fig. 3).
Unfortunately, it is unknown who translated the
article into Albanian. There are a few additions to
the published text, which most likely occurred in
the process of preparing the article for publication.

The article has 27 black and white illustrations,
10 of which are given in negative. For those
illustrations for which we have an original source,
we will provide them in the original colors. In
addition, there are drawings for the types of the
shield and for the heraldic representation of colors
with hatching, as well as other elements of the coat
of arms.

This article is actually a kind of version of the
book “Coat of Arms of Macedonia” adapted to
the topic of the Albanian coat of arms. Namely,
in addition to the structure, including the titles
and most of the material are taken from “Coat of
Arms of Macedonia”. For the purposes of this
article, we used mostly the original text of the
article “Albanian Coats of Arms in the Past” in the
Macedonian language from Matkovski’s legacy at
MANU.

Broporo mornasje e HacnoBeHO AnbancKkume
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writes that this is probably the first work on Albanian
heraldry. He points out that the article, it appears as
a result of his research in the libraries of Yugoslavia
and Western Europe for Macedonian coats of arms,
and where, among others, he found Albanian coats
ofarms (M 2; A 89). (In the following text, the article
in Macedonian (Matkovski 1969c) is represented by
M, and the article in Albanian (Matkovski 1969) by
A). Matkovski assumed correctly. The first book on
Albanian heraldry would be published in Tirana,
only in 2000 by Gjin Varfi (Varfi 2000), in whose
bibliography there is reference to Matkovski's
article.

The paper is divided into three chapters. The first
chapter is divided into three subsections. The first
is subtitled: Did the Balkan Peoples Have State or
Land Coats of Arms Before the Arrival of the Turks?
The text is taken in its entirety from the chapter of
the same name from the book “Coats of arms of
Macedonia”. It claims that it has been proven that
the South Slavic countries, including Albania, did
not have state or territorial coats of arms before the
arrival of the Ottomans (M 3; A 93).

In the second subtitle: Western FEuropean
Heraldic Influence in Albania and the Appearance of
Albanian Coats of Arms, Matkovski describes three
waves of European heraldic influence in Albania:
The first wave is the Crusades (1080-1108), the
second - the Kingdom of Thessaloniki (1204) and
the third - the time of Skanderbeg (1479). Here,
Matkovski concludes that the first family coats of
arms in Albania are those of Kastrioti, Dukagjini
and Musaki. In the text that follows, we will use
this form of surnames, traditional for the Albanian
language, but the forms as written in the coats of
arms themselves, will also be given.

In the third subtitle: Were There Albanian Coats
of Arms in the First Western European Collections of
Coats of Arms, Matkovski extensively describes the
armorials of Ulrich Richenthal (1420), Griinenberg
(1483), Munster’s Cosmographia (1544), Virgil
Solis (1555), and finally concludes that there are no
Albanian coats of arms in them. Only in Siebmacher
(1605) he finds Albanian coats of arms, without
describing them here (M 10; A 97).

The second chapter is titled Albanian Coats of
Arms in Heraldic Sources. The first subtitle of this
chapter: The importance and significance of the
heraldic sources called “Illyrian Coats of Arms”,
is completely taken from the chapter of the same

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name from “The Coats of Arms of
Macedonia”, by replacing the paragraph
about the Macedonian coat of arms
with the corresponding one about the
Albanian coat of arms (M 19; A 99).

The second subtitle is Albanian coats
of arms in Barletti’s book (1508-1510)
which mentions the work History of the
Life of Skanderbeu (1508) in which he
states that two symbols of Skanderbeu
have been found, one of which is a seal
(fig. 4), and the other full coat ofarms. The
coat of arms has the following blazon:
Or, a double-headed eagle displayed
and ducally crowned Sable and on a pile
arched in chief Azure a six-pointed star
Argent (fig. 2) (M 23; A 100).

