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ABSTRACT

The article describes the insignia of the
Civil Protection organization of the Socialist
Federative Republic of Yugoslavia (SFRY),
namely: emblem, general ensign, insignia
of specialized units, insignia of functions
in civil protection units and insignia of
functions in civil protection headquarters,
as well as awards - a plaque and civil
protection pin. In addition, the plaque and
badge of the Center for Civil Protection of the
Federal Secretariat for People’s Defense (FSPD)
are presented, as well as the republican awards for
civil protection of the Socialist Republic (SR) of
Croatia - gold, silver and bronze medals, gold badge
and recognition, which were unique of that kind
in former Yugoslavia. Special emphasis is placed
on the international civil protection sign, legally
standardized in acts of international humanitarian
law, which forms the basis for the design of the
signs of civil protection in most countries in the
world.

It is an interesting and under-researched

topic, especially in terms of signumanistics
and uniformology, as well of phaleristics, and
then especially in a Macedonian context given
that a large number of Macedonian citizens,
organizations and institutions were awarded
with the plaque and badge of civil protection of
SFRY.

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THE CONCEPT OF CIVIL
PROTECTION AND INTERNATIONAL
HUMANITARIAN LAW

One of the basic tasks of any responsible
government is to ensure the defense, security
and protection of its citizens, both in war and in
peace. In order to achieve these goals, in addition
to the armed forces and security authorities,
almost every country has developed its own
concept of civil protection, as the basic and
most important part of the wider system of civil
defense, which in times of wars, armed conflicts,
natural disasters and states of emergency, has a
vital role in safeguarding the civilian population,
civil infrastructure, national resources, and
cultural and other goods, as well carrying out
cleaning-up and other remediation activities as
necessary.

Numerous wars throughout history, especially in
the 19th and 20th centuries, brought unprecedented
material destruction and suffering to the population.
That was the main motive for the different nation
states to unite in the idea of ‘humanizing’ wars,
that is, to develop agreements about international
legal standardization and ensuring humane
treatment of wounded, sick and captured civilians.
The formation of the International Committee of
the Red Cross (1863), the adoption of the Hague
Conventions (1899, 1907), the four Geneva
Conventions (1864, 1906, 1929, 1949) and the two
Additional Protocols (1977) as the highest acts of
international humanitarian law only confirm the
realization of this commitment.

Helping civilian populations and protecting
civilian infrastructure in times of war and peace is
impossible without the existence and functioning
of an efficient system of civil protection. Almost
the entire chapter (Part IV, Section I, Chapter
VI, Art. 61-67) (OKenescku 2019, 285-291) of
the Additional Protocol (IIporoxonm I) of the
Geneva Convention of 12 August 1949, adopted
on 8 June 1977, is dedicated to the organization,
tasks and legal protection of civil protection in
international armed conflicts.

The codification of the humanitarian goals of
civil defense in international law is evidence that
civil defense still has a certain degree of political,
moral and psychological force justifying its
existence (Kyzes 1995, 66).

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THE INTERNATIONAL CIVIL
PROTECTION SIGN

The search for the roots of the International
Civil Protection Sign takes us back to the first

half of the 20th century, just before
the Second World War, when in
1939 the recognizable emblem of
the US Civil Defense organization
was designed, and which remains
a powerful and respected symbol
amongst American citizens. The
designer of the logo was Charles T.
Coiner (Charles T. Coiner, 1898-
1989), an American painter and

director of the advertising art agency ‘A.W.
Ayer & Son’ (Charles Coiner). The emblem is a
blue circle inside which there is a white triangle
with red stylized letters “CD” forming a circle.
(Fig. 1) The triangle symbolizes the three phases
of the concept of civil protection - prevention,
preparedness and reaction.

