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ABSTRACT

Sources of the coats of arms of
Macedonia can be distinguished from
several aspects such as their date,
language, symbols, etc. However, what
seems to be key is where they appear.
Thus, based on the place of appearance
of the sources with the Macedonian coat
of arms, we can distinguish two groups. The first
group is represented by the sources from Illyrian
heraldry. The second group consists of sources
that are not part of Illyrian heraldry which can be
termed the non-Illyrian group.

Due to its breadth and diversity, the non—
[llyrian group can itself be divided into two
subgroups. The first subgroup consists of the
coats of arms of the king of Macedonia or
just Macedonia, and the second consists of
the attributed coats of arms of Alexander the
Great. In addition, a third subgroup can be
distinguished, which includes the coats of arms
of Emathya as well as the coats of arms of certain
Macedonian rulers, cities, etc. As the coat of
arms of Alexander the Great is itself a large topic
it will not be the subject of this paper. Instead,
the focus of this paper will be the coats of arms
of the first subgroup of non—Illyrian heraldry. In
addition, sources from the third subgroup will be
presented.

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INTRODUCTION

Human nature is guided and expressed
through symbols. From the simplest and most
intimate expression of love to the identification
of groups and individuals, all human society is
awash with symbols and figurative meanings.
Bearing this in mind, it is not at all surprising that
heraldry, from its appearance to the present day,
arouses particular curiosity among people. That
curiosity is directed towards the insignias, i.e.
the coats of arms of individual historical figures
as well as the coats of arms of entire kingdoms,
countries, territories, etc. In Macedonia, as is
known, heraldry, although interesting, is still
insufficiently known and studied. The main credit
for the beginnings of studying and researching
the coats of arms of Macedonia belongs to
academician Aleksandar Matkovski. In the late
sixties of the twentieth century, he published
several articles on the Macedonian coat of arms,
and in 1970 he published his capital work The
Coats of Arms of Macedonia (JonoBcku 2019,
105-122). In it, Matkovski makes a catalog review
of those sources with coats of arms of Macedonia
that were available to him at the time of the
creation of the work. After the publication of the
Coat of Arms of Macedonia, there is a complete
lull in the study of the coat of arms of Macedonia.

With the creation of the Macedonian Heraldry
Society (MHS) in 2003, Jovan Jonovski will
begin a more intensive and in-depth scientific
engagement that will result in two capital works
in the field of Macedonian heraldry. In 2015,
Jonovski published the book The Symbols of
Macedonia (Jonocku 2015), and in 2019 The
Sun and the Lion as Symbols in the Heraldry
and Vexillology of Macedonia was published
(JonoBcku 2019a). These two works will
significantly deepen the knowledge about the
appearance and development of the coats of arms
of Macedonia. The coats of arms of Macedonia
have been studied by authors outside Macedonia
itself. Among them, Dragomir Acovi¢ (Acovih
2009) from Serbia and Ivan Voynikov (Boitan-
koB 2011, 3-16) from Bulgaria gave us more
extensive studies and views on the matter.
Technological development had an additional
impetus in the deepening of knowledge in this
area. Namely, the digitization of library funds
around the world as well as their opening for free

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access played a major role in discovering new
sources that previously required huge financial
resources and too much time.

Today, it can be said that knowledge
about the coats of arms of Macedonia is at a
satisfactory basic level. However, much remains
to be researched especially in the context of their
emergence, development and interrelationship.
The aim of this paper is to review and explain
several coats of arms of Macedonia from
Western European sources. Some of these are
partially or fully known until now, but have
never been treated as a group, separately, outside
of some work in which they are only mentioned
as existing.

CLASSIFICATON OF THE SOURCES OF
THE COATS OF ARMS OF MACEDONIA

The sources of the coats of arms of Macedonia
can be divided from several aspects such as the
time of appearance, the language of the source,
the symbols of the coats of arms themselves, etc.
However, what seems to be the main feature is
where they appear. Thus, based on the place of
appearance of the sources with the Macedonian
coat of arms, we can distinguish two groups. The
first group is represented by the sources from
[llyrian heraldry (Nacevski 2022). These include
the Macedonian coat of arms from the //lyrian
armorialin all its copies as well as the Macedonian
coat of arms from the Stematographies of Pavle
Ritter Vitezovi¢ (Kljagi¢, 2013, 138-43) and
Hristofor Zefarovi¢ (I'opfues u Capakmecku
2020, 31- 46). This group is the best studied
and the best researched. There is already more
a extensive literature about it (Hamescku 2020,
131-150), (Jonoscku 2015), so it will not be a
subject of this article. The second group consists
of sources that are not part of Illyrian heraldry
and can be freely called the Non-Illyrian group
(Jonoscku 2009, 3-13).

