The origin of the
Szekler (Hungarian
(H) székely, Romanian
(R) secui, latin (L) si-
culi) population is not
clarified. There have been
several theories (Zoltan
o 2016) (Benké 2016).

One thing is certain: they

were a military ethnic

group of light cavalry
that joined the Hungarian conquerors and took
over the language and culture of the Hungarians
(Zoltan 2016). The kings of Hungary settled the
Szeklers in Transylvania to defend the eastern
part of the country. In the course of the 12—13®
centuries the Szeklers populated in the Carpathian
bend the southeastern part of Transylvania, the
Szeklerland, (H. Székelyfold, Romanian (R) 7i-
nutul Secuiesc, L. Terra Siculorum (Fig. 1). In
a compact area they organized themselves into
seats (a territorial administrative and judicial unit
with greater autonomy than a county), similarly
to the Saxons settled mainly to the southern part
of Transylvania also by the kings of Hungary
(Benkd 2014, 184) (Benko 2016a).

In the period when Szeklerland belonged to
the Hungarian Kingdom the Szeklers enjoyed
privileges: they had the obligation to fight for the
defence of the country’s borders, in return, they
did not pay tax (Egyed 2016, 366).

After the Battle of Mohécs, in 1526, Hungary
was split into two parts. After 1541 when the
Ottoman Turks occupied the capital, Buda,
Hungary was divided into
three parts: the western part
remained the Hungarian
Kingdom under Habsburg
rulers, the middle part
got under Ottoman Turk
rule and in the East the
independent  Principality
Transylvania  was

formed (Oborni 2016).
Szeklerland was part of the latter. Since the end of
the First World War and the Trianon Peace Treaty
(with a small break during the Second World
War), Szeklerland has been part of Romania,
located in the middle of the country, as part of
Transylvania.

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In the years of the autonomous Principality of
Transylvania, the delegates of the three estates
attended the Diets of the realm'. As a consequence,
the symbols of these estates started to be used,
initially without any formal enactment. First there
appeared the seal of the Saxon community, and
then the one of the Szekler community. The symbol
of the counties appeared by the middle of the 16th
century (Kedpeczi Sebestyén 1917, 33-44).

The heraldic literature mentions an ‘old’ and
a ‘newer’ Szekler coat of arms. (Fig. 2) The first
is defined as (Azure) an arm in armour embowed
the hand holding a sword impaling a bear’s head,
a heart and a crown. The latter is much simpler,
consisting of Azure, a sun Or in the dexter,
respected by an increscent moon Argent in the
sinister’.

THE ‘OLD’ COAT OF ARMS OF THE
SZEKLERS

The ‘old’ coat of arms of the Szeklers survived
in several places from the end
of the 15" century in the most
frequented receptacle of the
community, in the churches?.

On one of the three corbels
in the apse of the Unitarian
fortified church in Darju
(Hungarian Székelyderzs) we
can see the old Szekler coat
of arms: In sinister chief an
arm armoured holding a sword
pointing to base, in dexter base
a crescent below a mullet.

The crown, the bear’s head
and the heart are no longer

included on this coat of arms, and
some new elements appear on it,
namely the mullet and the crescent
moon (Fig. 3). The coat of arms was

made in the last years of the 15%

century (1495-1496), being of the

same age as the vault of the apse.
We can see a coat of arms on
one of the corbels in the apse of the

Calvinist church in Mugeni (H. B6-

goz) (Fig. 4). It shows late-gothic

shield with an arm issuing from a

coronet holding a sword impaling

a bear’s head and a heart. All the

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elements of the so-called old
Szekler coat of arms appear
on this. The coat of arms
appeared in the first years of
the 16™ century (1503—1504),
together with the vault of the
apse.

We can see an ensemble
of eight coats of arms painted
on the vault of the apse of the
Calvinist church in Daia (H.
Székelydalya) (Fig. 5). The
ensemble includes the coats
of arms of King Vladislaus
I of Hungary, Leonard
Barlabassy Transylvanian
vice-voivode and Szekler
vice-comes, the coat of arms
of the Szekler community,
of the Saxon community, the
coats of arms of the towns of Brasov (H. Brasso,
German Kronstadt), Sibiu (H. Nagyszeben, G.
Hermannstadt) and Sighisoara (H. Segesvar, G.
Schéssburg) and the shield of the Arpad dynasty
(Szekeres, 2017, 175-190).

