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ABSTRACT

The first decorations used in today’s
Republic of Macedonia are from the
Democratic Federal Yugoslavia (later
SFRY). The first authentic decoration of
People‘s Republic of Macedonia is the
Ilinden memorial medal from 1951 as
a decoration of the Republic. After the
independence of the Yugoslav Republics, Croatia
and Slovenia had their first decorations in 1992,
while the Republic of Macedonia only 13 years
later, although the first law on decorations was
passed in 1995. The path to the realisation of these
state symbols was arduous. The law of 2002 laid
the foundations of the Macedonian award system,
which actually started with the defining the design
and materials from which the orders and medals
are made in 2005. The system has six orders:
Order of the Republic of Macedonia; “September
8”; “Ilinden - 1903”; for merits for Macedonia;
for military merits and “Saint Mother Teresa”.
And five medals: for merit for the Republic of
Macedonia; for bravery; of honour, “Eternal sun”
and for participation in humanitarian or peace
operations outside the territory of the Republic
of Macedonia; and a Charter of the Republic of
Macedonia. Out of 11 orders and medals, 25% are
undefined, and the system has too few decoration.
The awarding of orders and medals is extremely
restrictive. This article deals with the Macedonian
decorations in a wider context.

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Phaleristics is a discipline that studies
decorations. The name comes from the Latin
“phalerae”, which is a metal medallion given to
Roman soldiers for special military skills, which
was attached to the breastplate. Phaleristics
deals with visible wearable signs. Historically,
decorations were awards given by a ruler (local or
supreme) to members of a knightly order. These
are organised groups of people, interconnected
by covenants, who strive for common goals.
They are studied by the discipline of chivalry,
from the Old French “Chevalier”, which means
knight or member of an order of chivalry. It is
impossible to separate these two disciplines,
because sometimes they deeply penetrate each
other (Anosuh 2013, 14).

Military knightly orders appeared in the late
11th century, along with the Crusades in the Holy
Land. The 16th century saw the first change in the
approach to decorations, when belonging to an
order was based almost exclusively on status and
descent. The ruler began to express his gratitude
to his subjects in two ways. The first, through a
personal gift in the form of a medallion on which
the face of the donor is shown, is bestowed as
a sign of gratitude, which he publicly expresses
as a recognised individual. This represents the
beginning of the modern understanding of orders
and decorations.

The second way is to show gratitude, usually
to the lower ranked officers and soldiers, through
minted coins, which can also be used as a means
of payment due to the value of the material from
which they are made. These are the forerunners
of modern medals.

This definition of the understanding of orders
and decorations ended with the establishment of
the French veteran medal in 1771,
which was no longer awarded for
merit, but for 24 years of diligent
military service. This createed
the idea of service medals and
memorials. This “reform” with which
orders became a public recognition
of accepted achievements, soon
spread throughout Europe.The Order
of Merit was established in Prussia
in 1740 and, finally, the Order of
the Legion of Honour, following
Napoleon’s idea at the beginning of

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the 19th century, gives today’s pattern to most
orders and medals as public recognitions for given
achievements. Napoleon’s system of decorations
is still the basic system of decorations (AmoBuh
2013, 21).

Modern decorations are awarded by the state
(or state authorities) for individual merits. In
general, decorations can be in the form of: orders,
crosses, medals, memorial tokens,
and material awards (such as various types
of weapons, etc.). The system of decorations
determines the types of decorations, their
degrees (classes), who awards them and for what
merits. It is determined by law and the statutes
of the individual decoration. Technical details
and characteristics are also determined by law
or decree. Chancery of Orders and decorations
commission is also needed.

SFR Yugoslavia had a Chancery of order,
as did its successor countries. Unfortunately,
the Republic of Macedonia does not have such
an chancery. The role of such an chancery is to
prepare the entire documentation and technical
support in the process of awarding and handing
out decorations (Rudez 1987).

THE DECORATIONS AND MACEDONIA

Probably the first modern decorations in
Macedonia are for the uprisings and struggles
for liberation in the Balkans in the 19th century.
Gjeorgija Pulevski was awarded the
Russian Order of Saint George (4th
degree) for his participation in the
Russo-Turkish War of 1877-78 (Fig.
1). Also, 40 Macedonians, participants
in the Macedonian uprising, were
awarded a medal by Russia, which
was considered as a part of the efforts
of the local population to help Russia
in the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-
78. The Medal for the Liberation of
Bulgaria (Fig. 2) was awarded to
those who directly participated in
the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-78
or indirectly weakened Turkey with
various uprisings. For the Russian
policy and interest, expressed at the
San Stefano peace agreement, the
whole of Macedonia was also in that
sphere! (Jonovski 2015, 302).

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The Medal for the Liberation of Bulgaria is
round, made of bronze with a diameter of 28 mm,
which on the obverse has a Russian cross on a
crescent turned upwards. On the outer edge is the
text: “Those who sow with tears will reap with
joy - In memory of the liberation of the Bulgarian
brothers.” The reverse has the image of Emperor
Alexander II and a text along the edge: “B. M
Alexander II Emperor and Sedrzec Seruski”, and
below the image: “Tsar Osloboditel”, and below it:
“February 19, 1878” (Yemypnos 2001, 474).

After the Balkan wars and the First World
War, Macedonia became part of the Kingdom of
Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, later the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia, and the system of decorations of the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia was used in its territory,
which was taken over from that of the Kingdom
of Serbia and upgraded accordingly.

Already during the Second World War,
the award system of Democratic Federal
had begun. On 15 August 1943, Tito, in
his capacity as supreme commander of
the National Liberation Army (NLA) and
Partisan units of Yugoslavia signed the
decree on the decorations in the National
Liberation War( NLW). “The Law on the
Orders and Medals of the Democratic
Federal Yugoslavia” was adopted on June
9, 1945 (Hanecku, Jonoscku 2023).

Out of a total of 1,307 Orders of
National Hero awarded (Fig. 3), 66 such
decorations were awarded to people born
in today’s Republic of Macedonia; 44 of
them posthumously to fallen fighters in
the war. The most national heroes in order
are - 14 are from Prilep and surrounding villages,
eight from Kumanovo, seven from Bitola, five from
Skopje. Fana Kochovska-Cvetkovic, bornin 1927 in
the village Lavci, Bitola, was the youngest national
hero of Yugoslavia (Hapoonu 1982). And the city
of Prilep is also holder of the Order of National
Hero, as well as one city of each of the republics in
the then SFRY.

