INTRODUCTION

Heraldry is much more than mere visual
symbol of the history a our family. Surpassing
the universal beauty of the recognizable, almost
instantly, it immediately begins to narate our
personal past comparing us to high moral ideals;
reminding us on the consciously chosen virtues
that we want to represent us, our family values
and the obligations of the armigers towards our
community. The covenant to honorably bear
certain colors, given to oneself, is the strongest
driver towards a noble life and at the same time
is an eternal reminder of the responsibility we
have to our past and the service in our future.
With morals consciously taught, we as armigers
become an example of a good life with values
of biblical proportions: the holiness through
true right action and courage in defending the
helpless. Only a decision to enjoy everyday life
with charity makes us true armiger.

THE NOBLENESS OF IDENTITY

The wax seal of blazonization in Macedonia
can be found in the Macedonian Heraldic Society
(MHS). Already two decades ennobling the
domestic culture by registering new burger coats
of arms, solving noble issues and researching
the Macedonian heraldic heritage. Upholding
the rules of the inheritable insignia painted on
a shield (“Xepammuka ) the society respects
the timeless principles of freedom to bear arms
(and translated for today’s modern: freedom
of speech, freedom of self-identification) and
property by inheritance. “Only the free are
entitled to have the right to a coat of arms, the
mechanism for giving and receiving a coat of
arms is within the competence of the heraldic
authorities. ...That is why the coat of arms
is a legal institution and the most important
sign for identification” (Jonovski 2014,
60).

UNITED UNDER THE BANNER

Until the beginning of 2024, the Macedonian
Heraldic Register contains seventy-six blazons,
among which the first registered coat of arms
is that of the Macedonian Heraldry Sociaty —
is recorded in 2004. Of these, fifty-three are
personal (JoroBckm, 2012), one is a joint coat of
arms of spouses, three are churches, six are coats
of arms of a position, seven are civic (Nacevski,
2019) and six are corporate (Fig. 1).

THE STABILITY OF THE SHIELD

Most used the ghotic shield as a base, two-
thirds (63% or 48 coats of arms) and second only
to the use of the Renaissance and Spanish shield,
both with 7 coats of arms. Third is the English

As for the color of the shield,
most are of one color, 42 to be exact; as opposed to
single-metal shields, which are 10. The remaining
shields are divided in a variety of ways: 13 of
them are mutually divided by color and metal;
while 11 are of color and another color (Fig. 2).

From the monocolor shields, Gules is most
frequent, nearly one third or 18 total. Followed
by Azure shields 12 in total, Sable 8, Argent 6, Or
5, Purple 2 and Vert 1 (Fig. 3).

Over these colors and metals, the Register
reveals a rich collection of heraldic figures—both
ordinaries and common. Of the ordinary most
frequent is the chevron, eleven times. The bend
1s found four times. The fess, chief and saltire
are found three
times each. The bent
sinister is repeated

— once and one pile.

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one is Argent. There are six fimbriated charges.
There are two bends and one saltire, chevron,
base and a book. Of them, four are fimbriated Or
and two Argent.

THE SUBTLETY OF DECORATION

Before proceeding to the ordinary charges, we
should like first to notice the repetition of three
heraldic figures each “on” and “wise” several
ordinaries. Specifically, on three bends we have
three crosses, three leaves and three flowers, and
on one bend we have three coins Argent; on two
chevrons we have fleur-de-lys and flowers; on
saltire there are five crosses bottonee; on bend
sinister there are wolf’s heads; on on a chief there
are rings and in three there are stars, a rice ear and
phaleras; on one fess there are bezants; and in a
base there are acorns.

Of the rest of the repetitions, the 2-1
repetitions are the most common. We have three
stars, three bees, three flowers in two places, three
horse heads and three suns which are arranged
2-1; we have three empty triangles placed 1-2;
six stars placed 3-3; and alternately we have an
arrangement of only one border, 4 flowers with 4
grapes alternatively.

THE COURAGE OF THE ORDINARY

The most recognizable motifs from the
Register are the common heraldic charges.
Or perhaps, more correctly, they are the most
memorable. Macedonian armigers are creative
in being able to freely express their affinities
by effectively combining heraldic symbolism,
while clearly expressing strong family attitudes.
Of course, the three heralds of the Macedonian
Heraldic Society (Chief Herald, Vardar Herald
and Erigonian Herald) are here to guide the
armigers truthfully through the process of
correctly defining each of the blazons, so that
those same blazons are faithful and worthy of
the bearer, and at the very end to be correctly
recorded in the Register; which in turn is the
overall picture of contemporary Macedonian
heraldry and its community, which grows
and changes with each passing year, while
witnessing and recording a small fragment of
Macedonian history.

