»+MACEDONIA IN THE WORLD
OF HERALDRY*

The exhibition ‘“Macedonia in the World
of Heraldry” is the first presentation by the
Macedonian Heraldic Society (MHS) of part
of the heraldic heritage and modern heraldry in
Macedonia to be shown throughout its cities.
The authors of the exhibition, the vice-president,
Ivan Nacevski, the president, Dr Jovan Jonovski,
together with Dimitrij Mihajlovski from MHS,
who designed of the exhibition, gave an insight
into the latest research of MHS.

Previously, fifteen years ago, Jonovski set up
the existing “Heraldry of Macedonia”, a permanent
exhibition in the Museum of Macedonia, which
can still be visited. This time, the exhibition,
supplemented with the results of the last 15 years
of research, becomes more accessible to citizens
from other cities of Macedonia.

The Macedonian Heraldic Society and its
predecessor, the Macedonian Heraldry Society,
have existed for 21 years. The basic goals of
the society are the research, promotion and
development of Macedonian heraldry in general.
For the realisation of these goals, MHS undertakes
several different activities. The main activity of the
society is the publication of'its journal, Macedonian
Herald. Another activity is the participation in
scientific gatherings in the country and abroad. The
society also devises coats of arms; for this purpose,
a heraldic register is maintained, which is one of a
kind in Macedonia.

Research in the field of heraldry in the last
decade has resulted in new, expanded and deepened
knowledge about coats of
arms, i.e. coats of arms of
Macedonia. In addition, the
society’s activities aimed at
popularising living heraldry
led to an increase in the
number of actively used
coats of arms in our country.
Thus, in addition to the
interest in personal coats of

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arms, the society managed
to establish cooperation
with municipalities,
clubs, organisations and
institutions that, as the fruit
of that cooperation, now
can boast their own heraldic
achievements.

In due course, the question
arose as to how this new
research should be presented and brought closer to
the wider Macedonian public. At the suggestion of
our armiger, a well-known publicist and a tireless
fighter for the promotion of Macedonia, Mr Stavre
Dzhikov, the idea of a heraldic exhibition arose.
From the very beginning, the Culture Centre
“Aco Karamanov” from Radovish expressed a
particular interest in the idea for the exhibition. In
close cooperation with
Nikola Miovski and with
the support of the mayor
of the municipality of
Radovish, Aco Ristov,
funds were provided for
the materialisation of the
idea. The exhibition was
prepared and first opened
on 10™ June, International
Heraldry Day, in the Gallery in Radovish, where it
remained for a whole week (Fig. 1). The choice of
opening date was symbolic and aligns with the long-
standing practice of the MHS to organise activities
aimed at popularising heraldry in Macedonia. It
should be noted that on 10™ June, 1128, in Rouen
(now France), King Henry I of England knighted

his future son-in-law, Godfrey

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on 11" July, it was opened to the
Kumanovo public, where, out of
a hundred present at the opening,
there were also a dozen armigers
whose personal coats of arms are
recorded in the Macedonian heraldic
register, which represented a special
event. After two weeks, as long as
the exhibition lasted, the invitation
from Krushevo was accepted
with special enthusiasm to bring
the exhibition a part of scientific-
cultural manifestation “Ten days of
Krushevo Republic”. In cooperation
with Boris Markoski and Zoran

Bogeski from the History Museum in Krushevo, the
exhibition was officially opened on August 3 in the

Ilinden monument (Fig. 3). On that
occasion, followed by a rich artistic
program, the mayor of Krushevo
Municipality, Tome Hristoski, gave
a welcoming speech.

The next exhibition will be
opened in Culture Centre “Marko
Cepenkov” in Prilep on September
3,2024.

