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THE HISTORY OF
THE MACEDONIAN
HERALDRY SOCIETY
2003-2018

The initial interest in heraldry in Macedonia
appeared in the years 1968-70 but soon ceased.
Reappearing again in the last years of the 20th
century. The main promoters of this interest
were the book “Coats of Arms of Macedonia”
by Aleksandar Matkovski and the web pages
“Heraldry in Macedonia” by Jovan Jonovski.

The book “Coat of Arms of Macedonia” was
first published in 1970. But its reissue in 1990
left a deep trace in Macedonian society. The
book deals with the presence of the Macedonian
Land coat of arms in the Illyrian armorials, and
promotes the Gules lion Or as Macedonian arms.
The second promoter, the website Heraldry
in Macedonia, has existed since 2000 and it
has not only shown the Land coats of arms of
Macedonia, but also territorial, corporate and
personal coats of arms used in Macedonia.

Gradually, around this site, a group of
interested people gathered. They were with
very modest heraldic knowledge, but with great
love for heraldry, vexillology and phaleristics.
Thus, on July 15, 2003 the Macedonian Heraldry
Society (MHS) was founded with aim to raise the
heraldic awareness through the popularization
of the heraldry, research of heraldic heritage
in and related to Macedonia, designing coats
of arms, flags, decorations and establishing a
heraldic register. Jovan Jonovski was elected
president and herald, Snezhana Filipova,
MA as vice president, and Petar Gajdov as
secretary. Most of the meetings were used as
an opportunity to socialize and had modest
exchange of information about heraldry. The
first more serious activity occurred in May 2005
on the International Museum Day.

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LECTURES

The first event of the association was a
lecture by André Vocial from France, in April
2004, and the first activity was in May 2005 on
the International Museum Day. The Museum
of Macedonia hosted a lecture “The Wonderful
World of Heraldry” and the first issue of the
Macedonian Herald - the MHS gazette was
promoted, in which articles were published in
Macedonian and English. The next event was a
lecture at the Museum of Macedonia in 2007,
again on International Museum Day when the
second issue of the Macedonian Herald was
promoted.

During2007-8,incooperationwiththe Museum
of Macedonia, several lectures and workshops on
heraldry took place, in coordination of the MHS
member Lena Angelkoska. Lectures were held by:
Dr. Stoyan Antonov from Plovdiv (Bulgaria), Prof.
Dr. Vojislav Ivanisevic from Belgrade (Serbia),
Prof. Dr. Nikos Causidis from Skopje, and Prof.
Dr. Ivan Balta from Osijek, (Croatia). In addition
to the lectures and workshops in the Museum
of Macedonia, another ones were organized
in cooperation with the student organization
Exodus from Skopje.

In 2008, the lectures about heraldry started
at the Faculty of Philosophy, Institute of Art
History with Archeology, which were held by Dr.
Snezhana Filipova, as an optional subject.

The increase of activities was crowned on
International Museum Day in 2009 when the
permanent exhibition of heraldry in Macedonia
at the Museum of Macedonia was opened with
a lecture and a promotion of the 3rd issue of
the Macedonian Herald. The main advisor in
collecting and selecting the material was the
President of the MHS, Jovan Jonovski, MTh.

The lectures and workshops on heraldry at
the Museum of Macedonia, which are conducted
by Jonovski, continued into 2010 and in May
the results of all three modules of the lectures
and workshops of the project “The Wonderful
World of Heraldry” were presented.

In 2010, MHS organized several lectures
by Prof. Dr. Ivan Balta, from the Faculty of
Philosophy in Osijek, on the topic “Fundaments
of Symbolism and Iconography.” These lectures

in Skopje. In Ohrid, on October 12, Jonovski
held a basic lecture on heraldry. In the first
week of December, the heraldist Stojanche
Velichkovski held a lecture on the meaning and
process of creating symbols at the Elementary
School “Ilinden” in the village Konopnica,
Kriva Palanka. Through established on-line
communication, students had the opportunity
to ask questions during their process of creating
a symbol for their class. This project won the
first prize for the most innovative elementary
school teachers, in competition of more than
400 teachers and 137 primary schools from the
Republic of Macedonia.

In Zagreb, on October 23, 2011, in honor of
20 years of the independence of the Republic
of Macedonia, Jonovski held a lecture on the
topic: Coat of arms of Macedonia, organized
by the Croatian Heraldic and Vexillological
Association The Macedonian Ambassador, as
well as representatives from the Macedonian
community in Croatia, attended the lecture.
The stay in Zagreb was used for the study of the
Illyrian Korenich Neorich Armorial from 1595.

