CIVIC HERALDRY
SYSTEM

The Macedonian Heraldic Society (MHS),
fulfilling one of its main efforts, the affirmation
of heraldry in the Macedonian society, on
10.10.2013 adopted the Macedonian Civic
Heraldry System (MCHS). During the existence of
the MHS, 2003-2018, six armorial achievements
were registered according to the norms of this
system. These are the coats of arms of the
municipalities of Radovis, Novo Selo, Ohrid,
Sveti Nikole, Cesinovo - Oblesevo and Demir
Hisar. Here, one could add the coat of arms of
the municipality of Probistip, which contains
the formal elements of the system, but violates
several of its provisions.

The civic heraldry is part of the overall
heraldic science that deals with the issues of
the coats of arms of individual territorial units
within a heraldic jurisdiction. It examines the
state‘s coat of arms, the coats of arms of the
administrative, i.e. legally formed territorial
units (e.g. municipalities) and the coats of arms
of settlements (e.g. city, village, etc.) likewise.
The civic heraldry is one of the oldest parts of
heraldry in general, since the coats of arms of
the cities and territories appear in the earliest
period of development of the heraldry from
the end of the twelfth and the beginning of the
thirteenth century. In modern terms, the first
major shift in relation to a particular system
would be the adoption of a decree on nobility
titles by Napoleon in 1808 (Titres 1808).

In the Republic of Macedonia, all local
self-government units (LSGU) have coats of
arms and flags. According to the law, the term
,coat of arms“ denotes the official emblem of
the municipality, without taking into account
its authenticity, that is, whether it really is
a heraldic coat of arms, some kind of free
composition or a logo. Here, the word insignia
is used for non-heraldic ,,arms*.

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The huge diversity and incompatibility between
these insignia placed next to each other leads to the
false notion that they do not belong to a common
system of one country, but to sporadic solutions.
This initself indicates the need for systematization
and organization of the latter. Of course, there are
solid designs that can be considered as heraldic
or ,nearly heraldic“, but they are more of an
exception than a rule (Jonovski, 2012).

The MCHS consists of two parts: a normative
part containing the rules and norms, while the
other part is the set of the officially adopted
coats of arms and flags made according to these
norms and rules.

According to the provisions of MCHS, the
creation of a coat of arms must necessarily take
into account the cultural, historical and natural
aspects of the development of the armiger,
i.e. the state and the municipalities shown in a
heraldically correct manner. The continuation
of the historical and heraldic inheritances is of a
particular importance. That is, the existing coats
that are heraldically correct are adapted and
included in the MCHS, while the existing insignia,
which are partially heraldically correct, may
become part of it after an heraldic intervention is
done. Partially heraldic insignia can be replaced
with completely new coats of arms. Insignias that
are not heraldically correct, must be replaced
with new ones. This is especially important
because many of the insignia currently in use do
not meet the heraldic criteria and such a state
leads to disunity and chaos.

On the other hand, MCHS does not allow the
use of the Macedonian state and land symbols as
well as a recognizable part of them in the symbols
of the civic heraldry, and at the same time strongly
discourages the use of state colors as a dominant
combination in the heraldic achievement of the
civic heraldry. Additionally, it is not allowed to
use other national, territorial, local and corporate
designs, as well as a recognizable part of them
in the system insignias. This category includes
symbols of religious, racial, ethnic, class or any
other character that may lead to discrimination.
This determination of the system is to ensure its
timeless and ideologically ambivalent position
that will strive to synthesize non - conflicting and

The MSCH is made of two components: state
heraldry and civic heraldry. State heraldry
contains the heraldic symbols of the state: the
state heraldic achievement - the state coat of
arms and the state seal. The coat of arms has a
heraldic form consisting of a shield and a mural
crown. The state shield and the state mural
crown in the composition of the state coat of
arms are indivisible, i.e. it always contains both.
The coat of arms is used by the government,
the Assembly and the ministries. The coat of
arms can be used as the basis for the creation
of the presidential, army and police heraldic
achievements. The system does not foresee
the use of the state shield for other purposes.
The state mural crown stands for expressing
the highest status of the state. It is a symbol
of the republican order and represents its
territorial integrity and sovereignty. The state
mural crown can be used within the military -
heraldic system of the ARM and the police and
heraldic system of the Ministry of the Interior.
This expresses the affiliation of the armed and
security forces to the state.