The scanned version of this book at
the Library of Congress in Washington,
D.C. does not have these illustrations
(Barleti 1508). Probably, fig. 5 comes from the
book Albanians and the Balkan Question published
in 1904 in Naples. (Schiro 1904, 1).

In the third subtitle, Albanian coats of arms
in the Armorial of Korenic-Neoric from 1595,
after giving full description of the armorial, again
taken from “Coats of Arms of Macedonia”, the
coats of arms of Castriottich and Dvcaginovich are
presented (MatkoBcku 1969c, 12). The emblazon
of Castrioti’s coat of arms is the same as Barletti’s,
but this time with a crest: issuing from crest
coronet, a double-headed eagle displayed Gules
ducally crowned Or. The mantle is Gules doubled
Or. The attached picture (fig. 6) is not from this
coat of arms. The corresponding picture of the coat
of arms is (fig. 7). Matkovski’s description reads:
“A double-headed black eagle with wings spread
on a golden field on the shield. Above the heads of
the eagles is a blue triangle,
and within itis a six-pointed
gold star with a precious
stone in the middle. Above
the shield, a helmet with a
cross such as the crusaders
or European knights wore
on tournaments. On both
sides of the helmet there
is a pleated drapery in
yellow and black whose
tufts descend on both sides

of the shield. Above the
helmet is a royal crown,
and on the crown is
another two-headed eagle
with spread wings. Above
the heads of the eagles is
a small crown” (M 23; A
102).

Dukagjini’s coat
of arms is Or, an eagle
Sable crowned Or (fig. 8).
Crest: Issuing from a crest
coronet a crowned eagle
Or. Matkovski describes this coat of
arms: “In a golden shield there is a black
one-headed eagle with spread wings and
a long wide tail. On the eagle’s head is a
small crown. Above the shield is a blue
helmet with a cross and on either side of
the helmet is a pleated drapery of black
and yellow brocade. Above the helmet
stands a five-pointed royal crown. Above
the crown is a single-headed eagle with
spread wings. The eagle has a yellow
color with a red frame.
Above the eagle’s head is
another small crown.” The
color version of this coat of
arms (fig.9).

Then there are titles for
other armorials with the
full detailed description of
the corresponding armorial
taken fully from the “Coats

sl of Arms of Macedonia”,
g o namely: Palinic (XVII
century) with the coat of
arms of Dukagjinovic
(Dukassinouich) (fig. 5) (M
30; A 105), Althan (1614)
with the coat of arms of
Dukadinovi¢ (/{yxahwuro-
Buhs) (Fig. 11) and inverse
(Fig. 12) (M 33; A 109),
the Belgrade one (1620)
with the coat of arms of
Castriotich: Or, a double-
headed eagle Sable. The

A 116), with the same
emblazon as before,
then with the Olovo
armorial (1689) (M 43;
A 117) where the coats
of arms are presented
in line drawing for
Castriotich (Fig. 19) and
Dukaginouich (Fig. 20).
In the subtitle
Albanian coat of
arms in Pavle Ritter
Vitezovic’s — manuscript
Stematography from
1694, the first state coat
of arms of Albania is
shown with a blazon,
Azure, issuant from
base Vert a castle triple-
towered Argent, its port
Sable. For a crest, it is
crowned with an arched
ducal crown proper (Fig.
21) inv. (Fig. 22), which
Matkovski  mistakenly
believes could be the
coat of arms of Durrés,
and in fact it is the coat
of arms of Berat (Varfi
2000, 108). Matkovski
describes it as: “The
shield on the back has a
square or Spanish shape.
The field of the shield is
divided into two colors;

two quarters are green and one quarter yellow.
Green is above, yellow is below. In the shield there
is a fortress - a tower as an emblem in white color
with a door and embrasures.

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all editions of the Stemmatographia, is
actually of Bessarabia (Fig. 24). It is
most likely a bound version of discarded
misprinted sheets. In all editions of the
Stemmatographia, the coat of arms of Albania is
as in Fig. 25.