In April 1979, the Federal
Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) started working, taking
over the responsibilities for civil
defense, and from 1981 to 2003,
the emblem of civil defense - a
white triangle in a blue circle -
became an integral part of the coat
of arms.' (Fig. 2) The American
Civil Defense Association, founded

in 1962, still uses the Civil Defense emblem as a
core symbol in its logo. (Fig. 3)

In 1977, with the adoption of the Additional
Protocol (ITpotoko: [) of the Geneva Convention
of 1949, the international distinctive sign of
civil protection was standardized, with its core
symbol - the triangle - taken directly from the
emblem of the civil defense organization of the

USA.

In accordance with Art. 66 of

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protection. The international recognition ensign
of civil protection is an equilateral blue triangle
on an orange field. In addition to the recognition
ensign, the parties to the conflict can agree on the
use of recognition signals that serve to identify
civil defense. The parties to the conflict must take
all necessary measures to prevent and eliminate
any abuse of the international distinctive sign of
civil protection (2Kenercku 2019, 289).

Article 66, paragraph 4, of Protocol I does
not describe the shape of the
international ensign of civil
protection, that is, whether
the orange “field” in which
the blue triangle is placed is
a circle, square or rectangle.
But from the attached picture
with the international ensign
template in art. 16 of the
additional Annex I, we learn
that it has a square shape.
(OKenescku 2019, 324) (Fig. 4)

Also, the annex recommends:

(a) if the blue triangle is on a flag or armband
or mantle, the field of the triangle shall be an
orange flag, armband or mantle;

(b) one of the angles of the triangle should
point vertically upwards;

(c) no corner of the triangle touches the edge
of the orange field.

The international distinctive sign shall be as
large as is appropriate to the circumstances. The
ensign will, wherever possible, be displayed
on flat surfaces or on flags visible from as
many directions as possible and at distance. In
accordance with the instructions of the competent
authorities, the civil protection personnel will,
whenever possible, wear a hat and clothing
with an international distimctive sign of Civil
Protection. At night or when visibility is poor, the
sign may be bright or illuminated; it may also be
made of materials that allow it to be recognized
by technical means of detection. (OKeneBcku
2019, 324)

The international civil protection sign can, in
accordance with the national authorities, be used
in times of peace in order to give recognition
to their civil defense organization. Recognizing
the medical and religious personnel of civil
protection organizations, and their units and

of civil protection organizations must carry with
them a civil protection identity card (Samardzija
2018, 10).

Based on the international symbol of civil
protection, the International Civil Defense
Organization (ICDO) uses as its symbol a blue
triangle set in an orange globe, surrounded by
two green olive branches symbolic of peace.
The emblem was adopted at the 13th General
Assembly of the Organization held on 29
October 1998 in Beijing, PR China. (Symbols)

the acts of international

humanitarian law, having the
same rank as the international
sign of the red cross, red
crescent and red crystal,
the international sign of
civil protection is also a
humanitarian symbol with its
own historical value, which recognizes the basic
task of civil protection is to provide assistance
and protection to endangered and suffering

civilian populations and civilian infrastructure
during armed conflicts and natural disasters. The
ensign of civil protection is used as a sign of
marking, protecting and belonging.

INSIGNIA OF THE CIVIL PROTECTION
ORGANIZATION OF SFRY

The creation of the Civil Protection
organization of the SFRY was as a strategic
component of the system of public defense and
social self-protection of the SFRY. Its main task
was to protect the population, material, cultural
and other goods from military destruction,
natural disasters and large-scale accidents.
Civil protection was organized and prepared in
every residential and business building, public
and other facility, settlement, local community,
organization of joint labor, working community
and socio-political community (Vojni leksikon
1981,87).

The beginnings of civil defense in the
former Yugoslavia occurred in 1948, when the

was established by decree in the State Ministry of
Internal Affairs of the Federal People's Republic
of Yugoslavia. In 1955, the PAZ Department
was renamed the Civil Protection Service, and
since 1963, the management of civil protection
has been taken over by the Federal Secretariat
for National Defense. In 1965, the Law on
National Defense was adopted, which regulates
the management of civil protection at all levels,
and with the Law on National Defense from
1982, the system of civil protection was further
modified and expanded.