Due to its breadth and diversity, the Non —

THE COATS OF ARMS OF (THE KING

OF) MACEDONIA

The first subgroup of the Non — Illyrian
group of sources is poorly researched by the
Macedonian, but also by the rest of the heraldic
science. The reasons for this are probably many
and varied. At the time when Matkovski starts to
deal with this problem, the inability to research
a good part of European coats of arms, and
probably the inappropriateness of the subject
at the time in which he creates, will lead him
to make two narrow conclusions regarding the
coat of arms of Macedonia as a whole. The first
disputed conclusion is that the Macedonian coat
of arms, unlike the coats of arms of the other
South Slavic countries, first appeared on domestic
South Slavic territory as part of the Illyrian
heraldry (MatkoBcku 1990, 43). The second is
that the Macedonian coat of arms is permanent
and is always a golden lion on a red field
(MatkoBckn1990, 167—174). This fundamental
arrangement of the Macedonian heraldic science
was finally abandoned through several modern
researches, which have already been mentioned.
Thus, today, we know for sure that despite the
undoubted capital importance of Matkovski’s
work, his conclusions regarding the appearance
of the coat of arms or rather the coats of arms
of Macedonia as well as his/their blazon are
unsupported and cannot be accepted as scientific
truth. Itis interesting to note that Matkovski during
his research used certain Western European coats
of arms that have the coat of arms of Macedonia.
Such is, for example, Richenthal’s armorial of
the Council in Constanta (MatkoBcku 1990,
42). In it as coat of arms number 283 we find
the coat of arms of the country of Alexander the
Great. It will remain unknown if Matkovski did
not notice this back than or if it simply did not
fit into the expected results. However, this coat
of arms will be discussed further down in this
paper.

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a Balkan author, Dragomir Acovi¢ also refers to
the coats of arms of Macedonia. Like Matkovski,
he does this from the context of Illyrian heraldry.
Acovi¢ unfoundedly presents an interpretation
of the doubtful authenticity of the Macedonian
coat of arms (AmoBmh 2009, 172), although in
the same work he gives three blazons on the
coat of arms of the king of Macedonia, which
will be discussed in this paper, and accepts the
possibility that the coat of arms of Macedonia
originates from the attributed coat of arms of
Alexander the Great (Amosuh 2009, 268-271).
In neighboring Bulgaria, Ivan Voynikov wrote
the most extensively about the coats of arms of
Macedonia (Boiiaukos 2011).

The most significant contemporary author
who dealt with the research of the coats of arms
of Macedonia is Jovan Jonovski. He is the first
to approach the issue of the coats of arms of
Macedonia outside of the set framework of
Matkovski and the first to report on new and
until then unresearched coats of arms. He was
also the first to propose that the sources be
divided into Illyrian and Non-Illyrian with the
already described subgroups (Jonovski 2021,
5-10). Jonovski writes on several occasions about
several coats of arms of Macedonia from Western
European sources, but only in general terms
without in-depth analysis.

The coats of arms of the king of Macedonia
represent a large and diverse subgroup. According
to the elements represented on the coats of arms,
at least ten blazon groups can be distinguished.
This means that there are at least ten coats of arms,
different in form, content and shape, which are
found in more than two dozen Western European
sources. According to the elements represented in
the blazon, these are: three bells, a club between
horns, bars counter embattled, a lion, a goat,
three crowns and others. Each of these elements
will be considered and studied individually, and
presented in an order from most often met blazon
to those represented by one source.

THREE BELLS

The oldest known heraldic source related to
Macedonia dates back to the beginning of the
fifteenth century. It is the armorial Chronicle of
the Council of Constance compiled by Urlich
von Richenthal or Richenthal’s armorial. The

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council was held in the city of Constance on
Lake Constance in the period from 1414 to 1418
(Clemmensen 2011, 4), and is in the context of
a schism in the Roman Catholic Church known
as the Western Schism. Richenthal’s original
work, written in German, is now lost, but five
copies created between 1450 and 1465 as well as
three printed editions from 1483, 1536 and 1575
survive (Clemmensen 2011, 10-11). The oldest
surviving copy is known as the Aulendorf Codex.
Today the manuscript is kept in the New York
Public Library in the Spencer Collection under
the inventory number Ms. 32 (Clemmensen
2011, 12-13). The oldest printed edition is dated
September 2, 1453, and was published by Anton
Sorg in Augsburg (Clemmensen 2011, 13).