Szekler coat of arms’s is Gules a dexter arm
embowed and armoured
proper issuing from a cloud
in sinister chief, holding a
sword palewise impaling a
crown Or, a heart Gules and
a bear’s head Or between
in the dexter a six-pointed
star and on the sinister a
crescent both in chief Or.
The fact that the Szekler coat
of arms is toward sinister is
understandable, because the
Szekler coat of arms was
placed on the dexter side of the royal coat of arms
(Fig. 6). The Daian coat of arms is dated around
1510 (Szekeres, 2011, 37-38).

The predella of the former Gothic altar of the
Saints Peter and Paul Roman-Catholic parish-
church of Sumuleu-Ciuc (H. Csiksomlyo), located
in Cioboteni (H. Csobotfalva), is decorated with
the coat of arms of Vladislaus II on one side and
the Szekler coat of arms on the other side. The
pieces of the altar were scattered to different
places, being divided between Budapest and Cluj

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(H. Kolozsvar, G. Klausenburg).
The predella, decorated with two
coats of arms, is now kept in the
deposit room of the Art Museum
in Cluj-Napoca, out of the
visitors’ sight*. The Szekler coat
of arms shows: Gules a dexter
arm embowed and armoured
proper issuing from a cloud in
sinister chief, holding a sword
palewise impaling a crown Or,
a heart Gules and a bear’s head
Brunaitre between in the dexter
a six-pointed star Or and on the
sinister a crescent both in chief
(Fig. 7). The coat of arms is also
dated around 1510 (Szekeres,
2014, 65).

The presented coats of arms,
mostly the latter two, date from
the same era.

The old Szekler coat of arms
subsisted on a flag from 1601.

In the Battle of Guruslau
(Goroszlo) fought on 3 August
1601 the mercenary troops of
Holy Roman emperor Rudolph
II, led by Georgio Basta
and the troops of Michael
the Brave, former Prince of
Wallachia defeated the army
of Sigismund Bathori, Prince
of Transylvania. The flags
captured in the battle were sent
to the royal court in Prague.
There they were on public
display. Georg Puchner,
engineer officer of Christian II,
Prince-Elector of Saxony drew
for his lord the captured military
flags symbolizing victory, 110 in
number (Mika 1893, 10). The pages
included in a volume — codex — were
preserved for posterity by the Saxon
Royal Library Dresden (today
Saxon State and University Library
Dresden). There is an infantry flag
of Székelyvasarhely with Szekler
symbols depicting, in its white field,
an arm in armour holding a sword

(Fig. 8).

The *old’ Szekler coat of arms lived
on the coats of arms of the Targu Mures
(Marosvasarhely) and Odorheiu Secui-
esc (Székelyudvarhely) towns and Trei
Scaune (Hdaromszék) seat, contemporary
Covasna county (Fig. 9, 10, 11).

THE ‘NEWER’ COAT OF ARMS OF THE
SZEKLERS

The sun and the crescent moon gradually
found their way into the official coats of arms
in the era of the Principality of Transylvania.
Beginning with voivode Chistophor Bathori, the
ruling princes, next to their family coats of arms,
included the symbols of the Transylvanian estates
in their coats of arms. These appeared on their
armorial seals and coins as well (Kedpeczi 1917,
33-44).

On the medallion made in 1580 of voivode
Chistophor Béathori, we can see his portrait on
the obverse, with the
following  inscription:
“CHRIST[oforus]
BATH]ori] DE
SOMLIO”, and on the
reverse we can see,
issuing of the shield
of the Bathori coat of
arms, an eagle displayed.
On its dexter sun in
splendour, on its sinister
the increscent moon. In the lower part there are
seven hills with castles on top and the inscription
continues:  “PRINCEPS  TRANSYL|[vaniae]
1580 (Fig. 12). Thus, this is the moment when
the sun and the crescent moon
appeared as component parts of
Transylvania’s coat of arms.

These new elements became
permanent during the reigns of
several princes, being displayed
upon their seals and coins, together
with their family arms (Kedpeczi
1917, 37-40).