ILINDEN MEMORIAL MEDAL

The first Macedonian decoration is the Ilinden
memorial medal established by the National
Assembly of the People’s Republic of Macedonia,
on 6 June, 1950 with the promulgation of
the Law on the Ilinden memorial medal. The

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memorial medal, popularly called “Ilindenka”,
was conceived as a recognition of the surviving
participants of the Ilinden Uprising of 1903.

According to the Law, the Ilinden memorial
medal is a national recognition of the deserving
participants in the Ilinden Uprising and can only
be given to those participants in the events who
have remained loyal to the Macedonian people
and consistent with their struggle for liberation.

“Deserving participants are considered to be
those:

a) who worked as organisers or leaders in the
national revolutionary movement and the struggle
for the liberation of the Macedonian people;

b) who in that movement and in that struggle
with weapons in their hands, as fighters, directly
participated in armed clashes with the army, police,
pursuits and other armed detachments organised by
the enemy in order to suppress and suffocate the
movement and struggle;

¢) who, by order of the organisers and leaders of
the movement and the struggle, performed special
tasks and actions in favour of the movement and
the struggle;

d) who in any other way personally acquired
special merits for the movement and struggle
or achieved special successes in the movement
and struggle for the liberation of the Macedonian
people.

The bearers of the Ilinden memorial also had
special rights, such as the right to medical insurance
at state expense, a free one-month vacation per
year, a discount on transportation and burial at state
expense (Ciy>x0en 1950).

Previously, Ilinden fighters were granted an
Ilinden pension, which did not provide for health
insurance. Thus, for many Ilinden pensioners,
receiving the memorial also meant additional
rights, which unfortunately often could not be
realised.

Asa condition for obtaining an Ilinden memorial
medal, apart from the confirmed participation in
the Ilinden Uprising, moral and political eligibility
was also required, as support for the National
Liberation War, which had to be confirmed by the
Communist Party of Macedonia.

A competition for the design of the memorial
medal has been announced and a committee has
been established to evaluate the received design
proposals. The competition was announced

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through the association of artists of the FNRJ in
order to allow artists from all brotherly republics to
participate. The competition lasted until 1 October,
1950, with three prizes determined, the first 20,000
dinars, the second 15,000 dinars and the third 10,000
dinars, with the possibility of purchasing quality
design solutions for 5,000 dinars. The commission
consisted of: Dr. Boris Spirov, Dimche Mire,
Minister of Education of the People‘s Republic
of Macedonia, Nikola Martinovski and Lazar
Lichenovski, fine artists, Dimche Koco and Ljuben
Lape from the Faculty of Philosophy in Skopje,
and Pero Korobar, Gjorgi Abadjiev and Liliana
Chalovska. (Tomy3ocku 2023, 114).

But the commission that actually reviewed the
received designs, with changed composition, met
on 28 October and decided that the participants
did not understand the competition request for
the memorial medal and that no prize should be
awarded, but that four works should be bought,
of which fragments can be use. It also decided
to engage the sculptor Dimce Todorovski from
Skopje, to whom the Commission showed the
purchased works and its ideas for him to come
up with the final design (Tomy3ocku 2023, 114).

The created breast star of the memorial was
accepted on 1 June, 1951 (Fig. 4). Although it
is a memorial medal for a certain event, which
represents the third and lowest group of decorations,
after orders and medals, the breast star itself is
worthy as an order. It is inspired by the Order of
the National Hero of Yugoslavia by the famous
sculptor Antun Augustincic. The goal with this is to
show continuity and even parallelism of these two
struggles for freedom of the Macedonian people.
The decoration is made by IKOM of Zagreb, the
authorised workshop for the production of orders
and medals, where 3,000 memorial medals were
ordered. Also 3,000 decrees and order books
were ordered from the Gotse Delchev printing
house, which were to be
bound in leather. Dimche
Todorovski received
10,000 dinars for the
final design of the Ilinden
memorial medal.

With the adoption
of the Statute of the

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and materials of which it is made, as well as
the manner of its wearing, were more closely
regulated.

“The Ilinden memorial medal is on a square
base with a diamension of 60 mm. The underlying
surface is made of gilded nickel in the form of
radial rays, which reach the outer edge of the
memorial and are serrated. A circle with a diameter
of 60 mm is fromed on this surface by two laurel
branches, which are connested at the bottom.
Below the circle emerge seven radial rays that go to
the corners of the subject surface. In the circle there
is a silver plated nickel relief of Ilinden fighters
in combat gear and with rifles in their hands. In
the middle of the memorial medal there is a relief
of a fighter from the Ilinden Uprising with two
ammunition belts, one of which extends from the
left shoulder over the chest, and the other around
the belt and a pike, holding in his right hand the flag
of the uprising, which covers the upper part of the
inscribed circle. On the lower part of the inscribed
circle, where laurel branches are connected, there is
an inscription: “Umuamnen (Ilinden) 1903

The central figure and the inscription “Ilinden
1903 are made of pure silver. The face of the
monument is convex. The memorial medal is worn
without ribbon.”

Wearing it is regulated by Article 4: “Persons
who have been awarded the Ilinden Memorial
medal can wear the Memorial at any time. The
Ilinden memorial medal is worn on the left side of
the chest, i.e. in the middle of the upper left pocket.

If the wearer has been awarded the badge of
the Union of Fighters of the NLW or a badge of
any other social organisation, the [linden Memorial
medal is worn abovethose badges (Ciyx0eH
1951).

Again, ideologically, these two Ilindens’
merge. It will be the same with the awards of the
memorials, they will almost always be presented
together with an approximate number of orders and
medals for participation in the NLW.

On 20 July, 1951, the first list of 1,700 recipients
was adopted, which, despite the provision of
the Statute of the Ilinden memorial, was never
published in an official Gazette, thus formally and
legally it has no legal effect.

The decree states: “In order to commemorate
the historical unity and completeness of the
national revolutionary struggles of the Macedonian

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people in the past against Turkish slavery with their
heroic struggles in the people’s revolution against
the German, Bulgarian and Italian occupiers and
domestic traitors, organised and managed by the
famous KPJ (Communist Party of Yugoslavia)
and comrade Tito whose tenth anniversary is
celebrated this year...”. Following are the names of
1664 Ilinden fighters.