WALKING IN PEACE

Belief in God is dominant. The Christian cross
occurs more than any other heraldic charge, and
is in the most varieties. Historically, (“Cross”)
medieval heralds were familiar with about twenty
types of cross as an artistic representation of
the symbol of Christ’s crucifixion; and later, in
Victorian heraldic books, many more than three
hundred variations can be seen—certainly due
to insufficient combinatorics from the cross as
an honorable heraldic figure and the shield as a
background for all crusaders from the Holy Land
campaigns. Since the cross plays a major and
irreplaceable role in the development of heraldry,
as Christianity spreads throughout the world, so
do the most creative solutions for representing

the Holy Cross. The register

cross of shepherd’s staves.

THE MACEDONIAN LION

The most famous heraldic beast and symbol
of chivalry is not only reserved for royal coats
of arms. The courage and strength that the lion
represents is shared by many armigers. Because
of this and because of the principle of originality
in heraldry and thus distinction between all shield
bearers, to have a lion in the blazon requires the
definition of three specific segments: the position
of the lion’s body, the placement of the lion’s
head and the type of the lion’s tail (JoHOBCKHM
2014, 88).

In Macedonia, the lion is the most present,
seeing, both according to the historical records
found and according to the current contemporary
creation. The king of all heraldic beasts has
retained continuity to the present day, appearing
in the Register of Arms twice as passant, same as

combatant, twice rampant and twice saliant, and
on one shield is represented with head only. An
lion rampant is crowned and a severed lion’s head
is also crowned. Noticing the heads again — two
are gardant, three are erised, two are (mutually)
regardant. All have a single tail. There are animals
on 21 shields. The lions are the most — on nine
arms, then horses on six, wolves on four, a dear
on one and a bee also on one. In total, we have
14 lions, 10 horses, 6 wolves, 3 bees and 1 deer
emblazoned (Fig. 4).

THE IMPERIAL EAGLE
As the lion is the king of the earth, so the
eagle is the king of the sky. This impressive bird
of prey was spread throughout

to the programs for the protection

of endemic species, there are 80-
100 pairs of imperial eagles in and around the
territory of Macedonia. And in the Register of
the Macedonian Heraldic Society there are only
three.

We find birds in 7 arms. Three of them have an
eagle, and one each has a stork, a dove, an Egyptian
vulture and an owl. The stork and the dove are
repeated twice in their respective blazons and in
both cases they are in a facing gardant (Fig. 5).

FANTASTIC BEASTS

Mythical creatures are also present in
significant numbers, on a total of 10 coats of
arms. A griffin, one of the attributed symbols of
Alexander the Great, is found in four coats of
arms, but it is shown five times. Hippocampus,
recognizable by the arms of the MHS, in three.
Pegasus at two and we have a dragon at one.

HERALDIC TREASURY

From celestial bodies we have a star in 7 arms,
sun in 6 and thunder in 1.

Humanoids have four armigers. There is an
angel on two shields (once a cherub and once in a

We find a floral elements in 29 coats of arms.
The most common plant is the branch, which is
found on 10 arms. The flower is at 5, the leaf is
at 4 and the tree is at 3. In two arms we can find a
fleur-de-lys and a vine, and in one - an ear of corn
and a clover.

Weapon have 11 on coats of arms. The
Macedonian heraldic arsenal includes: four coats
of arms where a sword, three coats of arms with
representations of a castle, two with a shield

symbol and one each with an arrow, an

There are three buildings. One church,
one aqueduct and one heraldic fountain.

Of objects we have 3 coats of arms
with a book, 2 with a flag, 2 with a key,
2 with a pen and 1 each with a club and a
lute; a total of 11 crests.

Maritime symbols have on 2
arms, one ship and one anchor.

From everything else, we are left with
the diverse, rich individuality of 10 arms. We
find a coat of arms each with a triskel, a sil-
ver coin, a heart, a gold coin, a Great Mother,
a woolpack, a phallera, an empty triangle, a
boot and the Chi-ro monogram (Fig. 6).

CONCLUSION

Our identity is painted on our shield.
Everyone can see who we are, who our fami-
ly is, and what our history is. What path have
we taken to get here, what are we striving
for and, most importantly, why are we bear-
ing that particular shield. Why not different?
What do we want to protect with it or what
do we want it to protect us from? Is it our
reminder of some personal commitment in
life, a bequest or maybe the blazon is nothing
more than just our reflection on the shield?
We can always find the answers through a
conversation with heraldry.
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