The exhibition “Macedonia in
the World of Heraldry” is displayed
on 35 panels and consists of two
parts. In the first part, historical coats
of arms related to Macedonia are
shown. This part of the exhibition

refers to selected parts of the society’s scientific
research activity. The first three panels show the
development of the research so far into heraldry in

general and specifically concerning
the coat of arms of Macedonia.
They provide an insight into the
geographical distribution of the
sources as well as a chronological
display of the coats of arms included
in the exhibition (Fig. 4). In the
further part of the exhibition, the coats
of arms of Macedonia are further
divided into 3 subsections, namely:
the coats of arms of Macedonia from
the European and Illyrian Armorials,
the coats of arms of the King of
Macedonia, as well as the attributed
coat of arms of Alexander the Great

They
are represented by many coats of
arms with several different symbols,
namely: a lion, a griffin, a staff between
horns, bells, crowns, a goat, a wolf,
city fess embatteled and bendlets. All
these coats of arms, except for a few
Illyrian ones, come from European
sources in the period from the 14th to
the 18th century.

Panels 4 and 5 show coats of
arms of Macedonia and Alexander
with three bells (fig. 5). Panels 6

and 7 show coats of arms of Macedonia showing
four fountains and with a staff between horns. The
blazon with staff between two horns is second in
terms of frequency after the bells as the coat of arms

of Macedonia from the Western European sources

known so far (not counting the lion as
the most frequent by far). The oldest
so far known source from this blazon
subgroup dates from the end of the
16th century.

Panel 8 shows two sources of the
coat of arms of Macedonia with fess
embattled. Panels 9, 10 and 11 show
the coat of arms of Macedonia with
a lion (fig. 6). Two sources are from
extra-Illyrian heraldry, and four from
[llyrian heraldry. Next, panels 12 and
13 show Alexander’s coat of arms
with a lion as well as the 2014 MHS
proposal for the Macedonian coat of
14 and 15 provide two sources each
of arms of Alexander as a lion with an

axe and a lion seated on a throne (fig. 7).

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The next two panels of the exhibition show

the coats of arms of Macedonia and
Alexander with three crowns as the
basic symbol.

Panels 18 and 19 show the coats
of arms of Macedonia and Alexander
with armillary sphere, crossbow and
goat, and panel 20 shows the coat of
arms of Alexander with a griffin (Fig.
8). The next two panels show three
coats of arms of the Prince of Emathia
with a wolf and one coat of arms of
Alexander with a wolf. Panel 23 is the
last of the first part of the exhibition

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and shows the coat of arms of the
Kingdom of Thessalonica and the
veiled coat of arms of Alexander.

The second part of the exhibition
is dedicated to living Macedonian
heraldry and refers to the heraldic
work of the society. In this section,
modern  Macedonian  coats  of
arms are presented, again divided
into 3 subsections: coats of arms
of institutions and organisations,
municipal coats of arms and personal
coats of arms. Panel 24 shows the
Macedonian territorial-heraldic
system and its constituent elements
(Fig. 9). Panel 25 shows the coat of
municipality of Radovish as the first
in Macedonia that received a coat
of arms fully in accordance with
heraldic rules and regulations (Fig.
10). Panel 26 shows the coat of arms
of the city of Skopje from a historical
perspective, and also offers a possible
heraldic solution in accordance with
the principles of the Macedonian
territorial-heraldic system. Panels 27,
28 and 29 show municipal coats of
arms that were made and registered
by the Macedonian Heraldic Society.
Panel 30 shows the heraldry of MHS,
i.e. the coats of arms of the officers in
the society (fig. 11).

The coat of arms of the President of the Republic
of Macedonia as well as the coat of arms of the

Macedonian Orthodox Church - Ohrid
Archdiocese have been showed here.
Both coats of arms were designed by
past and present members of MHS
(fig. 12). The next panel 32 shows
corporate heraldry, namely the coats
of arms of the Club of Generals and
Aikido Club Agatsu from Kumanovo.
Panels 33 and 34 show four personal
coats of arms of individuals devised
and registered in the MGD register
(fig. 13). The last 35 panel shows an
attempt to make the municipal coats of
arms of Shtip and Strumica conform
more fully with heraldic conventions.