In October 2013, the association “Haemus”
organized a lecture by Jonovski on the topic
“Coat of Arms of the Republic of Macedonia”.
At this lecture, he promoted the thesis that one
of the coats of arms associated with Macedonia
from the European Armorials, one of which is
Or lion Gules, should be adopted for the Coat of
Arms of the Republic of Macedonia.

In cooperation with the student organization
“Every student” a lecture and workshop was
organized, where students could get acquainted
with the heraldry and make their first steps in
creating coats of arms. The same opportunity
was presented to children at a workshop,
organized by “SEND International”.

PRESENCE IN THE MEDIA

The presence of MHS in the media started in
2005, with a press conference in response to the
government’s proposal for the use of flags of the
nationalities. MHZ came up with a proposal for
minimal changes (differentiation) of the flags of

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belonging of the minority, but also the identity
of the bearer of the sovereignty of the Republic
of Macedonia. From then on, many articles in the
newspapers followed, as well as an appearance
on television in various informative and debate
shows. The main persons in presenting heraldic
themes and thus the MHS in the media were
members, Sasho Spasovski and Ivan Blazhevski,
who were at that time journalists in the daily
newspaper Dnevnik.

The main topic was the fact that the Republic
of Macedonia has no coat of arms (there is no law
on the coat of arms). Many articles followed in
the daily newspapers related to the heraldry in
general, as well as with the state and municipal
arms. Jonovski participated in several shows on
television, talking about heraldry and primarily
focused on explaining the coat of arms of
Macedonia, as well as the Land and the current
State Coat of Arms.

In 2009, after the opening of the exhibition
Macedonian Heraldry in the Museum of Macedonia
and the lectures of Jonovski, several broadcasts
occurred to both domestic and international
audiences. Together with Dr. Snezhana Filipova,
a Macedonian TV documentary was recorded on
heraldry in Macedonia. After this, Jonovski and
MHS would accepted by the media as the most
relevant experts on heraldry. Several TV and radio
shows were also realized. In 2010, there were
multiple appearances on TV MTM on the occasion
of the reception of MHS in the International
Confederation of Genealogical and Heraldic
Associations (CIGH).

Also, in the “Night Program” of the Macedonian
Radio on the 28th of Feb. 2011, Stojanche Velich-
kovski, was a guest where he covered topics of
heraldry in Macedonia, the Macedonian coats of
arms, the local heraldry, the procedure of creating
personal and family arms, as well as the current
activities of MHS.

In June 2016, Kosta Stamatovski set the register
of coats on the MHS website. The World Heraldry
Day - June 10th was marked for the first time, for
which there was an addition to TV NOVA and an
interview with Stojanche Velichkovski. Followed
by other media presentations attended by Petar
Gajdov, Ivan Nacevski and Jovan Jonovski.

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LOCAL HERALDRY

The acceptance of MHS as an expert body in
the local heraldry will be slow. The first attempt
dates to 2006, when the City of Skopje sought
proposal for the heraldisation of the current
coat of arms of the City of Skopje, but without
changing the concept of the existing arms at all.
MHS provided two propositions - one of which
represents complete heraldisation and the
other intervention in heraldic art; however, no
feedback was received.

In 2007, MHS, along with the author and
the municipal administration of the Butel
municipality, tried to make a heraldisation of
the already adopted proposal for the coat of
arms. Although the administration showed
willingness to solve this problem, the Council
of the municipality felt that it was competent
enough itself to decide on this topic and all
efforts remained unsuccessful. Unofficially, the
municipality still uses the coat with minimal
corrections proposed by MHS.

In 2008, MHS delegation participated in the
analysis of the three proposals for the coat of
arms of the municipality of Kriva Palanka. The
Commission for determining the coat of arms
and the flag of the municipality chose from the
received proposals at the competition. They also
conducted a heraldic analysis.

The activities of MHS in 2013 were in the
sign of the local heraldry. First, the Macedonian
territorial heraldic system for coats of arms and
flags of the units of local self-government was
developed. Then a shield and crowns were made,
as well as a standard competition form, which was
offered to several municipalities. The new system
was applied to the coat of arms of the municipality
of Radovish, which received a heraldic coat of
arms made by members of the MHS.

After the issuance of the Macedonian
territorial-heraldic system in 2014, more and
more municipalities accepted it and, more or less,
adhered to its recommendations. In the process
they selected their new municipal symbols.