In December 2014 an attempt was made
to implement the aforementioned provisions
through the initiative of the MHS for a new state
coat of arms. Initially, the initiative was accepted
by the then government, but as in practically all
other previous cases, the proposal was blocked
on the way to the Assembly. The basis for the
proposal was the attributed coat of arms of
Alexander the Great from Jerome de Bara (de
Bara 1578), and therefore the shield of the coat
of arms has a quadrangular French form with
a ratio of 9:10. The state mural crown was
envisaged with five towers placed on a golden
diadem embellished with ruby and pearls from
Macedonia. According to the provisions of the
system, the state seal contains the state coat of
arms. The seal is oval containing of a ring around
the shield of the state coat of arms in which an
appropriate content is written and above it the
state mural crown is placed, (Jonovski 2018).

The civic heraldry contains the heraldic coats
of arms of the LSGU, as well as their constituent
parts (towns, settlements and villages) and the

The
local heraldry consists of the following insignia:
coat of arms, flag, heraldic badge and seal.

The coats of arms have three forms: a small
coat of arms - composed only of the shield; this
form is for the widest use and it is a common
symbol of all members of armiger. The armiger
has the right to allow the use of the small
coat of arms and its parts in the creation of
corporate marks of other legal entities under its
jurisdiction, but under certain rules; middle coat
of arms - composed of a heraldic shield and a
rank crown and a motto on a ribbon; the middle
coat of arms belongs to the administrative
bodies of the administrative units and is in
strict official use; and a great coat of arms -
composed of a heraldic shield, a rank crown,
a motto and paraphernalia; The Great coat of
arms belongs to the highest executive organ of
the administrative units (mayor) and it is used in
the most ceremonial occasions.

The LSGU have coats of arms in all three
forms. The towns and villages of the units of
the same name use the small coat of arms of the
municipality for their own territorial marking.
The settlements that are the headquarters of
local self-government units that do not carry
the same name receive coats of arms that
are different from the coats of arms of the
administrative unit. The villages that are part of
the LSGU are entitled only to a small coat of arms.
The City of Skopje is a separate administrative
unit and has a coat of arms in all three forms
(Cnyx0en 2004). The statistical regions have a
coat of arms only in small and medium form.
The administrative units have a vexillological
flags. The heraldic badge is a sign for expressing
affiliation to a given administration. Only the
administrative units of the first level and the
City of Skopje have a heraldic badge.

The first step for standardizing coats of arms
of the LSGU and the statistical regions was the
equalization of the small form of the arm, that
is, the development of one standard shield for
overall use. Thus a Gothic shield was made
with a ratio of 6: 5. With this, the small form
of the LSGU's coats gets the same outer contour
(Jonovski 2014).

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The second standardization step is reference
to the position of each LSGU prescribed under
the law on territorial organization of the same.
This is done by awarding rank crowns that can
be divided into two groups: urban and rural
according to the status of LSGU with urban or
rural headquarters (Ciyx6en 2004).

Theurban crownsare divided into two groups:
the crown of the capital and the city crown. The
crown of the capital is a mural crown with four
towers placed on a golden diadem embellished
with ruby and pearls from Macedonia. This
crown is only for the city of Skopje. The city
crown is further divided into three subgroups:
the main city crown, the crown of the historical
capitals and the crown of the city municipality
of Skopje (Nacevski 2014).

The main city crown is a mural crown with
two side towers and one central rectangular
tower with a port placed on a golden diadem.
This crown applies to all LSGUs with urban
headquarters except Skopje, Ohrid and Prilep.
No distinction is made between the crowns of
municipalities of different sizes because they
serve only as a means of showing status (JoHoB-
cku 2015).

The crown of the historical capital is a mural
crown with two side towers and one central
rectangular tower with a port placed on a golden
diadem embellished with ruby and pearls from
Macedonia. This crown is reserved only for the
municipalities of Ohrid and Prilep.