In the Albanian Coat of Arms in Hristofor
Zhefarovic’s Stemmatographia from 1741, the coat
of arms of Albania is Azure, issuant from base Vert
a castle triple-towered Argent, its port Sable, with
the shield crowned with an arched ducal crown
(Fig. 26). (M 57; A128).

Other armorials are also mentioned, where
again a detailed description
is given from the book
“The Coat of Arms of
Macedonia” and a little text
about the Albanian coats
of arms. First of all, there
are those with the coat of

arms of Castrioti (fig. 13),
similar to the Berlin coat

of arms from the end of
the 17th century (M 47;
A 121). Here is actually
the picture from Korenic-
Neoric (fig. 7). In the coat

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1851, the coat of arms with a castle is
given (fig. 36) (M 65; A 135).

The book Nobility in the Kingdom of
Dalmatia by Friedrich Hayer from 1873
mentions three Albanian coats of arms
(Hayer 1873). The first coat of arms is
marked as that of an Albanian kingdom:
Azure, a castle Argent triple-towered
its port Sable. Above the shield, a ducal
crown (Fig. 37). The second coat of arms
is Or a lion Gules, shield ducally crowned
and an inscription in German, the second
coat of arms of the Albanian kingdom
(Fig. 38). The coat of arms of Castriotto
(Castriotto) is presented as
the third one: Argent an
arm vested Azure holding
a sword Argent hilted Or.
Above the shield is a crown
(Fig. 39) (M 66; A 137).

In the book Nobility
in Croatia and Slavonia
by Dr. Ivan Bojnici¢ from
1899 (Bojnici¢ 1899), the
same emblazon is given
on the coat of arms of
Kastriotic (Fig. 40), and the coat of arms
of the Dukagjini family (Fig. 41) is given
(M 68; A 139).

The third chapter of the article is titled
Heraldic Analysis of Albanian Coats of
Arms. In the first subheading Division of
Coats of Arms, the text from the chapter
Basic Knowledge of Heraldry is from
the book Coats of Arms of Macedonia,
in which the author explains about the
types of coats of arms according to the

bearer. Only the coat of arms of Epirus (Fig. 42)
by Vitezovi€ is given here as the only provincial
Albanian coat of arms. Matkovski explains that
“only Epirus has a coat of arms, because in the

Middle Ages it was

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on 8 coats of arms of Albania given as illustrations
in the article published in Pristina. Matkovski
explains the differences in the color of the shield
(Fig. 44), especially on the three armorial figures: a
fortress Argent, three heads Sable and a lion Gules
(M 79; A 143).

In the subtitle Albanian Private and Family
Coats of Arms, Matkovski only talks about the
coats of arms of Kastrioti (11) and Dukagjini (7).
He also mentions the Muzaki family, about whom
Solovjev wrote, but Matkovski himself could not
find their coat of arms in any of the sources (M 84;
A 146).

In the analysis of Castrioti’s coat of arms,
for the color of the shield, Matkovski gives: Or
(9), Azure (2) and Sable (1). And for the double-
headed eagle: Sable (9), Argent (1) and once with
a hand holding a sword instead of an eagle. Here it
is important to note that the wedge from the chief,
called by Matkovski “a blue triangle with a six-
pointed star”, is not mentioned at all in the analysis
(M 85; A 149).

For Dukagjini’s coat of arms, the color of the
shield is Or (5) and Argent (2), while the charge, a
single-headed eagle, is constant. The crest is a two-
headed eagle Or (4)
and Sable (2) (M 86; A
150).

Furthermore,  the
text mentions the em
blems of the Albanian
coat of arms, but it
mostly dwells on the
lion, about whom Mat-
kovski mostly writes in
his book Arms of Mace-
donia, from which, as
we have shown, he
draws a largest part
of the material for this
article.

In the analysis he
gives the types of hel-
mets (Fig. 45), crowns
(Fig. 46) and scrolls
(Fig. 47) (A 155).