Civil protection of the SFRY was not only an
operational-theoretical concept, it represented
a powerful system both from a personnel and
material-technical point-of-view, and reached its
zenith in the 1980s when it had over two million
registered members and trained trustees, over
3,500 units and over 20,000 motor vehicles and
special machines.

The members of the civil protection
organization of the SFRY had their own
distinctive blue uniform with appropriate
markings, prescribed from 23 April 1975 by a
special rulebook on the clothing and markings
in civil protection. The regulation was adopted
by the Federal Secretariat for National Defense
(SSNO), based on a previous agreement with
the republican and provincial secretariats for
national defense.

Civil protection insignia consists of an
emblem, general civil protection
specialty insignia, civil protection unit functions
insignia and civil protection headquarters
function insignia. The general insignia and
specialty insignia are worn in the middle of the
upper left sleeve, 7 cm from the upper edge of the
sleeve. The signs of the functions or specialties
are worn 1 cm below the general sign.

The emblem of the civil defense
organization takes the form of a
circle with a diameter of 2.2 c¢cm, in
the middle of which is a blue triangle
bearingis placed on a relief surface in
the form of a five-pointed star, in the
middle of which is a red five-pointed
star. (Fig. 6) The emblem, made in
the form of a metal badge, was worn
by members of the civil defense on
their hats.

The general ensign of the Civil Protection
organization of SFRY is in the form of an orange
circle, with a diameter of 6 cm, placed on a blue
base.

The insignia for a member of the Federal
Staff (Federation) is three broad stripes and a
five-pointed star above them. The insignia for
the Chief of Federal Staff (Federation) is three
broad stripes and two five-pointed stars above
them. The insignia for the Commander of the
Central Command of a Federal Headquarters
(Federation) is three broad stripes and three five-
pointed stars above them.

AWARDS OF THE CIVIL PROTECTION
ORGANIZATION OF SFRY

The civil protection organization of SFRY
also had its own awards - a plaque and a badge,
which were regulated at the highest level, with
the Agreement on the Proclamation of the Day
of Civil Protection and the establishment of a
plaque of the civil protection and a badge of
the civil protection (Cmyxx6en 19/1978, 665),
signed on 10 March 1978 in Belgrade between
representatives of the Federal Executive Council
and the executive councils of the assemblies of all
six republics and the two autonomous provinces.

The essence of the civil protection plaque is a
round metal plate with a diameter of
80 mm. The sign of civil protection is
embossed on the plate - an equilateral
triangle in blue, with a red five-
pointed star in the middle. The plaque
is framed with a silver laurel wreath.
The plaque is made of tombac (a
zinc-copper alloy) with a size of
120 x 100 mm. On the outside of
the laurel wreath is written the title:

civil protection, organizations of
joint labor, local communities and
other self-governing organizations
and communities, units of
the armed forces of SFRY, to
working people and citizens for
achievements in the development
of civil protection, and to foreign
delegations and foreign citizens in
recognition of their cooperation in
civil protection.

The civil protection plaque,
with a corresponding diploma,
is awarded by the president of
the Federal Executive Council,
on the proposal of the competent
federal, provincial and republican
authorities. The civil protection
plaque is delivered in a blue box,
the interior of which is adapted to
accommodate the plaque. (Fig. 14)

The badge of the civil defense

organization is identical in motif and relief to

the plaque of the civil defense
organization, but without the laurel
wreath and lettering. The badge
1s round, made of tombac, with
a diameter of 12 mm, and has a
gilded surface. A pin is attached to
the back of the badge. (Fig. 15)
The civil protection badge
is awarded by the authority
responsible for civil protection in
the socio-political community. The
badge of civil protection is awarded

to working people and citizens, and to foreign

nationals.