In the Richenthal chronicle under serial
number 283 we find the coat of arms of
Alexander the Great with a blazon: silver,
three red bells (Clemmensen 2011, 95)
(fig. 1). This is a prototype for the coat
of arms of Macedonia, which is found
in several other German coats of arms.
They originated in the territory of today’s
southern Germany in the vicinity of the
mentioned Lake Constance also known as
Bodensee. That is why they are all together
known as armorial bearings from the
Boden group (Clemmensen 2013, 3). That
it is the coat of arms of Macedonia and not

some other country is evidenced by Jergrugen
armorial. Namely, this later representative of the
mentioned group, written, drawn and painted in
the period 1493-1499, consists of two parts: an
armorial (containing only German and imaginary
coats of arms) and a genealogical chronicle
(Clemmensen 2013). In the armorial under serial
numbers 95 and 376 we find a coat of arms titled
as of the Kingdom of Macedonia. The coat of
arms number 95 is identical to the coat of arms
from the Richenthal Chronicle, while the coat of
arms numbered 376 is its inversion. In heraldic
language, this means that the places of the colors
of the shield and its elements have changed. So,
the blazon on the reverse now reads: gules, three
bells argent. The use of inversion in this work is
extremely important because it testifies to a wider
process found in other works as well as in earlier
periods. In that process, the inverse attributed
coat of arms of Alexander the Great is the coat of

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arms of Macedonia. Another such example will
be presented later in the paper.

Another source containing a coat of arms with
three bells is kept in the Bavarian State Library.
It is a coat of arms created in the first half of
the sixteenth century somewhere in southern
Germany (Wappenbuch). On the fifty-fifth page of
this coat of arms is the coat of arms of the country
of Alexander the Great with a blazon: argent,
three red bells with gold clasps. We find a coat
of arms with the same title and the same blazon
in the book Swiss Chronicle. It was
published in 1576 by Christoph
Silberissen, and today it is kept in
the Aarau Cantonal Library under
the inventory number: MsWettF
16: 1 (Aarau 1576). The coat of
arms of Macedonia can be found on
page 570 of the work (fig. 2). Along
with all these sources, Silvestro
Petra Sancta’s work [Insignias of
Nobility should be mentioned. This
work published in Rome in 1638
contains on its thirteenth page a coat
of arms with three bells. The colors
of the blazon are not indicated.
What makes it significant to mention
is that this coat of arms is here associated with
India after Alexander’s victory (Sancta 1638,
13). The exact text given as a description in the
book reads: Indi Reges enea cymbala; que idio
fortafse tribuutur Alexandro Indorum victori; or
translated: the copper bells of the Indian kings,
the same may have been attributed to Alexander
the conqueror of the Indians.

Such a situation in which the coat of arms
of a ruler is presented as the arms of a country
is not at all surprising. On the contrary, in the
understanding of the medieval man, the land
belongs to the ruler, hence all his attributes are
also attributes of the land, i.e. the kingdom/realm.
Alexander, as the most famous Macedonian
ruler, completely fits into this idea. As for the
symbolism of the bells, a possible source can be
found in the story of Pseudo-Callisthenes about
the conception of Alexander (Boiiaukos, 2011,
3—-16). Namely, Olympias, she did not have
children for a long time, so she decided to ask
for help from the Egyptian oracle Nectenabo,
who lived in Macedonia and was pharaoh before.

Nectenaboi explained that in order to have a
child, three gods should care for her: Zeus in
the form of an eagle, Amon — in the form of a
snake, and Heracles — in the form of a lion. In
fact, Nectenabo lied to Olympias and transformed
himself overnight into each of the three animals,
and so she became pregnant and gave birth to
Alexander, who had three forms at the same time
(ITceBmo-Kamucren, 2008).