The emblems of the Szeklers, the
sun and moon can clearly be seen

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on the stone carved coat of arms
from 1606 of the Transylvanian
prince Stephen Bocskai, who was
also elected as prince of Hungary:
the Hungarian arms appear on the
right, the Transylvanian ones on
the left, in the middle there is the
Bocskai coat of arms, and above it
the arms of the Szeklers. (Located
2 in Bocskai House in Kolozsvir,
today the headquarters of the
Rectorate of Sapientia Hungarian
University of Transylvania in
Cluj-Napoca) (Fig 13). The coat of
arms shows clearly the titles of the
person: elected prince of Hungary,
prince of Transylvania and count of
the Szeklers (Fig. 14).

The signs of the three estates
appear on the coins issued by the
principles of Transylvania® (Fig.
15, 16).

In 1659 the Transylvanian Diet
codified the seals of the estates’.
The 3" article of the law decided by
the Diet held at Sebes (Szdszsebes,
Miihlbach) between 24" May —
15" June 1659 stipulates the aspect
of the seals: “four seals should be
cut accordingly to the four bigger
estates of the country, namely that
of the Transylvanian counties, then
the second that of the Szekler community’s, the
third that of the Saxon nation, the fourth that of
the part of Hungary incorporated to Transylvania.
(...) The seals should look the following way: the
Transylvanian counties should have a half of an
cagle carved as their sign on the seal, with the
inscription: ‘Sigillum comitatuum Transilvaniae’
(The seal of the Transylvanian counties). The
Szeklers should have a half moon and a sun, with
the inscription: ‘Sigillum nationis Siculicae’ (The
seal of the Szekler nation). The Saxons should
have seven towns, with the inscription: ‘Sigillum
nationis Saxonicae’ (The seal of the Saxon nation).
The part of Hungary incorporated to Transylvania
should have four rivers and the double cross, with
the inscription: ‘Sigillum partium Hungariae
Transilvaniae annexarum’ (The seal of the part
of Hungary annexed to Transylvania).

The Szekler nation’s seal
matrix was in use until the
liquidation of the administrative
autonomy in 1876 (Zepeczaner,
2011, 78).

The signs of the three estates
also appear on the currencies
issued by the Habsurg royals
from Vienna, who at the same
time were kings of Hungary
and princes of Transylvania'?
(Fig. 20, 21).

The three emblems for
the three estates appear in the
coat of arms of Transylvania:
the eagle, representing the
counties, the sun and crescent

represents the Szekler community
and the seven bastions represent the
Saxon community.

The tinctures of the Szekler
nation’s coat of arms took shape
based on the custom, since it was
natural to place the celestial bodies
in an Azure field and the sun become
Or, and the crescent Argent.

The tinctures were visualized
in the 1765 letter-patent issued by
Queen Maria Theresia, promoting
Transylvania to the rank of great-
principality.?

The painted coat of arms,

displayed on the royal document
issued on 2 November 1765, is as
follows: Per fess Azure and Or, over
all a bar Gules, issuing there from a
demi-eagle displayed Sable, in dexter
chief a sun in splendor Or, and in
sinister chief a crescent Argent. In the
base, seven towers, three and four,
Gules. This time, the increscent moon,
against the custom, is changed to
decrescent (Fig. 22) The coat of arms
is based on the already known estate’s
symbols, as decided upon in 1659.

CONCLUSIONS

These elements
gradually became permanent during the reigns of
several princes, being displayed upon their seals
and coins, together with their family arms. In 1659
the Transylvanian Diet codified the seals of the
estates, the Szeklers whould have a half moon and
a sun. This was a very important moment, because
the Szekler symbols — the pair of the sun and the
moon crescent — were codified by law. The first
official coat of arms of Transylvania containing
the Szekler symbols appeared in the 1765 letters
patent issued by Queen Maria Theresia, promoting
Transylvania to the rank of great-principality. This
coat of arms was introduced in the ‘middle’ coat
of arms of Kingdom of Hungary after the 1867
Austrian-Hungarian compromise: as a fourth
quarter of the coats of arms. This was also built in
the coat of arms enacted in 1921 for the Kingdom
of Romania after the First World War, also as a
fourth quarter. Deprived from the marks referring
to the Kingdom, this coat of arms was adopted by
the Parliament in 1992, as symbol of Romania.