The decree did not mention the 50th anniversary
of the Ilinden Uprising, but only their inclusion in
the tenth anniversary of the 1941 uprising. The
Ilinden memorial medal were presented at various
celebrations of the tenth anniversary of the “first
gun shot”, the beginning of the popular uprising,
11 October, organised by the NLW fighters’ union.

In the following year, 1952, 398 were awarded
and, in 1953, another 242. So a total of 2034 were
awarded. This figure is the sum of all the lists, but
it is not relevant, because a significant number of
the awarded memorial medals in 1951 were not
handed out, so they were, under the same number,
awarded to others in subsequent years (Tormy3ocku
2023, 139-142).

The memorial medal has an identification
number that is also written on the order book. The
Ilinden monument is not part of the federal system
of decorations, but a republican decoration.

DECORATIONS IN INDEPENDENT
MACEDONIA

The disintegration of Yugoslavia practically
began with the decisions for independence of
Slovenia and Croatia on 25 June, 1991. At that
time, Macedonia was trying to save Yugoslavia
with the Gligorov-Izetbegovic plan signed
just two weeks before. This unwillingness to
become fully independent and boldly build one’s
own state is also seen through the process of
introducing decorations.

The Republic of Croatia created its first
decorations on 10 January, 1992 (Narodne 1992),
with four orders and two medals. By June, the
system had already been, completed with as many
as 22 orders and one memorial for the Patriotic
War. The system was fully functional with the law
of 10 March 1994 (Narodne 1995). The Republic of
Slovenia adopted the first award on 13 May, 1992
(Uradni 1992). The honorary sign of freedom of
the Republic of Slovenia was awarded for the first
time on 24 June 1992. Later, the other decorations

were introduced on 19 April 2004 (Uradni 2004),
four orders and three medals.

The Republic of Macedonia introduced
decorations with the Law on Decorations and
Recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia of 12
September, 1995 (Cmyxoen 1995). It provided for
six orders, four medals and a charter and a plaque:

* Order of the Republic — in one degree.

* Order of Ilinden “1903-1944 -
degree.

* Order “September Eight”: (1) with ribbon
and (2) with necklace.

e Order of Merit for the Republic of
Macedonia: (1) with a golden wreath, (2) with a
silver wreath and (3) with a bronze wreath.

* Order of Military Merit: (1) with a golden
shield, (2) with a silver shield and (3) with a
bronze shield.

* Order of Bravery: (1) with golden rays, (2)
with silver rays and (3) with bronze rays.

* Medal for Merit for the Republic of
Macedonia

* Medal for Military Merit

* Medal for Bravery

» Medal of Bravery with Oak Wreath.

The highest order is the Order of the Republic
in only one degree, which is awarded to the most
outstanding persons for long-term work and for
special merits for the development of the
Republic of Macedonia’s sovereignty,
independence and territorial integrity, as
well as for an exceptional contribution to its
international recognition, establishment,
developing and strengthening the peaceful
cooperation and friendly relations
between the Republic of Macedonia and
other countries, and for strengthening its
international position and reputation.

The Order of the Republic is awarded
to heads of state and government as well
as to other prominent foreign persons
for outstanding merits for the establishment,
development and strengthening of friendly
relations and peaceful, equal cooperation between
the Republic of Macedonia and other countries
(Fig. 5).

The “Ilinden 1903-1944” order is awarded to
distinguished persons for extraordinary merits
in the struggles for national and social liberation
in the National Liberation War and the victory

strengthening of the armed forces and the defence
capability of the Republic of Macedonia and
for the management and command of military
units or institutions that contribute to their
training for a successful and efficient defence
of the independence and territorial integrity of
the Republic; to leaders of military units and of
military institutions who, with their example and
skill in managing the unit, i.e. the institution,
creating conditions for achieving exceptionally
good successes or who are distinguished by
officer and soldier qualities that serve as an
example to other officers and to soldiers, as
well as civilians in service in the armed forces
of the Republic of Macedonia for achieving
special results of importance for the defence
of the Republic, of military units and military
establishments for many years of successful
operation and achieving special results in the
development and strengthening of the armed
forces of the Republic Macedonia (Fig. 8).

The Order of Military Merit can also be
awarded to military
units  continuing  the
traditions of the military
units of the Macedonian
National Liberation War,
as well as to members of
foreign armed forces for

The Order for Bravery
is awarded to members of
the Armed Forces of the
Republic of Macedonia,
the Ministry of Internal
Affairs (MIA) and other persons for special
personal courage and self-sacrifice in the defence
of the independence and territorial integrity of
the Republic of Macedonia, in the protection
of its constitutional order, in the prevention of
disturbances of public order and peace on a larger
scale, or in saving human lives or material goods in
extremely dangerous situations (Fig. 9).

The Medal of Merit is awarded for the results
achieved in the performance of entrusted tasks,
which contribute to the diverse development
of the Republic of Macedonia, as well as to the
development of friendly relations between the
Republic of Macedonia and other countries (Fig.
10).

The medal for military merit
is awarded to military officers
and soldiers who successfully
perform the assigned tasks or
who are distinguished by elder,
that is, soldier qualities that
serve as an example to other
elders and soldiers.

The medal for military merit
is also awarded to civilians in
the service of the Army of the
Republic of Macedonia (ARM)
for the successful performance
of tasks and obligations of
interest to the defence of the
country (Fig. 11).

The medal for bravery is
awarded to members of the armed forces of the
Republic of Macedonia, the Ministry of Internal
Affairs and other persons for demonstrated personal
courage and self-sacrifice in the defene of the
territorial integrity of the Republic of Macedonia,
or in saving human lives or material goods in

Charter of the Republic of Macedonia and

The Charter of the Republic of Macedonia is
awarded to citizens of the Republic of Macedonia
and to citizens of other countries, to legal entities
and to international institutions and organisations
for a special contribution to the development of
the Republic of Macedonia, for special merits in
the development and promotion of international
relations and the cooperation of the Republic of
Macedonia and other countries and international
institutions and organisations and the strengthening
of its international position and reputation.

The plaque of the Republic of Macedonia is
awarded to individuals, organisations, associations,
cultural, sports and other societies for successfully
organising and presenting the achievements of the
respective area in the country and abroad.