Additional recognition for MHS included the
invitation of our experts for the commissions
in the selection of new municipal symbols in
Probishtip and Kisela Voda. Unfortunately, expert

COOPERATION WITH ABROAD

MHS provided the overall support to its
counterparts from Bulgaria, which resulted in
logistical support for the establishment of the
Bulgarian Heraldry and Vexillology Society, in
2004. The President of MHS was also present at
the establishment of the BHVS. During each of
their next general assemblies, MHS participated
with at least one member. Due to the close
relations between the two organizations, a
fruitful cooperation and exchange of information
in the field of heraldry and heraldic heritage has
been achieved. The same happened with the
Croatian Heraldic and Vexillological Association
in 2006, with which professional cooperation
and friendly relations were developed.

The then MHS Vice President Snezhana
Filipova also visited the College of Arms
(formed in 1484, which is the organization of
the heralds of England and sometimes the
entire Commonwealth) and the Heraldic Society
in London. While there she established new
contacts in addition to reestablishing old ones. In
2016, Jonovski visited the College of Arms. There
he was welcomed by the Somerset Herald and
the Portcullis Pursuivant. Jonovski was shown
the Record Room, where the records are stored -
some of which date back to the foundation of the
organization. Interesting details were discussed
about their work that cannot be read in any book.

From the neighboring associations, coope-
ration exists with the Serbian Heraldic Society
“White Eagle.” Whose president and chief herald
Dragomir Acovic presented his book “Heraldry and
the Serbs” at the book fair in Belgrade in November
2008. This grandiose work, which contains over
800 pages and over 2,600 illustrations, is the most
serious heraldic work in this region and beyond.

Secretary of MHS, Aleksandar Gizharovski,
visited “Pro Heraldica” in Stuttgart and Dr. Rolf
Sutter, one of the most prominent contributors.
He also visited the Heraldic office of Lithuania
and the Croatian Heraldic and Vexillological
Society. In 2016, he also visited the Japanese
Vexillological Association (JVA) in Tokyo, where

CONGRESSES AND CONFERENCES

From September 12 to 17, 2010, the XXIX
International Congress of Genealogical and
Heraldic Science was held in Stuttgart, Germany.
MHS was also taking part in this congress, and
on the 14th of September 2010 in Stuttgart, the
General Assembly of CIGH, President Michel
Teyar D’Eri declared MHS a full member of CIGH.

The Macedonian Heraldry Society was
accepted for full membership in the FIAV
(International Federation of Vexillological
Associations) at the XXIV International Congress
on Vexillology, held in Washington, USA from
the 1st to 5th of August 2011. Upon returning,
the Herald appeared on several TV stations, to
which the public was made familiar with this
great success for Macedonian Vexillology.

A delegation of the Macedonian Heraldry
Society, consisting of President Jovan Jonovski,
Secretary Petar Gajdov, as well as the members
Aleksandar Gizharovski and Stojanche Velich-
kovski, attended the 1st Conference on European
Heraldry and Vexillology held in Cieszyn,
Poland, 27-29 September 2012. The conference
was organized by the Instytut Heraldyczno
-Weksylologiczny, whose president is the world-
renowned vexillologist Alfred Znamierowski.
At the conference, the topic of which was the
heraldry and vexillology of the units of local
self-government, representatives of dozens of
countries participated. Jonovski held a lecture on
the local heraldry in Macedonia, the goal being to
classify the coat of arms of the units of local self-
government in the Republic of Macedonia. Of
particular interest was the acquaintance with the
heraldic and vexillological practice of the units
of local self-government in Central and Eastern
Europe.

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At the same time, XXX International Con-
gress of Genealogy and Heraldry was held
in Maastricht. MHS was not present, but its
president was accepted as an associate member
of the International Heraldry Academy.

President Jovan Jonovski was present at
the following congresses - XXXI, held in Oslo.
Norway (2014) and XXXII, held in Glasgow,
Scotland, from the 10th to 13th of August 2016.
The Congress, with the main topic: “Beginning
and Development,” was attended by more
than 150 participants from 21 countries, 52 of
which were lecturers. This time, the Congress
invited 4 young doctors or doctoral studies on
heraldry to submit their research. One of them
was Jovan Jonovski with a lecture titled “The
Sun in the Territorial Heraldry of the Republic
of Macedonia”. Thus, he became the first
Macedonian speaker at the highest scientific
forum for heraldry in the world.

From September 29th to October 1st, 2016, the
first National Georgian Conference on Vexillology
and Heraldry was held in Thilisi, Georgia. The
Conference was attended by representatives of
the heraldic and vexillological societies from
several European countries, as well as from the
United States and Canada, and representatives
of international organizations. Petar Gajdov, had
presentation on the topic: “Practical use of the flag
of the Republic of Macedonia and the coat of arms
of the City of Skopje” and Stojanche Velichkovski,
on the topic: “The new coat of arms and flag of the
Municipality of Sveti Nikole”. In addition to the
presentation, a participants’ conference enabled
partakers to exchange experiences, practical
advice, establish new contacts, and to get to know
the rich history of Georgia.