The crown of the city municipality of Skopjeisa
mural crown with two side towers and one central
rectangular tower with a port placed on a golden
diadem, decorated with pearls. This crown is
reserved only for the ten municipalities in Skopje.

The rural crown represents a palisade crown
made up of a series of seven palisades placed on
a golden diadem. This crown is used for LSGU
with rural headquarters.

A regional crown is a poppy crown of five
poppy cups (three goals set in the middle and
two halves placed sideways) between four sun
beams placed on a diadem, all gold. This crown
is intended for the statistical regions.

The third standardization step is the addition
of heraldic paraphernalia.

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MCHS includes: heraldic wreath and decorations.
The wreath is a floral decorative paraphernalia.
It can be of all kinds of plants. It can be from a
plant that is endemic in the given LSGU or from a
plant with a pronounced symbolic meaning for it.
In addition, the wreath can refer to the status of
LSGU. When it comes to the capital or historical
capital, it consists of two oak twigs. Skopje city
municipalities have a wreath of two linden leaf
branches, while the LSGU that are the de facto
seats of the statistical regions have a wreath of
two laurel branches. This refers to: Kumanovo,
Bitola, Tetovo, Stip, Veles and Strumica. In
other cases, it leaves room for emphasizing the
uniqueness of each individual LSGU. In this way,
the great coat of arms is obtained. Additionally,
the coat of arms can have a motto.

From the coats of arms granted so far, Radovis
has a wreath of tobacco leaves, Novo Selo a wreath
of chestnut leaves, Ohrid a wreath of oak branches,
Sveti Nikole a wreath of wheat class, Demir Hisar
a wreath of beech and Cheshinovo - Obleshevo a
wreath of rice class.

Each LSGU that has decorations can display
them on the large coat of arms, according to the
prescribed heraldic rules for each distinction.
If there are no prescribed heraldic rules for
displaying, they are displayed at the base of the
shield. An example of a decorated municipality is
Prilep which has been decorated with the Order of
National Hero, which is displayed as hanging on the
order ribbon, red with thin yellow lines distant from
the edges of the ribbon.

The purpose and use of each of the three forms
of the coats of arms is prescribed by the Rulebook
on the Use of the Coat of Arms and the Flag, which
is prepared for the needs of each separate LSGU.
The Rulebook is made of 15 pages and with its 44
articles regulates the use of the coat of arms and the
flag of the LSGU (ITpaBumtuk 2014).

Regarding the flags, the MCHS foresees that
each LSGU has its own heraldic flag with a 2:3
aspect ratio. This means that when the flag of
a LSGU is positioned next to the state flag with
the same width, the first one will be shorter and
thus will ensure the dominance of the state flag.
The composition of the flag should be based on
the small coat of arms but it must not contain

the full reflection of its blazon. The flag may
be completely different from the coat of arms
only if there is a historically justified reason. To
indicate the mayor‘s function, a heraldic banner
is used. The banner is a flag with a 1: 1 aspect
ratio. The standard is with the same blazon as
the small coat of arms of the municipality. The
MCHS permits the use of special ceremonial flags
-gonfalon. It bears the large coat of arms of the
LSGU. The purpose and use of the flags is also
prescribed by the Rulebook.

Heraldic badges, although not compulsory part
of the heraldic achievements, may be based on a
part of the coats of arms but may be independent
of it. Heraldic badges are in no way a complete
copy of the small arms. The heraldic badges are
designations carried only by the employees in the
administration of each separate LSGU and should
not be identified with other possible badges of
purely advertising, promotional or commercial
character.

The middle form of the coat of arms is used on
the seals of the LSGU. This is in order to emphasize
the importance of the seal and is in accordance
with the use of the individual forms of the coat of
arms prescribed by the Rulebook for their use.

With such norms, the MCHS brings Macedonian
civic heraldry closer to the countries where this
issue has a greater tradition, but also a bigger
attention. This is primarily meant for Portugal,
Spain, Italy and even Poland, Belarus and Ukraine,
and this also proves that small countries need to
deal with this issue as well, exampligied through
the cases of Croatia and Georgia, where the civic
heraldry systems are of a brand new date.
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