In addition to the civil
protection plaque that was
awarded in all republics and
provinces, the Center for
Civil Protection of the Federal
Secretariat for National Defense
(CCZ SSNO) also had its own
plaque. The appearance of the
plaque of the CCZ SSNO is
identical to the plaque of the
civil protection organization of

In addition to these federal awards
of the civil protection organization
of the SFRY, it is important to note
that the Republic Headquarters for
Civil Protection of SR Croatia had
its own decorations - gold, silver and
bronze medals of civil protection, and
there was also a gold badge of civil
protection.

The gold, silver and bronze medals of civil
protection of SR Croatia established in 1985 were
for outstanding, very significant, and significant,
results in the organization and operation of the
civil protection and were awarded to the units,
individuals and bodies of civil protection on
the occasion of the Civil Protection Day — 20
June. The Golden Badge of Civil Protection and
Recognition were awarded for achievements
in the work of preparation, training and
development of civil protection (Kolar1988),

The medals of the civil defense of SR Croatia
take the form of a circle with a diameter of 35
mm. On the front side, in the middle, the general
sign of civil protection is presented, above it is
written the text “CIVILNA ZASTITA”, and
below it “SR HRVATSKE”. The sign and text
are surrounded by a laurel wreath. The text
“REPUBLICKI STAB CIVILNE ZASTITE” is
written on the back in two lines. The medals are
placed in a special dark blue box, and are worn

The golden badge of the civil defense of SR

Croatia is identical in appearance and
form to the badge of the civil defense
organization of SFRY. The badge is
gold-plated with 585%0-14K  gold,
weighing 2.3 g. (Fig. 22)

A medal (three degrees) and a gold-
plated badge are sufficient proof of
the authenticity of the award of civil
protection in SR Croatia.

The use of the general insignia of the Civil

Protection organization of the SFRY,
as a sign of affiliation, was regulated
by a special rulebook on the manner of
use of the civil protection insignia in
the SFRY from 1984 (City>x0en 1984,
754).

The insignia of the civil protection
organization is used as a ‘trademark’
to indicate the members of units,
headquarters and other organs of the
civil protection facilities.

The insignia of the civil defense
organization is worn on the cape, shirt,
blouse, windcheater, armband and
flags of the civil defense organization.
(Fig. 23, 24) If the members of the
units, headquarters and other organs
of the civil protection organization
do not have the prescribed clothes for
whatever reason, and are engaged in

The width of the band
with the sign of the civil protection
organization should be from 8 cm to
10 cm. (Fig. 25)

The objects, equipment, material and means of
transport that serve the needs of civil protection
are marked with the sign of the civil protection
organization for the purpose of recognition.
When marking, the sign of the civil protection
organization is highlighted on the development
areas or on the flags of the civil protection
organization so as to be visible from various
directions.

The sign of civil protection that is used to mark
the facilities, equipment, material and means of
transport of the civil protection organization is
made to a size that is proportional to the surfaces
on which it sits and that allow the sign to be seen
from both the ground and from the air.

The sign of civil protection in peace is used,
namely:

1) for identifying members of the units,
headquarters and other bodies of the civil
protection organization when they are engaged in
tackling accidents and incidents;

2) during participation in
competitions, parades and suitable celebrations
of civil protection, at receptions of foreign
delegations, during recording of educational
films, etc.;

3) for the marking of facilities, equipment,
material and means of transport intended for
civil protection when responding to emergencies
and during exercises and inspections of the civil
protection organization;

4) on the covers of textbooks, manuals, rules
and instructions and other publications that deal
with issues in the field of civil protection;

5) on emblems, medals, charters and plaques
of the civil protection organization;

6) on packages, bales and other types of aid
shipments that the civil defense organization
sends to various places in the country or abroad
as aid in case of natural and other disasters.

The sign of civil protection in war is used,
namely:

1) when engaging members of the civil defense

in the removal of the consequences of military
actions and of other incidents;

2) for marking the facilities, equipment,
materials and means of transport of civil
protection;

3) for the marking of facilities intended for
civil protection and for the protection of the
population.