A CLUB BETWEEN TWO HORNS

The blazon club between two horns is second
in representation after the bells as the coat of
arms of Macedonia from the Western European
sources known so far. In contrast to the situation
with the bells, in this case no source reports
colors in the blazon. The oldest currently known
source from this blazon subgroup dates from
the end of the sixteenth century. It is about
the work GenealogicTheater showing all the
families of heroes and heroines of all ages
published in 1598 by Hieronymus Henning in
Magdeburg. This printed work, written in Latin,
is a genealogical treatise on a number of famous
people from antiquity. The coat of

A second source from this blazon subgroup is
the work Nobility Insignia by the Italian author
Silvestre Petra Sancta. Published in 1638 in
Rome, it is a heraldic treatise in Latin. In a certain
sense, Insignias of Nobility is a logical follow-up
to the section On Heroic Symbols by the same
author, published four years earlier. The coat of
arms of this blazon is found on the fourth page of
the Insignias of Nobility together with the coats of
arms of the Greeks and Libyans. The description of

the coat of arms has the following accompanying
text:

As you can
see here, the coat of arms is dedicated
to the Macedonians.

The third source with this blazon is
a geographical map. Its author is the
Italian Vincenzo Coronelli. The map
was printed on paper in 1692 in Venice.
On it we find two coats of arms of Macedonia. The
coats of arms are placed next to each other, and
above them passes a ribbon whose two ends are
written respectively: Macedonia avanti Ales and
Macedonia dopo Ales (Jonoscku 2021, 5-10). The
coat of arms with the club is also described here
as the coat of arms of Macedonia after Alexander
(fig. 5), as was the case with the second coat of
arms of the first source. If we take a closer look at
the map, we will see that there are certain heraldic

In the voluminous heraldic work entitled The
Theory of Insignia or Heraldic Work - General
Part of 1690, published in Latin in Frankfurt am
Main, by the author Philip Jacob Spener, we find
another example of a coat of arms with a club
and horns. Namely, in part one, chapter two of
the book on page 42 we read: Macedones, clava
Herculis inter duo cornua (Spener 1690, 42). In
continuation on page 81 there is a table in which
an emblazon of the indicated blazon is shown

Macedonians and of the
Argeadi royal house. Several ancient authors such
as Herodotus (Herodotus VIII, 137-139), Arian
(Arian, Anabesa, IV, 7; IV, 11) and others report
on this. In addition, it should be added that for the
Macedonians Heracles is a god and not a mythical
hero. This is also part of the explanation of the
horns. Specifically, in three preserved epigrams
of the poet Samos from Edessa, Philip V is called
a descendant of Heracles to whom a bull was
dedicated (Proeva 2014, 93-97). This means that
the two symbols are directly related to Heracles,
who is the propator of the Macedonians. Of
course, this attitude also corresponds to the fact
that this blazon is everywhere directly connected
with the Macedonians, and not only or exclusively
with the ruler.

BARS COUNTER EMBATTLED

Two Western European
representatives of the blazon subgroup that
contains bars counter embattled as the basic
figures in the blazon of the arms of the king of
Macedonia.

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in the Richenthal’s Chronicle. Namely, in the
printed edition of the chronicle by Anton Sorg
in 1483, there is a coat of arms with the already
indicated blazon, with the title rex syrie ist och
under dem dem kaiser kan or in translation: The
king of Syria is also under the emperor khan
(probably meaning of the Ottoman Sultan). There
is a similar blazon and emblazon for Syria at Petra
Sancta in his Nobility Insignia. The coat of arms
there reads: Syria ternas abruptas trabes summam
utrimque, mediam vero inferne pinnatam, imam
denique absque pinnis (Sancta 1638, 5). Which
translates to: Syria, three bars detached, the upper
one counter embattled, the middle one embattled
below, and the lowest one without embattlement.

Voynikov quiterightly concludes that the origin
of this blazon should be sought in Richenthal. But
he, quoting Gudall, who again blazons the coat of
arms from Two Tudor Armorials, either ignores
the fact or fails to see that only in this source the
coat of arms of Macedonia and that of Syria are
inverse to each other. In the other three sources,
although the blazons are similar, they are still
different from each other and it is difficult to look
for a direct connection between them. Otherwise,
a connection would have to be sought in all coats
of arms containing the same figure, and there are
too many of them. However, the question why in
Har. MSS. 2169 the coats of arms of these two
countries are inverted deserves more attention.
As for the symbolism of the embattled bars, it
remains unclear for now.