In order for the law to function correctly, it is
necessary to pass decrees concerning the design
and production of these orders and medals, to
find and authorise a manufacturer of the orders
and medals, to establish a Commission for
decorations, as well as to establish Chancery of
orders, all things that have never been done. Thus,
the Republic of Macedonia remained without
decorations for 14 years after independence and
behind Slovenia and Croatia, which immediately
introduced decorations. This shows carelessness,
or misunderstanding of the importance of these
state symbols.

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In that vacuum, in 2000,
on the occasion of 2000 years
of Christianity, the Ministry
of Diaspora awarded medals:
“SS Cyril and Methodius”,
“St Apostle Paul”, “St Jovan
Kukuzel” and a plaque
“Justiniana Prima” (Fig. 14).
This practice was stopped
because the Constitution
stipulates  that  awarding
decorations and awards falls
under the authority of the
President of the Republic of
Macedonia (Jonockm 2015,
320).

With the Law on deco-
rations and recognitions of
the Republic of Macedonia
of 2002, five orders and two
medals, all in one degree, and
the Charter of the Republic of Macedonia were
established (Ciy>x6en 2002). The President of the
Republic of Macedonia, Branko Crvenkovski, on
18 October, 2004 appointed the first Commission
for Decorations and Recognitions, headed
by Academician Cvetan Grozdanov and 10
members. Immediately afterwards, in November
2004, a public contest for design of decorations
was announced, to which 243 proposals were
entered. The commission for the evaluation of
the proposals, chaired by academician Tome
Serafimovski, chose the final design of the awards
(Cyx06en 2005).

In March 2005, the contractor was chosen
- the GSG Ekskluziv mint from Skopje. The
accompanying elements (boxes, small and large
ribbons, directive charters, diploma tube , as
well as manufacturing techniques and materials)
were the work of Aleksandar Cvetkovski and
Robert Mitevski (Fig. 15). In the organisation of
the Cabinet of the President of the Republic and
the Commission for Decorations, a promotion
was held in the Parliament of the Republic of
Macedonia on April 22, 2005 (MuteBcku 2013).

In 2012, the Law was amended and three more
medals were added (Ciryx06en 2012). While in 2016
the law was supplemented by another order (Ciyx-
oen 2016). Thus, decorations of the Republic of
Macedonia according to the law on decorations and

The Order of the Republic of Macedonia is worn
on a long ribbon around the shoulder that has a
double rosette at the end, where the star of the order
is applied, while the insignia of the order is worn
around the neck on a chain. The orders of September
8, llinden 1903 and for merits for the Republic of
Macedonia are of the breast star type and do not
have a ribbon. They are attached to the garment
with a pin. The Order of Military Merit is worn on
a ribbon around the neck. Merit and bravery medals
are worn on a triangular ribbon measuring 40 mm.

On the reverse of the orders and medals are
stamped the serial number and an appropriate mark
for the purity of the metal from which it is made,
as well as the manufacturer’s mark. The boxes for
these awards are made
of dark brown calfskin,
measuring 12 cm by 16
cm and 3.5 cm deep (Fig.
15). The name of the order
or medal is embossed in
gild on the boxes. All
decorations have a small
decoration  ribbon  of
moiré silk, in variations
of red, yellow and white,
measuring 35 mm by

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and decorations of the
Republic of Macedonia are signs of recognition,
personally awarded by the President of the
Republic of Macedonia for work and deeds that
deserve general recognition. Decorations are
awarded by decree, and recognition is awarded
by a decision of the President of the Republic of
Macedonia. The award can be made by someone
else, such as the Prime Minister or an ambassador
(Meronoioruja 2006).

The orders and decorations of the Republic of
Macedonia are awarded to individuals, citizens of
the Republic of Macedonia, as well as to units and
institutions of the Armed Forces of the Republic
of Macedonia and members of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs. Likewise, the decorations and
recognitions of the Republic of Macedonia can
be awarded to citizens, as well as to foreign and
international organisations. They may also be
awarded posthumously.

Decorations can have miniatures,
made with reduced dimensions. The
law provides for miniatures, which
the recipient has to order at his own
expense, but so far only one has been
given for Hungarian Prime Minister
Viktor Orban’s, the miniature of the
“September 8” order, paid by the
state (Fig. 17).

Members
of the armed forces of the military and the
police may wear all the decorations with which
they have been decorated or, depending on
the occasion, miniatures on their ceremonial
uniforms on ceremonial occasions. Decorations
are not worn simultaneously in their original
form and in miniature except those decorations
worn on a collar or with a ribbon or star. In that
case, the miniature and the collar, that is, the
ribbon of the decoration, which is always worn
with the star of the order, can be worn (I'ajnos
2007). If someone is the holder of several orders,
they are worn according to their seniority.

ORDER OF THE REPUBLIC OF
MACEDONIA

The Order of the Republic of Macedonia is the
highest decoration and the only order that consists
of an order collar and an order star. The idea
followed by the author Sasho Bajraktarov was to
make something unique in which the abundance of
symbols present in Macedonia will be presented.
The basic idea, which is mirrored in the star of the
order and in the medallion
of the order’s collar, is the
representation of a sun disc
(JIyrero 2005).

The medallion with a
diameter of 57 mm is radially
divided into three segments.
In the central part there is a
red enamelled circle with a
radius of 9 mm surrounded
by a white enamelled ring
with a width of Imm. The
second segment is 32 mm
in diameter with a stylised
floral braid with quadruple
symmetry on a gold surface
in a shallow relief.

The third segment is the
most luxurious, and is a 12
mm wide ring that is edged
on both sides with a 3 mm
rim in rhodium plating.
The outer rim is decorated

mm. In this segment there is a braid
encrusted with white hot enamel.
The medallion is 1.7 mm thick and
weighs 51 g (Fig. 18).

The medallion of the order collar
is connected to the collar itself via
a stylized knot link in the form of a
stylised angel with a pair of wings,
with a ruby inset in the middle. The
link weighs 6 grams.

The collar consists of a
combination of 39 links of two
types: 20 of a links representing a
stylised tobacco leaf on which the
Macedonian national flag is applied,
made with red hot enamel, and 19
links in a circular shape that surround
the lychnidos coin with Macedonian shield with a
seven-legged triscale; each shield has seven rubies
with a dimension of 1.25 mm. The total length of
the collar is 800 mm and it weighs 131 g. The total
weight is 280 g. It is made of 18 carat gold with 320
brilliant and ruby gemstones.