MACEDONIAN HERALD AND OTHER

the Macedonian Herald began to be published
regularly every year until the tenth issue appeared
in 2016, when a total of 304 pages were published
with 74 articles by 19 authors, of which the most
fruitful were: Jovan Jonovski with 19 articles,
followed by Petar Gajdov with 13, Aleksandar
Gizharovski with 11, Ivan Nacevski with 9, Trajche
Trajkov with 4 and Stojanche Velichkovski with 3.
In addition to the numerous articles in the daily
press and the articles in Macedonian Herald,
members of MHS were published in other
magazines. Thus, Jonovski published two articles
on the heraldry, in the magazine “Cultural life”
and in the children’s magazine “Kladenche”, as
well as in the messenger of the Association of
Serbian Armigers - “Ocilo”, where he presented
MHS, and was accepted as an honorary member, a
new emblazon of his arms was made.

In September and October 2015, the book
“Symbols of Macedonia” by Jovan Jonovski was
promoted in Skopje and in Zagreb, where a lecture
with the same title was given. At the end of 2015, on
a scientific tribune on the occasion of the 1000th
anniversary of the death of Gavril Radomir, at the
Institute for National History, the President of the
MHS, Jovan Jonovski, delivered a lecture on the
topic: “Flags in the 11th Century”.

REGISTER

In the MHZ Register of arms, which appears
only online, 34 coats of arms were registered, but
only 6 matriculas were issued, of which 3 are to
the members of the Executive Board. From the
registered coats of arms, only 18 coats of arms are
shown on the back cover of Macedonian Herald,
one of which is withdrawn from the register.

ZENITH

Gradually, sometime in 2009 Jovan Jonovski
and MHS were identified as experts in their field.
Jonovski was appointed as a member of the
Commission for decorations of the President of
the Republicof Macedonia, Gjorge Ivanov. Shortly
thereafter, at the request of the President,
MHZ engaged in defining the insignia of the
institution president. The team beside Jonovski,

Velichkovski also
had several interviews in written
and electronic media about the
initiative for the popularization
of Macedonian oak (Quercus
Macedonica) for the floral symbol
of Macedonia. Then the work of
the coatof armsof the Macedonian
Orthodox Church was followed
by Jonovski and Velichkovski.
After the announcement of
the rejection of the star from
the State arms, many articles,
interviews, and comments followed, yet MHS
was not officially contacted by the competent
authorities regarding the change of the coat of
arms of the Republic of Macedonia.

The lecture, organized by Haemus in 2013,
attracted the attention of the Government that
consulted Jonovski for a possible solution on the
coat of arms of the Republic of Macedonia. In
the process of defining the arms and its visual
design, Jonovski was the main consultant, who,
together with Kosta Stamatovski, drew the
vector image of the arms which was based on
the work of Jerome de Bara.

In 2015, the book “Symbols of Macedonia” was
published, in which Jonovski deals with theoretical
heraldry, vexillology, phaleristics and Hymnology.
The historical development of the coats of arms,
flags, orders and the anthem of Macedonia is given.
That same vyear, Jonovski enrolled in doctoral
studies at the Institute of National History with
the theme “The Sun and the Lion as Symbols in
Heraldry and Vexillology of Macedonia”.

Jonovski also participated in the preparation
of material for the exhibition for 25 years since
the independence of the Republic of Macedonia
in 2016. This was organized by the State Archives
of the Republic of Macedonia. Also, he worked on
a series of 7 documentary shows on the symbols
of Macedonia. Three of which he appears as
an author: the Heraldry, the Land coats of
arms, and the Eagle and the lion as symbols.
Documentaries were broadcasted in 2017. Ivan
Nacevski and Kosta Stamatovski participated
in the recording of the documentaries. In the

THE END

During its operation and development, MHS
has grown from an association of heraldry
lovers and amateurs into a serious authority
in the field. Unfortunately, during the work
on proposals for the coat of arms of several
municipalities, as well as the proposal for coat
of arms of the Republic of Macedonia in 2014,
the MHS lost its coherence and was divided
into very active and very passive members. This
caused several members to lose interest in the
work of the society. As a result, at the end of
2015, attempt to elect an Executive board failed.
The situation remained unchanged for the next
two years, in which the annual assembly failed
to take place, and in the given situation, the only
possible solution was the closing down of the
MHS that happened on the 15th of July 2018, on
the 15th anniversary of its foundation.