CONCLUSION

The absence of a direct ban on changes to the
international sign gives
states the discretionary
opportunity to
modify it by adding
certain  national or
ideological  elements,
e.g. landmarks, text
inscriptions, etc. SFRY
was able to adapt
its civil protection
organization’s insignia
to create its own specific
and recognizable
emblem, based on the
international one, by
inserting a red five-

pointed star as an indispensable ideological and
state symbol.

The civil protection organization of SFRY
as a respectable organization and force had its
own authentic features and awards. The rulebook
from 1975 prescribes the uniform and insignia of
members of the civil protection organization. These
are marks divided into four categories, namely:

1. general sign and emblem of the civil
protection organization;

2. labels of the specialized units;

3. designations of the functions in the civil
protection units; and

4. designations of the functions in the
headquarters of the civil protection organization.

The general sign, that is, the emblem, which
has already been mentioned, and the emblems of
the specialized units, are designed based on the
international recognition insignia of civil defense,
which respects international law and its position
within it. The insignias from the third and fourth
groups are, in fact, emblems that represent the
ranking system and with them the functions are

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marked in a clear and visual way. It amounts
to a total of 35 designations: 14 designations
of functions in the units and 21 designations of
functions in the civil protection headquarters,
subordinated from the lowest to the highest level
of the federation.

Like almost no other country, especially in
the so-called Eastern Bloc, the civil defense
organization of the SFRY had a well-developed
system of identifying the
numerous roles and
ranks of its members. Its
own awards, the plaque
and the badge, as high
awards at the federal
level, which basically
also have the sign of
protection, give
even more “‘weight”
to  Yugoslav,  but
also to Macedonian
phaleristics, because
they are awarded to
many meritorious
citizens, organizations
and institutions in SR
Macedonia.

At the republic level, in SR Macedonia,
over 280,000 members of the civil protection
organization were deployed in the units,
headquarters and other bodies of civil protection
(trustees of the civil protection, Atomic Biological
Chemical Protection laboratories and centers,
boards and bodies responsible for evacuation and
shelter), representing some 14 percent of the total
population, that is, 22.4 percent of the able-bodied
population in the Republic (KyzeB 1995,162).

Afterthedissolutionofthe Yugoslav federation,
civil defense in independent Macedonia continued
to function as part of the Ministry of Defense and
as the Fire Protection Inspection in the Ministry
of Interior, more as a theoretical concept than as
a real constituent element of national defense.
These two organizational units were the basis from
which the Directorate for Protection and Rescue
of the Republic of Macedonia was created on 16
May, 2005 as an independent body of the state
administration, accountable to the Government of
the Republic of Macedonia.

As of 1 March 2003, FEMA lost its status as
an independent agency and was placed under
the jurisdiction of the Department of Homeland
Security. In 2006, a new emblem was designed for
the emergency management system, which began
the gradual abandonment of the old sign of civil
defense.

A red cross on a white background, the reverse of the
colors of the flag of Switzerland, as an international

humanitarian symbol, was designed in honor of
the Swiss entrepreneur and philanthropist Henry
Dunant (1828-1910), the founder of the International
Committee of the Red Cross. The emblem was
accepted at the International Conference held in
Geneva in 1863. and officially adopted in 1864 in the
First Geneva Convention.

The international symbol for ionizing radiation or the
symbol for radioactivity (also known as the “trefoil”
or “fan”) was adopted in 1946 at the University of
California at Berkeley by Nels Garden, head of the
radiation laboratory. Originally created for internal
use only, this sign, after several meetings, was
standardized in 1949 as a red-pink (magenta) trefoil
in appropriate proportions on a blue base, and thus
began its wide application, with numerous color
modifications, especially outside the United States .
The International Organization for Standardization
standardized this sign only in 1975 under the name
Basic ionizing radiation symbol (ISO 361:1975).
Today the radiation symbol is best known as a black
trefoil set within a yellow triangle.