LION

The situation with the lion as the coat of arms
of Macedonia in Western European sources is
complicated to say the least. The lion is a well-
known and proven symbol of Alexander the Great
in Europe. But when it comes to
Macedonia, this is not always
the case. The first source is a
fourteenth-century manuscript
from the University of Oxford’s
Bodleian Library (Bodleian).
The first part of this manuscript
is Alexander’s Romance. In
it we find various miniature
illustrations ~ with  heraldic
content. In particular, the coat

What makes an impression
here is that on four miniatures (Bodleian, fol 20v,
42v, 43v, 66r) we find an inverted coat of arms
of Alexander with a blazon, Gules, a Lion, Or.
Namely, this coat of arms is given in the general
context of Alexander’s feat and can be treated
as the coat of arms of Macedonia (Fig. 9). We
find confirmation of this in the later already
cited Jergrugen’ s Armorial, where there are two
inverse coats of arms, associated with Alexander,
and connected to Macedonia.

The second source is found in the work Delle
Imprese by Giulio Cesare Capaccio, an Italian
writer, theologian, historian and poet from the
Kingdom of Naples. In 1592 in Naples, under
his authorship, the work Delle imprese, that is,
On the Insignias, will be published. The treatise
covers 656 pages, numbered alternately. On
the front page we read that the treatise consists
of three books. The first one is entitled On the
method of creating insignias out of any object.
The second is entitled The Discovery of All
Hieroglyphs, Symbols, and Mystical Things in
the Holy Scriptures and Secular Books. The
third book is entitled On Understanding the
Emblems of Various Natural Things in Insignias.
Delle Imprese is a heraldic work an ordinary by
type. Capaccio begins the second book of his
work by developing the lion as a coat of arms.
After a thorough introduction, about the lion as
a symbol through a historical perspective, in the
third chapter of the book entitled Come dal Leone
cauar si ponno [’imprese or loosely translated
“what signs out of a lion can be made”, Capaccio
moves on to specific heraldic lion blazons. Thus,
among others, we find the blazons of England,
Denmark and Aragon (Capaccio 1592, II 10), and
right after them follow the blazons of Brankovié,
Macedonia, Dalmatia,
Bulgaria and
Nemanji¢. The coat

Ohmuchevich credited with the appearance of
Illyrian heraldry as a hole. Namely, the two have
been in correspondence since 1582 (CemoBcku
2016, 9—10), which gives us the right to think that
one influenced the other in the choice of symbols
in their works (HameBcku 2019, 3-15).

The third source with a lion is the French
armorial Charolois of 1425, composed by Jean
Lefebvre of Saint-Rémy, herald at the court of
Philip of Bourgogne. The Macedonian coat of
arms is found on folio 75r (Charolois 1425) (fig.
10). Like the rest of the coats of arms on the same
folio, it is done in a line drawing, and in the lower
right corner next to the shield, the mark g.or is
clearly legible. This abbreviation is a common
heraldic practice for indicating tincture and in
French it means Gules, Or which translates as
red and gold. Hence it follows that the blazon
of the Macedonian coat of arms reads: Gules, a
Lion, Or. In the Balkans, this armorial has been
reviewed in detail by Alexander Palavestra who
points out that the original of this coat of arms
is lost and that a copy of it from 1656 is kept in
Brussels (Palavestra 2010, 105). This coat of arms
contains a huge number of coats of arms from
Illyrian heraldry, and even those that are found
only there. This conformity with Illyrian heraldry
quite rightly directs Palavestra to the conclusion
that the copyist of the Charolais coat of arms in
the 17th century enriched this heraldic collection
with coats of arms that he copied from an [llyrian
armorial (Palavestra 2010, 106). The importance
of this armorial, according to Palavestra, is also
that it clearly shows that just as coats of arms
from Illyrian heraldry could pass into Western
European heraldry, it can be considered that the
compiler of the [llyrian armorial also had access to
some medieval European coats of arms unknown
to us today (Palaverstra 2000, 267-268).

The fourth source from this blazon subgroup is
a 1737 map by the German cartographer Johann
Jacob Liddle. It shows the coats of arms of several
Balkan and Central European countries such as:
Hungary, Austria, Slavonia, Croatia, Bosnia,
Serbia, Bulgaria, etc. Macedonia is represented
here with a blazon: Or, a Lion, Gules. Both the
Macedonian and the other coats of arms are
identical to the coats of arms from Pavle Ritter
Vitezovi¢’s Stematography. That is why it can be

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safely assumed that they were taken from there.
This means that it is an Illyrian influence on a
European source.