The star of the order is identical to the medallion,
but 30 rays are separated from the circular disc,
and on each ray there is one cabochon ruby with
a dimension of 2.7 mm, which is associated with
poppy seeds. The overall dimension is 91 mm,
with a thickness of 2.3 mm and weighs 101 grams.
The Star of the Order is worn on a red ribbon 105
mm wide, which has two yellow lines at the ends
and is made of moir¢ silk. The ribbon has a total
length of 188 centimetres. At the end of the ribbon
there is an applied red double rosette measuring 20
by 20 centimetres, where the star of the order is
applied (Fig. 19). The badge of the order is worn
around the neck on a collar.

The box in which the order is awarded is
made of dark brown calfskin, with dimensions
of 25 by 45 cm and a depth of 6 cm. “Order of
the Republic of Macedonia” is printed on it with
gold printing. The diploma tube in which the
decree is awarded is also made of leather, but
with a light brown color. On it, the ,,Opaen Ha
Peny6nuka Makenonuja (Order of the Republic
of Macedonia)*“ is stamped in gold and has
dimensions of 8.5 cm by 38 cm.

The charter for awarding the highest state
order has dimensions of 32 by 45 cm. It is made

The initial idea of the designer to get a unique
work succeeded, thus moving this order away from
European traditions and bringing it closer to oriental
ideas about the appearance of decorations.

The Order of the Republic
of Macedonia was first
awarded on 29 July, 2005 and
presented on 7 September
2005, to the first president of
the Republic of Macedonia,
Kiro Gligorov,
posthumously to the second
president of the Republic of
Macedonia, the tragically
deceased Boris Trajkovski, handed to his widow,
Vilma Trajkovska (Fig. 21). Total of 8 Orders of
the Republic of Macedonia were awarded.

THE ORDER 8 SEPTEMBER

The order “September 8 consists only of the
star of the order, which is an eight-pointed silver
star on which there is a circular disc crowned with
a gilded laurel wreath. On the circular disc there
is a gilded map of the Republic of Macedonia,
with text in the middle: “8 Septemvri, 1991,
in Cyrillic and Latin letters. The dimensions
of the star are 81 mm, and the disc 40 mm and
thickness of 3.5 mm.; it is made of 98 grams of
silver with a purity of 925 ppm and 24 carat gold
plating; The star of the order is worn with a clasp
applied to the back of the star (Fig. 22).

The designers of this order are Kostadin
Tanchev — Dinkata and Vladimir Borojevic.

The Order of “September
8” was first awarded on 17
November, 2006, to Robert
Badinter of France (Fig. 23).
He is the first foreigner to
be awarded a Macedonian
decoration. The order was
presented to him on 23 October, 2007, in Paris by
the President of the Republic of Macedonia, Branko
Crvenkovski, at a ceremony in the Macedonian
Embassy. A total of 20 orders were awarded.

ORDER OF ILINDEN - 1903

The “Ilinden - 1903 order is an order star, a
redesign of the “Ilinden memorial medal” from
1951 (fig. 24). Dimce Todorovski’s original
design was reworked by Kostadin Tanchev —
Dinkata and Vladimir Borojevic, who based the
redesign on their order “September 8.

The insignia represents a four-
pointed silver star on which a
gilded disc is applied, crowned
with a gilded wreath. The disc
shows a fighter with a flag, and
in the background are stylised
figures of other fighters, and
below them the text: “WJIMH-

ORDER OF MERIT FOR MACEDONIA

The order has the shape of an eight-pointed
star with dimensions of 65 mm. Above it is
applied a central eight-pointed star with a
diameter of 44 mm, which rests on a wreath of
oak leaves and poppy, in the middle of which is
a floral wreath with an outer diameter of 38 mm,
in the middle of that is a circular representation
of the national flag of the Republic of Macedonia
with a diameter of 12 mm. Each of the arms of
the outer star is inset with a 3 mm ruby.

The order is made of 57 grams of silver with
a purity of 925 ppm and 24 carat gold plating
and a thickness of 4 mm (Fig. 26).

The technical
drawing of the author’s initial sketch and the final
vector drawing was done by Jovan Ionovski.

The Order of Merit
for Macedonia is the
most awarded order
in the Republic of
Macedonia. The Order
of Merit for Macedonia
was first presented on 16
December, 2006, at the
Faculty of Philosophy at
the University “SS Cyril
and Methodius - Skopje
(Fig 27). A total of 65
orders were awarded.

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ORDER OF MILITARY MERIT

The Order of Military Merit is an eight-
pointed cross like star of slight divergence with
a circular disc in the middle. It has the shape of
an eight-pointed star with dimensions of 66 mm
and a thickness of 3 mm, made of 55 grams of
silver with a purity of 925 ppm with 24 carat
gold plating and hot enamel surfaces.

The arms of the star merge into a central disc
with a diameter of 12 mm, in which a circular
stylised form of the flag of the Republic of
Macedonia is applied, and around it is written the
motto - “3a tatkoBuHata (For the motherland)”
in gilded letters. The arms of the star are in warm
red enamel. A silver wreath of oak branches is
intertwined around the arms of the star. The
insignia is attached to a link on which there are
two crossed swords, and above them are gilded
oak leaves (Fig. 28).

This order is the
Macedonian decoration that is
worn on a ribbon around the neck.

The author of the Order of
Military Merit is Darko Fidanoski.

Order of Military Merit is
awarded:

- to members of the security
Republic  of
Macedonia, to military officers
for extraordinary successes in
organising and commanding the
armed forces during war and
peace; in the construction and
strengthening of the defence capability of the
Republic of Macedonia; in the command and
management of the security forces and military
units or institutions for actions that contribute
to the successful and efficient defence of the
independence, security and territorial integrity
of the Republic;

- for special courage or special merits of
policemen, soldiers, officers, police units
and military units, headquarters, commands
and institutions, who with their example and
skill in managing the unit, i.e. the institution,
create conditions for achieving exceptionally
good successes or are they are distinguished by
officers, police and soldier qualities that serve as
an example to other elders and soldiers, as well
as to civilians serving in the armed forces of the

The Order of Military Merit was first presented
on 18 August, 2005, on the occasion of the ARM
Day, to the “Wolves” unit, which is the first award
presented to the Republic of Macedonia. A total of
30 orders were awarded.

ORDER OF SAINT MOTHER TERESA

With a 2016 amendment to the Law on
Decorations and Recognitions of the Republic of
Macedonia (Cyx6er 2016), the Order of Saint
Mother Teresa was introduced.