As for the symbolism of the lion and its
connection with Macedonia, it should be sought
in the work History of Alexander the Great of
Macedonia by Quintus Curtius Rufus. Namely
Rufus reports a legend that while he was in his
mother’s womb, Alexander’s father Philip saw,
in a dream, the womb of Olympia sealed with a
ring, on which the figure of a lion was engraved
(Quintus 1809, 8).

BLAZONS WITH ONE SOURCE EACH

Here we will describe several different blazons
that are currently only found in one source. This
does not mean that other sources with such
blazons do not exist, but that they have not
been discovered so far. Future in-depth research
will probably contribute to enriching their total
number.

The Hyghalmen Roll armorial was created
between 1447-1455 in Cologne, Germany.
Today it is kept in the College of Arms in
England. This representative of German heraldry
on folio no. 9 contains the coat of arms of the
king of Macedonia with a
blazon: Azure, three crowns
Or (2,1) crest: from a crown
Or a conical cap, Azure at
the top a ball (fig. 11). The
origin of this blazon should
be sought in the coat of
arms of Alexander the Great
within the group of nine
Worthies. Namely there,
Alexander is often depicted
with such a coat of arms,
and the first German source
with such an arms can be
considered the Richenthal’s
chronicle in which the
blazon on Alexander reads:
Gules, three crowns, Or
(2,1). (Hyghalmen 1447)

The Miltenberg Armorial
belongs to the Bodensee
group of armorials. It was
created in the period from
1475 to 1500 in southern

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Germany, and today it is kept in
a private collection. According
to Goodall (Goodall 1995, 275)
and Jonovski (Jonovski 2009,
4), in this armorial as the coat of
arms number 313 is the coat of
arms of the king of Macedonia
with the following blazon: Vair,
Gules and Argent, on a belt,
Argent, three crescents, Or;
crest: of a crown, Or, a wing,
Azure, with three crescents
Or (fig. 12). The origin and
symbolism of this blazon is
unclear.

The Samelband Armorial,
which  has already been
mentioned, contains another

coatofarms ofthe king of Macedonia. This time the
blazon reads: Or, three crossbows in column (one
below the other), all Sable (Fig. 13). According
to Jonovski, the very appearance of the figures is

unclear, so it is possible that it is
three yokes instead (Sammelband
1530). The origin and symbolism
of this blazon is unclear.

A sixteenth-century manuscript
armorial known as the Colored
Armorial is kept in the University
Library of Tiibingen. It contains the
coat of arms of Macedonia with a
blazon: Vert, a buck goat rampant,
sinister, Argent (Koloriertes) (fig.
14). The origin and symbolism of
this blazon should be sought in the
sources for ancient Macedonia.

Perhaps the most interesting source with
the coat of arms of Macedonia is a Portuguese

armorial from 1675. This work with the long title
List of coats of arms of the kings and all noble
families of the Kingdom of Porugal contains

the coat of arms of Macedonia with a
blazon: Vert, an Armilla, Or (Tombo)
(fig. 15). The origin and symbolism of
this blazon is unclear.

Argent, a dog passant, Sable (fig.
6). The attributed coat of arms of
Anubis, who in part of the legends
1s the brother of Macedon, should
probably be taken as the source for
this blazon. Thus, it is most likely a
matter of mistaking and replacing
the both coats of arms.

COAT OF ARMS OF
EMATHYA

Emathya is an area on the
Macedonian coast of the Aegean
Sea between the mouth of the
Aliakmon River and the delta of

the Vardar River (Ilpoesa 2004, 21-26). Emathya
is one of the oldest districts of the Macedonian
state. It was also home to the first Macedonian
capital, the city of Aigai, as well as the cities of

Beria (Ber) and Kition (Negush/
Naoussa) (Hdemakymonm 2000,
60). It is assumed that it is the first
Macedonian area with which the
ancient Greek sailors came into
contact, who subsequently, due to
its relief features, named it sandy
from the ancient Greek ruabfogic
(Liddell, Scott 1883, 648).