The order is designed to function like other state
awards, which are awarded by a special commission
appointed by the Assembly of the Republic of
Macedonia with seven members, namely:

* The Minister of Foreign Affairs;

» A representative of the Catholic Church,
at the proposal of the Catholic Church in the
Republic of Macedonia;

» Two citizens of the Republic of Macedonia
with high authority in the areas for which this
order is awarded, one each at the proposal of the
President of the Republic of Macedonia and the
Macedonian Academy of Sciences and Arts;

* Three members, citizens of foreign countries
with high authority in the areas for which this
order is awarded, at the proposal of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs.

With that, neither the President nor the awards
commission has a say in the awards, which is
contrary to the Law and the Constitution.

The Order of Saint Mother Teresa is awarded
to persons for special achievements in spreading
humanity, charity, tolerance and coexistence who
make a humane contribution by helping the sick,
the hungry, the orphaned, the abandoned, the
people rejected by society, the disadvantaged,
the poor, the oppressed, the homeless , refugees,

The order is awarded in five ranks, depending
on the scope, effect, influence and level of
achievement in the areas and levels.

The appearance of the order has not yet been
determined and the order is not awarded.

MEDAL FOR MERIT FOR MACEDONIA

The Medal for Merit for Macedonia has a basic
circular shape with dimensions of 40mm, and an
oak branch emerges from the left side of the medal’s
dimensions. In the central part, the contours of the
borders of the Republic of Macedonia are shown,
with the inscription “Pemy0Oiivka MakenoHuja
(Republic of Macedonia)” below the map. It is 2.5
mm thick and made of bronze (tombak) weighing
34 grams, with 24 carat gold plating (Fig. 29).

The designer of the Medal of Merit for
Macedonia is Milkica Stefanovska.

The medal is awarded to private and legal
entities for results that contribute
to significant development and
affirmation of the Republic of
Macedonia in all areas of life and
work, as well as for developing
friendly between the
Republic of Macedonia and other
countries, international  bodies,
organisations or associations.

It was awarded for the first time
on 16 August, 2007, on the occasion
of the 40th anniversary of the Inter-
national Seminar on Macedonian
Language, Literature and Culture, to
six foreign academics Macedonist. A total of 184
medals were awarded.

MEDAL OF BRAVERY

The medal for bravery is in the form of a four-
pointed star with dimensions of 55 mm. In the
centre is applied a whiteenamelled circle of a width
of 6 mm, in which the text: “3A XPABPOCT
(FOR BRAVERY)” is written in raised golden
letters. Behind the four-pointed star there are two
crossed swords, and in the field of the star there are
eight arms, which unite in the centre of the medal
(Fig. 30).

The Medal of Courage was first
awarded on December 21, 2011
to Sami Nuredini for exceptional
courage and sacrifice in saving
human life in difficult and dangerous
conditions from the flooded waters
of the Vardar River.

On the same occasion, Lieutenant-Colonel Orce
Jordev, Major Dragancho Vojneski, Major Dimche
Velkov, Senior Sergeant Stojce Stoilov, Senior
Sergeant Zoran Ristov and Sergeant Zoran Trajkov
were also honoured for exceptional courage and
sacrifice in the performance of assigned tasks in

extremely difficult and
dangerous conditions in the
action to extract the dead
miner from the “Buchim”
mine (Fig. 31)

In a situation of
unfinished processes for
defining the appearance
and design of military
medals, the Medal of
Bravery has been awarded

three times en masse to fallen members of the
armed forces posthumously. A total of 10 medals
were awarded.

MEDAL OF HONOUR

The Medal of Honour is awarded to
members of the security forces of the
Republic of Macedonia for achievements
in the management and command of the
security forces, where they contributed to the
development, reputation and advancement
in the performance of the obligations and
tasks arising from the service.

The appearance of the medal has not
been determined, and thus it has not yet
been produced or awarded. After three

The Eternal Sun medal is awarded to:
a member of the security forces who lost
his life, suffered severe bodily injuries or
damage to his health while defending the
independence and territorial integrity of
the Republic of Macedonia, participating
in training activities and training and in
humanitarian or peacekeeping operations
abroad from the territory of the Republic
of Macedonia, as well as duties in
multinational military forces formed in
accordance with the ratified international
agreements concluded or acceded to by
the Republic of Macedonia.

The design of the medal has not been
determined, and thus it has not been
produced nor awarded (Fig. 33).

MEDAL FOR PARTICIPATION
IN HUMANITARIAN OR PEACE
OPERATIONS

The medal for participation in humanitarian
or peace operations outside the territory of the
Republic of Macedonia, on which the name of the
operation and the number of the participation are
presented, is awarded to: members of the security
forces of the Republic of Macedonia, as well as
citizens of the Republic of Macedonia engaged
in activities in humanitarian or peacekeeping
operations outside the territory of the Republic of
Macedonia.

The medal is awarded for any participation in
humanitarian or peacekeeping operations outside
the territory of the Republic of Macedonia, namely:

- first participation, medal with clean ribbon,

- second participation, medal with a bronze star
in the middle of the ribbon,

- third participation, medal with a bronze star

- fifth participation, medal with a silver star and

The design of the medal is determined
only in 2023 when the design proposal of
Kosta Stamatoski from the competition of
2014 was chosen.

The medal has a round shape with a
diameter of 35 mm and a thickness of 2.5
mm, made of 14 grams of zinc with gold
plating. From the upper right comer to the
lower left comer rises an element in the form
of a stylized star with rounded tips measuring 32
mm. In the middle of the medal stands a stylised
representation of a globe with dimensions of 18.8
mm with shown meridians and parallels, and on the
right side of the medal stands a stylised branch (fig.
34).

The medal was awarded only on 15 Aug.2023
to 13 people.

CHARTER OF THE REPUBLIC OF
MACEDONIA

The Charter of the Republic of Macedonia
is the only recognition®* of the Republic of
Macedonia. It is a printed on parchment paper
hard bound in a leather folder. In the central part
there is an ornament where in the middle of a red
field there is a stylized golden letter M, and below
it in stylized Old Slavic letters it reads “IToBen6a
Ha  Penybmuka ~— Makenonuja
(Charter of the Republic of
Macedonia”. The name of the
bearer and the merits for which
it was awarded are written in the
lower part. The charter is signed
by the president, and instead of
a seal, on a red disk on a red-
yellow printed ribbon, in gold is
the coat of arms of the Republic
of Macedonia, around which in
white letters is written “PemyOmmka
Makenonunja Ilpercematen Ha
Peny6imnka Makenonuja (Republic
of Macedonia President of the
Republic of Macedonia)”. The coat
of arms and text in gold appear in
the header of the charter (Fig. 35).