The coats of arms of Emathya
are the least known and least
researched subgroup. In his
research, Matkovski did not come
to any knowledge about them.
Its discovery and presentation

in Macedonian heraldic science is the work of
Jonovski. Namely, in 2005, he published for
the first time an article about the coat of arms

of Macedon, the prince of Emathya
(Jonorcku, 2005). Until now, this was
the only such source described in our
country. In the meantime, two more
sources with the coat of arms of Emathya
saw the light of day. Even though it’s
a small number of examples, i.e. only
three, it still seems to be a subgroup with
a stable blazon in relation to the heraldic
figure. Specifically, all sources in the
subgroup, for now, depict a wolf. Two
of the sources are armorials, and one is
a historical treatise. All were printed on

In terms of
language, we have one source is in English, one
in French and one in Latin.

The source described by Jonovski originates
from England. It was published in 1586. It
represents a heraldic work entitled
The Glory of Generosities. This is the
second part of the book The Blazon of
Gentry by John Fern (Jonoscku, 2005).
The description of the blazon here reads:
Macedon, King of Emathya, bears a
wolf erect Argent on a Sable field. [
think his arms are placed on a circular
shield (Jonosckwu, 2005) (fig.16).

In the armorial Le Blason des
armoiries by Jerome de Barra from 1628
on page 111 is the coat of arms of Macedon, first
king of Emathya, son of Osiris. The description of
the blazon reads: Azur, a raging wolf armed Sable
and with a Sable tongue, the old (sources) say,
holding a goose or a bird of that kind, by
a Argent neck (Bara 1628, 111) (fig. 17).

The third source in which the coat of
arms of Emathya is found is the already
mentioned work Theatrum genealogicum
by Hieronymus Henning. On page 145 we
find an emblazon of a wolf pasant, sinister,
on a terrace in base. From the description
offered on the same page we understand
that it is: Macedo, cuius insigne fiut
lupus. Nomen sine dubio a Kitim cuma
hunc pater praeficeret Emathys, terra
haec nomen ab ipso accepit ut dicta est
Macedonia or in translation Macedon,
whose insignia is a wolf; A name without
a doubt for Kitim, for which his father preferred
Emathya, a country that accepted from the name
from the first and is called Macedonia (Henninges
1598, 145) (Fig. 18).

Here we will mention another source that
has a close connection with this subgroup.
Namely, in the Austrian National Library
under the number Cod. 2856* a translation of
Plutarch’s biographies is kept. The translation
was made by Johann Sider and was published in
1502 in Vienna. The book contains miniatures
of Alexander the Great, Hannibal, Scipio
Africanus and Sertorius. Folio number 9 shows
Alexander in full-length, wearing armor and a
helmet with a golden crown. In his left hand he

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holds a long sword resting on the ground, and
with his right he holds a shield. An emblazoned
coat of arms can be clearly seen on the shield:
Argent, a wolf rampant, natural (Sieder 1502,
Abb. 55: 9v) (fig. 19) Such a depiction supports
the claim that the ruler’s coat of arms is the
coat of arms of the country, especially if we
have in mind that Emathian and Emathian Dux
are frequent epithets of Roman authors for
Alexander the Great.

CONCLUSION

From the reviewed sources for the coat
of arms of Macedonia, it becomes clear that
it is relatively often and continuously found
in European sources. Of course, like other
countries in the east of Europe, it is usually
found in a group of so-called imaginary
countries and rulers. But sometimes it is also
found in the continuation of countries and
rulers from the current political context in
which the source was created. It is clear from
the choice of symbols that the most common
inspiration ware the legends about Macedonia
and Alexander the Great, which survived
through different authors from antiquity to the
Middle Ages. There is also an overlap between
the coats of arms of Alexander and the coat of
arms of Macedonia. In support of this claim
are the coats of arms of (Macedon king of)
Emathya which have yet to be researched and
illuminated but which unequivocally confirm
the overlap between the coats of arms of the
ruler and the country. In addition, these sources
clearly and unequivocally reject the claim that
the Macedonian coat of arms first appeared on
Balkan soil and only later in Europe. On the
contrary, the Macedonian coats of arms have
the same development as the rest of the coats
of arms of the Balkan countries. Even in terms
of its variety of blazons, it corresponds to the
rest of the Balkan countries. That the medieval
authors located Macedonia quite precisely
where it is geographically is indicated by the fact
that we find its coats of arms on geographical
maps on which specific Macedonian toponyms
are noted.
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