- citizens of the Republic of Macedonia
and citizens of other countries, legal entities and
international institutions and organisations for
special contribution to the development of the
Republic of Macedonia, for special merits in
the development and promotion of international
relations and the cooperation of the Republic of
Macedonia with other countries and international
institutions and organisations and the strengthening
of its international position and reputation and

- individuals, organisations and associations, as
well as cultural, sports and other associations for
the successful organisation and presentation of the
achievements of the relevant field in the country
and abroad.

The first award was made on 7 October,
2008 to Wilhelm Nausner, representative of the
Evangelical-Methodist Church in the Republic of
Macedonia. A total of 63 charters awarded.

COMMISSION FOR HONOURS AND
RECOGNITIONS OF THE PRESIDENT
OF THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

In accordance with his constitutional powers
and authorities, the President awards decorations
and recognitions in accordance with the law. For
this purpose, a Commission for Decorations and
Recognitions of the President of the Republic
of Macedonia (hereinafter referred to as the
Commission) has been established, which is
a permanent working body of the President
of the Republic of Macedonia, composed of
a president and members appointed by the
President from among distinguished individuals
and representatives from appropriate state bodies
and organisations, associations, etc (Fig. 36). The
original idea is for committee members to nominate
individuals and organisations from their domain to
be honoured.

The recommendations for awarding decorations
and recognitions are submitted to the Commission.
The commission then reviews the submitted
recommendations at a formal meeting and, based on
expert analysis, establishes its opinion on the merits
of the requests contained in the recommendations.
The Commission then submits proposals to the
President for awarding appropriate decorations or
recognitions (Komucuja 3a ouKyBame).

commission at the request of the President of the
Republic of Macedonia or at least three commission
members. The office of the President of the Republic
of Macedonia carries out the professional, analytical,
informative-documentation and organisational work
for the needs of the Commission in these ways:

- organises the performance of the Commission’s
administrative work;

- performs work related to the preparation of the
Commission’s sessions;

- takes care of delivering materials to the
members of the Commission;

- prepares minutes from the sessions of the
Commission;

- executes the conclusions of the Commission;

- prepares reports from the session of the
Commission;

- prepares an overview of proposals for awards
and recognitions;

- organises admission of interested parties.

The Cabinet plays some kind of rudimentary
role that should be played by the chancery of orders.
The public procurement department of the cabinet is
in charge of the aforementioned works.

According to the Methodology, the
recommendations for awarding decorations and
recognitions are submitted with appropriate
forms established to the Commission. In the
recommendations, the merits of the legal and private
entities proposed for the award should be given
more comprehensively. The recommendation can
propose the type of decoration, but the Commission
may propose another decoration.

recommendations within three
months from the day of their
submission. The Commission
informs the petitioner of
its position regarding the
recommendations. This is
not in accordance with the
Rules of Procedure and the
real situation, as in reality the
committee does not meet four
times a year (Fig. 37).

A decorated person can
be proposed for a new decoration if there are new
merits. No one has been awarded two decorations
for personal merit. Handball player Kire Lazar
and basketball player Vrbica Stefanov received
two Medals for Merit, the first time personally,
the second time as part of team Medals of Merit
awarded to the Macedonian handball and basketball
national teams for success. Handball players
Stojanche Stoilov and Petre Angelov have won two
team medals each. The Turkish Theater in Skopje
has received the Order of Merit for the People and
the Charter of the Republic of Macedonia.

According to the Methodology, a foreign
person may be nominated for an award if: by his
work, he has made a special contribution to the
development of friendly relations and cooperation
between the Republic of Macedonia and a foreign
country, or between the Republic of Macedonia
and an international organisation; or acted in a
manner of particular importance for the Republic
of Macedonia, as a rule if the merits were acquired
in four years, or 10 years for a legal entity.

A foreign person - an expatriate from the Repu-
blic of Macedonia can be proposed for a decoration
for a special contribution in maintaining the
connections of expatriates with the homeland, for
contribution to the development and advancement
between the country in which he lives and the
Republic of Macedonia, and for the affirmation
of the politics and culture of the Republic of
Macedonia abroad. There were three public calls,
through Emigration Agency of the Republic of
Macedonia, in which the emigres were called to
propose themselves for orders and medals, which
out of all traditions and protocols. The proposals
were submitted to the Commission, but since no
relevant data could be found on the persons and

organizations proposed for awards, the final choice
rested with the Emigration Agency.

The head of a foreign diplomatic mission can
be nominated for a decoration before the end of his
mission to the Republic of Macedonia for making
a special contribution to the promotion of relations
and cooperation between his respective country
and the Republic of Macedonia, as a rule if he
spent at least one year on duty in the Republic of
Macedonia. It can also be distinguished within the
framework of interstate visits from/to his country.

According to the Methodology, during the
exchange of decorations within the framework
of interstate wvisits, the recommendation is
coordinated with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
the Government of the Republic of Macedonia,
the President of the Republic of Macedonia
and the appropriate authority of the foreign
state. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs submits
a recommendation to the Commission no later
than one month before the wvisit. Scholarships
are awarded on the principle of reciprocity. For
honouring military personnel in the composition of
the foreign country’s delegation, it is determined in
an agreement with the Minister of Defence.

Military personnel of foreign countries can
be nominated for decorations and recognitions of
the Republic of Macedonia for merits, especially
for contribution to the strengthening of the armed
forces and defence readiness of the Republic
of Macedonia and for merits in humanitarian
actions and actions of international solidarity.
Military personnel, military units and military
establishments of foreign countries are usually
awarded decorations for military merit. In practice,
these issues are resolved directly between the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the
Cabinet.

The decoration commission, which has an
advisory role, is appointed personally by the
President and it is one of the two commissions
under the Cabinet of the President of the Republic
of Macedonia. The role of the Commission is to
review the received requests and propose to the
President which persons to honor and recommend.
The commission is elected by people from
different profiles and positions in order to cover as
many social segments as possible. The commission
meets twice a year on average.

In practice, most of the time, the Commission
considers only the ordinary proposals received,
while the President, as fons honorum, does not
inform the Commission about the more prominent
decorations. The same happens with the awards to
foreign statesmen during interstate visits. Also ofo
other group awards of the Macedonian national
teams, or the fallen defenders.

It often happens that subjects or organisations
propose themselves for the award, that is, the
president of the organisation or vice versa. Such
initiatives are immediately rejected.

The members of the commission on their own
initiative have proposed only a few for decoration.

Furthermore, there is no Chancery for orders,
but the technical work is carried out by employees
of the Cabinet as an addition to their already busy
daily responsibilities.

Macedonia or a domestic organisation - as a rule,
are presented by officials of the Government of the
Republic of Macedonia, the body of the local self-
government, the body of the relevant organisation
or military elders of appropriate rank.

If the decoration or recognition of a foreign
person is presented abroad, the procedure is carried
out according to the regulations of that country, and
if the decoration or recognition is presented in the
premises of a diplomatic or consular representation
of the Republic of Macedonia, the presentation
will be carried out in a manner appropriate to
the presentation in the country. As a rule, the
decorations and awards are presented by the head
of the diplomatic or consular representation of the
Republic of Macedonia in that country.

Before the presentation of
the award or recognition, the
decree from the President of the
Republic of Macedonia is read.
The decoration is held by member
of honour gard ((Fig. 40)

If the award or recognition
cannot be presented within six
months from the passing of
the decree or the decision of
the President of the Republic
of Macedonia and there is no
possibility (due to absence,
unknown residence) to be
presented even within the next six
months, the same together with the documentation
shall be returned immediately to the Commission;
the same happens in case the person refuses to
receive the awarded decoration.

An individual or organisation that loses a
decoration or recognition can request a duplicate
from the Commission for Decorations and
Recognitions, at its own expense (Methodology)

In reality, the president of the Republic of
Macedonia hands out the decorations, usually in
the ceremonial hall of “Villa Vodno” where the
office of the president is located (Fig. 41) and on
the plateau in front of the villa, when it comes to a
large number of awards. The decorations are also
awarded in the summer residence of the President
“Vila Biljana” in Ohrid. So far, mass awards have
been given in the lobby of the Macedonian Opera
and Ballet and the Club of Deputies. And the Prime

Unfortunately, the decrees on decorations do
not have the serial number of the decorations, and
no record is kept of who owns specific insignia.

ANALYSIS

The Macedonian award system is quite
restrictive. It is a consequence of the fact that
the Republic of Macedonia has five orders and
only two functional medals. Orders consist of
only a single rank, which further complicates the
situation. The Order of Macedonia is awarded
to former presidents and the highest institutions,
thus setting its level unattainable for the ordinary
citizen, regardless of the size of his achievements.

The second order in seniority, “September
87, is awarded to foreign statesmen, so it is also
unattainable for ordinary citizens. The third
order, “Ilinden - 1903 was awarded only once
and that to a state institution. Thus, there is only
one order left for the citizens, the “Order of
Merit”. The fifth order is for military merits and
thus unavailable to ordinary citizens.

In the first 10 years of the existence of the
decoration system, only 10 citizens of the
Republic of Macedonia were decorated with the
Order of Merit,for civil merits, which is 0.0065%
and is by far the most restrictive practice in
Europe and beyond. The lack of ranks also
makes the Order of Merit restrictive. Of the 33
awarded orders of merit, only 16 were awarded
to individuals, four of them posthumously and
two to foreigners.

Of the medals, there is only one for civil merit
- the Medal of Merit. With the adoption of the new
three medals, the situation has not changed at all, as
all three are for military merit. The Medal of Merit

organisations with 4.5%. The rest
are 3.2% domestic organisations and
3.1% foreign statesmen and 1.3%
domestic statesmen. Then 0.9% are
foreign military organisations and
units and 0.4% are foreign military
personnel (Fig. 43).

In 19 years, only 191 domestic
civilians have been decorated,
which is 0.01 per thousand of
the population. Which means, on
average, domestic civilians are
awarded 10 decorations or 0.005 per
thousand of the population. Similar
number to military personnel. In
SFRY, 2% of the population was
decorated annually, that is, on
average, about 25,000 decorations
per year, or approximately one
decoration per 900 citizens per year,
or 0.11% of the population. For its
existence, from 1944 to 1992, about
one and a half million decorations
were awarded.

In the United Kingdom, on the
same population ratio, 73 honors
per year are awarded.

CONCLUSION

The Macedonian system of decorations
appeared for the first time in 1995 with the adoption
of the law, which was never implemented. The
next law from 2002, but its implementation was
only in August 2005, practically 14 years after
independence. Out of a total of 12 decorations:
six orders, five medals and one charter, until
2023, four are undefined, which is 33% of the
entire system, which is inadmissible. On the other
hand, an ordinary citizen, who is not a member of
the armed forces, and has not performed a heroic
deed, can only hope for the order and medal for
merits of the Republic of Macedonia. However,
the number of these two decorations, given to
citizens who are not sportsmen and musicians
and are not from the diaspora, is extremely small.
With that limitation, the entire reward system
loses its purpose: confirming socially desirable
actions and, also, encouraging those actions.
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BENIEWUKU - NOTES

1 Treaty of San Stefano was a treaty between the
Russian and Ottoman empires at the conclusion of
the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-1878. It was signed
at San Stefano, then a village west of Constantinople
(present-day Istanbul), on 3 March 1878. The treaty
provided for the establishment of an autonomous
Principality of Bulgaria with very large territory
that would include the entire Macedonia. Bulgarians
celebrate the day the treaty was signed, 3 March as
Liberation Day. However, it was superseded by the
other Great Powers, by Treaty of Berlin following the
Congress.

2 Ilinden (St. Elijah day) (celebrated on 2 August),
is a major religious holiday. It commemorates two
major events in the establishment of the statehood of
the country which took place on this date: (1) The
Ilinden Uprising of 1903 which was organized by

the Internal Macedonian Revolutionary Organization
against the Ottoman Empire, and during which a
short-lived Krusevo Republic was proclaimed, and
(2) The First Session of Antifascist Assembly of the
Peoples Liberation of Macedonia (ASNOM) of 1944,
during World War II, which laid the foundation of the
People’s/Socialist Republic of Macedonia.
