The only person to engage in the re-
search of the Arms of Macedonia, es-
pecially regarding the Land Arms, was
Aleksandar Matkovski. His research,
which focuses on the appearance of
the Macedonian Arms in the Illyrian
armorials, was published in his book
I pbosume na Maxedonuja, (ipusor
KOH MaKeJOHCKaTa XepasJnKa):
“Grbovite na Makedonija (prilog
kon makedonskata heraldika) [Coats
of Arms of Macedonia (Tribute to
Macedonian Heraldry)], published
1970 in Skopje. Unfortunately, as is
the case of other researchers of their
State Arms, (Aleksandar Solovjev for
Serbia, Hristo Dermenjiev and Ivan
Ivanov for Bulgaria, Gjin Varfi for Al-
bania), Matkovski is more concerned
with cataloguing the Arms rather than
with heraldic analysis.

This book popularized heraldry in
Macedonia and, practically, laid its
foundations.

Since the publication of the
Matkovski book in 1970! there have
been new discoveries in Illyrian
Heraldry, as well as the appearance
of the Macedonian Arms in the
European non-Illyrian Armorials,
which are totally unknown to the
Macedonian public including the
scientific circles.

Regarding the non-Illyrian Armo-
rials, most frequently there is a Coat
of Arms attributed to “The King of
Macedonia”. This formulation was
appropriate for the medieval idea
that the land is an inherited property
of the king, which is also found in
other countries.

A special group of the non-Illyr-
ian arms are the attributed arms of
Alexander the Great — The Macedo-
nian, as a part of the Anglo-Saxon
epos “The Nine Worthies”.?

discovered so far, is the banner of Skopje, on the map
of Angelino Dulcerto from 1339., with blazon: Oy,
doubleheaded eagle Gules. Above the name of the
city “Scopi” is written “Servia”. It should be noted
that this presentation is different from the traditional
arms of Serbia with the blazon, Gules, doubleheaded
eagle Argent.

A Macedonian Coat of Arms described as belonging
to the “King of Macedonia” is found in several sources.
John A. Goodall® mentions three armorials with the
following blazons:

1. Azure 3 crowns Gold with caps Gules; Crest: out
of a crown Gold a conical cap Argent tipped with a
ball Silver; mantling: Azure.”

2. Gold, 4 bars embattled on both sides, and voided
Gules.?

3. Gros vairy Gules and Silver, on a fess Azure 3
crescents Gold; Crest: out of a crown Gold on a wing
Azure 3 crescents Gold.®

In the Roll of Arms of the Bavarian Library’ of 1530,
two other arms are represented with the blazons:

1. Gules 3 bars embattled on both sides Argent, fim-
briated Or. This is a similar design to the one found
in Miltenberg.

2. Or, three crossbow bows Or in Pale. The charge
here is not very clear; it could also be a yoke.

Pavlo Ritter Vitezovic, in the second part of his
Stematographia mentions that Macedonia had two
more Arms, one a great dog,
and the other a baton between
bulls horns.® These motifs can
be seen on Vincenzo Coro-
nelli 1692. In both sources the
colors are not mentioned.

Pater Franjo Miletic, the
commentator of the Foynitsa
Armorial’ states that the Arms
of Macedonia [Gules a Lion
Or crowned Or] could be
found in Virgil Solis'® from
where it enters the Illyrian
Armorials. I did not succeed

in proving this through ex-
amination of the reproduction
edition of 1882.

From what has already been
said it can be seen that the rep-
resentation of the Arms of the
”King of Macedonia”, apart
from the one with embattled bars, is not consistent. This
is probably because the authors of those Arms did not
use any concrete images, but were creating presenta-
tions of their own; this is the case with the other Balkan
states and more exotic lands. Without doubt further
research will discover more of these Arms.

Arms of Alexander the Great
— The Macedonian

An especially interesting subject
is the Coat of Arms attributed to
Alexander the Great — The Mac-
edonian as a part of the “Nine
Worthies”, which apart from the
Rolls of Arms could be found ap-
plied on walls, reliefs, tapestries etc.
The oldest representation, where
Alexander is shown as a knight
holding a shield, is from 1394. The
shield has the blazon: Gules, a lion
Or holding with both arms an axe
Or."" Although in other armorials
the Arms of the worthies differ, or
are interchanged, the most frequent
representation is with the lion. Ac-
cording to Frangois R. Velde,'? other
representations are:

1. Azure a king in his majesty
seated on a throne all Or."*In other
representations, it is a lion sitting on
the throne, as in the one of 1394.

2. Or a lion Gules armed and
langued Azure'

3. Gules two lions Or confront-
ingls

4. Sable a griffon Or'S.

Arms with the same blazon Sable
a griffon Or are found in the Armo-
rial from Ausburg of 1530.

In the “Nine Worthies” part of the
armorial of Anton Sorg of Ausburg
from 1483 the arms of Alexander
are Gules three crowns Or. In this
armorial most of the Arms are mis-
placed. The Arms with three crowns
is very consistent in other sources
attributed to King Arthur. Further,
the Arms with the Jerusalem cross
almost always attributed to the King
of Jerusalem, in the armorial is at-
tributed to King Arthur

John Fern'” gives the Arms of
Macedon, king of Emathia'®: Sable,
a wolf Argent.

Ilyrian heraldry

“Illyrian heraldry” is the term
given to the heraldry included in
the Roll of Arms alleged to be cre-
ated by Stanislav Rupcic, King of
Arms of King Dusan, in 1340. We
know about this armorial only by its
copies which state that the original
roll of arms was kept on Mt. Athos.

Aleksandar Solovjev claims that this Roll of Arms
could not exist,"” but that there was a proto-Illyrian
Roll of Arms from the second half of 16 ¢, from which
all other Illyrian Armorials were copied. According
to Solovjev, this proto-Illyrian armorial is a forgery,
done by order of don Pedro Ohmucevic, (died in 1599)
in order to prove his descent form
Relja the Winged, count of Kastoria
and other territories in Macedonia,
in the time of King Dusan. Analysis
of'the historic existence of this Roll
of Stanislav Rupcic is a separate is-
sue with which we will not engage
in this paper.

Matkovski accepts this hypothesis
and uses it in his entire work, but
still, he leaves open the possibility
that such an original Roll of Arms
of Stanislav Rupcic might have
existed.”New discoveries, espe-
cially artifacts, undoubtedly show
similarity with the Arms of the II-
lyrian Armorials. This shows, that
the artisian of the Korenic- Neoric
had great knowledge of the heraldry and symbols of
medieval nobility, or actually had in front of him a
real Armorial.

Macedonian Coat of Arms in Illyrian
Heraldry

According to John A. Goodall,*' there are two lines of
recensions from the Rupcic’s original Roll. The London
Roll is considered to be the oldest in the recension 1.
Matkovski did not have access to this Roll. The Roll has
not been dated precisely, but is prior to Korenic-Neoric,
which is dated 1595. In the London Roll, Macedonian
Arms are shown as: Gules, a lion (rampant), armed
gules, with crown above the lion's head, both Or. Over
the shield is an ancient crown Or.

The crown in the shield is above the lion’s head but
is following the line of the head, which indicates that
the idea for this crown was to crown the lion, and not
to be a separate charge. In this case the blazon would
be: Gules a lion crowned Or armed Gules. Above the
shield is an ancient crown Or. In this instance the lion

is depicted with an attempt for three
dimensional realism, with nails and
fur, applying nuances and shades.
The shield is of a German type,*
and the crown is a 5 point ancient
crown, charged with gems.

On the Coat of Arms of Stefan
Nemanja,”? which is a marshalled
Arms containing the Arms of all
[llyrian states, the Macedonian arms
are shown in the first quarter. Here
due to the largely disproportional
field, the lion is depicted bent with
the rear legs on the same plane,
heraldically representing statant and
not rampant as in the Macedonian
arms. In the Bulgarian quarter the
lion’s rear legs are not in the same
plane, thus being rampant. Here, as
well, the crown is elevated above
the lion’s head, similar to the Bul-
garian arms, which is blazoned Or
a lion Gules crowned Argent. The
change of the pose is an act of artis-
tic representation, and not an actual
change of the heraldic pose.

Korenic- Neoric Roll, from 1595,
long considered the oldest copy.?*
It is kept in the University Library
in Zagreb, and is the second in line
of the first recencion. It portrays
Macedonian Arms, in the same
style as in London Roll, but being
armed Or. The crown here is, as
well, separated from the head. On
Stefan Nemanja’s Arms, the lion is
drawn with three legs in the same
plane, representing the heraldic
posture Passant.

In the third of the same recension,
the Althan’s or Bolognas’ Roll of
1614, the Macedonian Arms are
found on their own. The crown is
laying on the lions head, which
is heraldically correct. The main
distinction of this version is that
the lion is queued forchée. The
shield is gothic?, and the crown has
strawberry leaves with three points,
sometimes called ducal.

The Roll of Marko Skorojevic,
(1636-1686), has the same represen-
tation of the arms. and there is a simi-
lar representation in the Belgrade

that the shield is of a Renaissance

shape.?® In the Nemanja’s Arms, in
both Rolls, the Macedonian lion is
clearly depicted as rampant.

Representative of the second
line of recencion is Foynitsa’s Roll
which depicts the Macedonian
Arms with lesser artistry, but by its
attributes is identical with the one in
the London Roll. In the Nemanja’s
arms, the Macedonian lion is shown
salient, with rear legs depicted
thrown backwards.

A critical change is seen in Pavlo
Ritter Vitezovic’s Roll (1694, print-
ed 1701), which changes the blazon
of the Macedonian Arms to: Oz, a
lion gules. It must be noted that the
lion in this case is not crowned. The
text below the arms, in Latin, says
“the Turk has taken the crown”.
Matkovski states that Vitezovic
made this change unintentionally,
out of lack of attention due to the
similarity of the Macedonian and
Bulgarian Arms.?’This is absolutely
out of the question, since Vitezovic
himself, in the second part of his
Stematographia gives an explana-
tion of the Bulgarian arms stating:
“Gules, a lion crowned Or, but some
mistakenly consider this to be Arms
of Macedonia”.?® Here it can be
seen that Vitezovic himself, for his
own reasons, intentionally and on
purpose made changes to a previ-
ous Roll to which he had access.
Maybe it was the representation of
the Arms of Alexander the Great
- The Macedonian from Jerom the
Bara of 1581, with the very same
blazon. This breaks the long line-
age of presentation of Macedonian
Arms with the blazon: Gules, lion
crowned Or.

In 1741 Hristofer Zefarovic trans-
lated the Stemmatographia into

Slavic with Serbian redaction. Its many print runs
popularized heraldry, but unfortunately with this new
representation of the Macedonian Coat of Arms, thus
breaking the tradition of many centuries. The Bulgar-
ian State with its Turnovo’s Constitution of 1879 ac-
cepted the Coat of Arms for Bulgaria as in Zefarovic’s
Stemmatographia and thus validates the misconception

Ha IPYTH TIPEAMETH. introduced by Vitezovic.
Macedonian Land Arms can also be found outside of
the Rolls, applied on flags, churches etc.

Coat of Arms of the Peopples’
Republic of Macedonia

At the creation of the Arms for
the Peoples Republic of Macedonia,
unlike most other Socialist states and
republics, the historical Coat of Arms
did not find a place in the new socialist
emblem, the design of which followed
the “Arms” of the USSR. Instead of
the historical Arms, the emblem
of the PR Macedonia embodied a
purely landscape motif, and thus fell
into line with Romania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina and Montenegro. The
authorship is attributed to Vasilie
Popovic — Cico, who, probably is the
author of the emblazon included in
the Law, which was used until the
end of that year. He knew for the Land Arms.” There is
an opinion that the author of the present Arms, from the
constitution, is Gorge Andrejevic —Kun, to whom the
authorship of all other State Arms of the Federal Peoples
Republic of Yugoslavia is attributed. He actully unified
the styles of the Arms of all Republics.

The Coat of Arms of the People’s Republic of Macedonia
was adopted by law by second special session of the
People’s Assembly on July 26, 1946 in Skopje. Article 1
of this law gives the description of these Arms:

The Coat of Arms of the Peoples Republic of Macedo-
nia is a field surrounded by stalks of wheat interwoven
with fruits of opium poppy and tobacco leaves, which at
the bottom are connected with a ribbon with folk design.
The ribbon bears the text ,,P. R. Macedonia “. Between
the top of the stalks of wheat there is a five- pointed
star. In the center of the field a mountain is outlined,
at the bottom of which a river is flowing. Behind the
mountain there is a sunrise.*

In “Nova Makedonija”,’! two days later, a wider
explanation is given:

The Coat of Arms of the Peoples Republic of Macedo-
nia is symbol of freedom and brotherhood of the Mac-
edonian people and the riches of the Macedonian land.
The stalks of wheat, opium poppies and tobacco leaves
represent the riches of Macedonia and the diversity of its
economy. The five-pointed star is a symbol of the people s
liberation war by which the Macedonian people won its
freedom. The folklore motif on the ribbon is representing
the richness and beauty of the people’s essence. In the
middle, there is Pirin mountain, the largest Macedonian
mountain, which was the centre of people’s liberation
wars in the past, and the river that flows, is the Vardar
river, the most famous river in the Republic. Pirin and
Vardar at the same time represent the unity of all parts
of Macedonia and the ideal of the Macedonian people
for national unification. The sun represent the freedom
and the creative life of Macedonia.>*

It is interesting to note that this
design and the explanation are dif-
ferent from the one used later. In
the first Constitution of the People’s
Republic of Macedonia, in Article
3 the Coat of Arms is defined as
follows:

The state Coat of Arms of the
People’s Republic of Macedonia is
a field surrounded by stalks of wheat
interwoven with fruits of opium
poppy and tobacco leaves, which
at the bottom are connected by a
ribbon with folk design. Between
the top of the stalk of wheat there is
a five- pointed star. In the center of
the field a mountain is outlined, at
the bottom of which a river flows.
Behind the mountain there is a
sunrise.*

In this description as in the previous one, there is no
mention of the colors. The only difference is that in the
Constitution the description of the text on the ribbon
is dropped. The stamp used bears the earlier design of
the Arms, while the impression in wax of the sealing
cords, applied later, bears the new design.

Article 4 of the Constitution states:

The State flag of the People’s Republic of Macedonia
is red with a five-point star. The star is red with golden/
yellow/edge and has a proper five-point star. The ratio
between width and length is one to two.>*

With the dissolution of the Socialist Federal Re-
public of Yugolavia, the question of the Coat of Arms
for Macedonia arose. In 1992 the government set up
a Commission for establishing the Coat of Arms and
the Flag of the Republic of Macedonia, consisting of
Aneta Svetieva-ethnologist, Aleksandar Cvetkovski-
artist, Kosta Balaban- art historian and Dimitar Kon-
dovski- artist. Matkovski was also involved. A public
competition was announced, and about 3000 designs
were submitted. Most of them were influenced by the
Land Coat of Arms represented in the book of Matko-
vski. Unfortunately, he died not long before the Law
on the Coat of Arms, flag and anthem of the Republic
of Macedonia entered the Parliamentary procedure. At
the session regarding this law, a message from Matkov-
ski was read, in which Matkovski suggested that the
historical Arms should be accepted. The Commission
did not propose a single project to the Assembly. The
issue became highly politicized.

Due to the lack of a majority, this law never entered
the Parliamentary procedures, although by Constitu-
tional Law, it should have been completed by the end
of 1992. Macedonian passports were issued without
any Coat of Arms on the cover, with the idea that once
the Coat of Arms was decided upon, the image would

be impressed later. This situation lasted until 2006,
when new passports were issued bearing the old Coat
of Arms of the Peoples Republic of Macedonia.

The law for the establishment of the flag of the
Republic of Macedonia, was passed with ease on
11 July 1992, establishing the red flag with the Sun
of Kutles (Star of Vergina) following the design of
Todor Petrov.*

An attempt to solve the Arms problem was made
in 1992, when there was a proposition to follow the
design of the flag: red a golden Sun of Kutles (Star
of Vergina) altering it with stylized letter “M” and
two wavy lines at the bottom. This proposition did
not enter the Parliamentary procedures due to objec-
tion from Greece that the 16-point star is only Greek.
Later, due to the immense Greek pressure in 1995,
the Republic of Macedonia abandoned this flag and
adopted a new one.*®

Several more attempts followed. One was to use
the same design of the emblem of

VMRO-DPMNEY, and the one of
Miroslav Greev, having the same
blazon but much superior design.
These proposals, coming from the
right-wing nationalistic parties
again never entered the Parliamen-
tary procedures. The Social-demo-
crats came with two suggestions:
one, only to remove the five pointed
star, and the other, the so called
“Slovenian solution” to put the de-
sign of the field on a shield. These
proposals, again, never entered the
Parliamentary procedures.

The last proposal came in
2007. The Prime Minister, Nikola
Gruevski, proposed to remove the
star, as an initial phase of finding a solution to the
problem of the Coat of Arms. This idea, not having
support, again did not enter Parliamentary proce-
dure.

The main obstacles preventing the solution of the
Coat of Arms problem is the immaturity of the politi-
cal parties in Statehood and their total ignorance of
heraldry. The Social —democrats did not accept the
Land arms, considering it to be Bulgarian®® as well
as the party symbol of VMRO- DPMNE.* When
VMRO-DPMNE was in power with a majority of
the Parliament seats, it did not dare to impose a solu-
tion, considering that a Coat of Arms needed a wider
consensus

With the Ohrid Framework Agreement of 2001 and
the introduction of the so-called “Badinter majority”,
approval of the Law for the Coat of Arms will require
not only an overall Parliamentary majority, but also
a majority of Albanian representatives in Parliament.

This will almost certainly,prevent the acceptance of the
Land arms as State Arms.

The Albanian parties represented in the Macedonian
Parliament have never made a concrete proposal for a
design, apart from the request that it should be neutral,
insisting that the modern day Republic of Macedonia
actually came into existence in 1991 or even in 2001
after the civil war and the Ohrid Framework Agree-
ment. This sees Macedonia as a State of two large
communities, and the symbols should not point to
the historical continuity of the unitary State of the
Macedonians.

In this constellation of politics and ideologies it is
hard to achieve wider consensus, which is needed for
any proposal to enter the Parliamentary procedure.
Most likely a change of the current arms will not hap-
pen in the foreseeable future. Nevertheless, according
to heraldry, the Land Arms is the best solution for the
State Arms of the Republic of Macedonia, since it rep-
resents Macedonia in continuity for over 400 years.

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MACEDONIAN DECORATIONS
The Order of the Repubhc of Macedonia

Continuing the text of Macedo-
nian decorations, from the previous
issues of Macedonian Herald, in
this issue we present the highest
state decoration in our country
- the Order of the Republic of
Macedonia.

According to the law for decora-
tions, the Order of the Republic of
Macedonia is awarded to:

- The most honorable persons and
institutions that have special merit
in achievement of independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity
of the Republic of Macedonia, as
well as for extraordinary accom-
plishments in civil and military
areas.

- The most honorable persons
who have made extraordinary con-
tributions to the development and
affirmation of peaceful collabora-
tion and friendship between the
Republic of Macedonia and other
countries, as well as strengthen-
ing it’s international position and
reputation.

- Governmental and Non-govern-
mental organizations, societies, and
individuals which have achieved
extraordinary results of significant
affirmation of the Republic of
Macedonia in the fields of science,
art, education, economy, humanity
and similar, in the domestic and
international fields, and specially
to individuals who in their field
of work, or professional engage-
ments, have been awarded with
the highest awards of international
significance,

- Heads of foreign States and
governments, as well as other
honorable foreign persons for
extraordinary merit in developing
and affirming friendly relationships
and collaboration between the
Republic of Macedonia and other
countries.

The Badge of the Order is a circu-
lar 18 carat gold plate 57 mm wide,
1.7 mm thick, and weighing 51

gms. In the centre there is a ruby of
9 mm. The central medallion around
the ruby has floral elements and the
central part of the medallion is sur-
rounded with stylised palmets. The
marginal wreath of white enamel is
embellished with 77 brilliants, each
measuring 1.7 mm. The Badge in
this form is worn suspended from
a collar of 800 mm length and 131
gms weight, formed of alternating
links in the form of tobacco leaves
bearing an enamelled Macedo-
nian flag and a small version of the
Badge. The collar has 131 rubies
of 1.25 mm width.

The Order’s star is the Badge sur-
rounded by thirty gold sunrays, each
surmounted by a single cabochon
ruby of 2.7 mm. The star is worn
suspended from a shoulder sash of
red moir¢ silk with yellow edges.

The serial number of the Order,
the level of purity of the metal from
which it is made, the State hallmark
and the brand of the producer are
engraved on the back of the Badge
and the star. The designer of this
regalia is Sasho Bajraktarov.

The miniature of the Order is
made of silver, plated with 24 carat
gold. It is 18mm wide and sus-
pended from a ribbon of red moiré
silk with yellow edges.

The Order of Republic of Mac-
edonia was awarded for the first
time on September 7% 2005 to the

Petar Gajdov

first President of Republic of Mac-
edonia, Kiro Gligorov and posthu-
mously to the second President, the
late Boris Trajkovski. In that case
his Order was given to his widow.

The order of the Republic of Mac-
edonia was also awarded to:

1. The Macedonian Orthodox
Church on June 10" 2007 at the cer-
emony in the Church of St. Sophia
in Ohrid, for the 40" anniversary
of the proclamation of Authocefal-

Inthe medieval period, rings are the jewelry
most frequently worn by both men and
women and by people of all ages and classes.
Rings were made of different materials and
techniques, usually indicating the social
class of the wearer. Rings were worn for
different reasons, as decoration or for other
purposes. They often displayed the personal
and social identity of their bearer. Rings
could have spiritual, religious, magical and
or prophylactic meaning and function. They
were standard in many marital ceremonies,
often symbolizing the faithfulness of the
partners. The most common zoomorphic
motifs found on rings of this period are the
eagle and lion'.

In the Museum of Macedonia, there is
a collection of several rings and a goblet
originating from the Bregalnica region
in the northeast part of the modern-day
Republic of Macedonia. They are dated to
the medieval period and deeply reflect the
Byzantine culture, politics and religious
spirit of those times. They are displayed as
an illustrative part of the exhibit of “Heraldry
of Macedonia.” The three rings and goblet
are decorated with heraldic elements.

The first ring originates from “Crkviste”
in the village of Morodvis, near Kocani and is from grave
#94. It is cast in silver and dated from the middle to the
second part of the 13th century. It is decorated with a
double-headed eagle with wings inverted.

The second ring is from grave #357 and has heraldic
symbols. It is cast in silver and is gold plated. At the head
of the ring, an animal is depicted, most probably a lion with
along, curved tail, surrounded by eight stars, the largest of
which is under the lion. The ring is dated from the second
half of the 13th century to the first half of the 14th.?

The third ring is from a grave in the north wall of the St.
Archangel Michael of Lesnovo monastery, near Zletovo.
This ring is also decorated with a double-headed eagle
with wings inverted. This ring is dated from the same
period as the previous one.

In Byzantium, the privileged class owned luxury goods
made of silver, ivory and various types of bones® as
well as other expensive materials. However, everyday
utensils, used by the less wealth, were made of cheap
metal or ceramics. Decorations made of these materials
relate to function or simply to reflect the taste or status
of the owner.

other luxury items, a goblet was
discovered. It is a long-stemmed,
gold plated silver cup. In the central
part, there is a golden lion on a black
background. The goblet may have had ceremonial usage,
but most likely had a profane function.

The items here displayed are exclusively from the
Bregalnica region. Within the territory of Macedonia
there have been many other discoveries with zoomorphic
ornaments and other heraldic symbols. We hope these
items will be more thoroughly researched in the future.

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Under the byzantine citadel in the city of Skopje, on a
fourth of a stadia, peacefully stands the Mustapha Pasha
mosque. At a distance of seventy archins is the Kurshumli
An. Between these two sites lie the decaying contours of
the Museum of Macedonia.

Behind the white facade of this building, an exhibit
opened in 1983, dedicated to the whole of Macedonian
history, entitled: “The History of Macedonia from the
Coming of the Slavs to 1945.”

From the time of that now outdated ideology till today,
stand two sheets of “the decadent Hapsburg Armorial.” The
two sheets of light paper, and a cheap photocopy are a shy
allusion to the lions of Herodotus and the lakes of Mac-
edonia. The artist and calligrapher is Hristofor Zefarovic
of Dojran, an ancient city from biblical times, once burned
to the ground. Lions are no longer found there. They are
in the “mobile cages” of the Museum of Macedonia. Af-
ter New Year’s of 2009, the gifted and talented museum
artists Liljana Mangarovska, Angel Georgiev and Nikola
Angelkoski have walked a fine line, breathing new life into
these old displays.

The concept of chief curator Dragan Georgiev is a
twining of various ideas and visual concepts to present a
narrative with both didactic and representative flair. Skill-
fully maneuvering among these markers and in harmony
with the aforementioned concepts, herald Jovan Jonovski
sees, touches and punctuates the exact heraldic points of
the display, thereby drawing out the thin yet deep and
precise heraldic line.

It is a line of chronology, rich and new, framed in the
heraldic borders named: “Coats of Arms of Alexander the
Great - the Macedonian: Illyrian Heraldry and Macedo-
nian Arms in European Heraldry.”

Enhancing this story are original museum items from
the 13th and 14th centuries of silver- and gold-plating
complete with heraldic symbols from the Bregalnica
river. The silk embroidered flags, with symbols, mot-
toes and messages, are to awake the spirit and ethic of
exploration.

Today, in the Museum of Macedonia, there is less dust,
more color and more truth.

Dr. Snezana Filipova was first to include heraldry
as an elective subject for Medieval studies in the cur-
riculum of the Philosophy Faculty of the Institute of Art
History in 2004. So far, three generations and over 50
students, starting from third year, fifth semester, have
studied this subject, in which there is great interest.
On several occasions the President and Herald of the
Macedonian Heraldry Society addressed the students,
and delivered lectures regarding the history of heraldry
and of the MHS, wearing his Herald’s tabard.

From 2009, students can submit a graduation (Di-
ploma) thesis on heraldry with Dr. Filipova. In the
new curriculum beginning autumn 2009, this subject
will be available to the students of Archaeology. Also,
with the new term 2009/2010 the postgraduate students
of Art and Visual Semiotics will devise and teach the
Heraldic system of symbols.

With the big renaissance and actualization of heraldry
in the former socialist countries, including Macedonia,
‘ / “' as well as the new

discoveries of arms
connected to the ter-
ritory of Macedonia
and through archae-
ological discoveries
(by Prof. Dr. Eliza
Maneva) and with
analysis of the artis-
tic medieval docu-
ments done by Sn-
ezana Filipova, new
subjects for research
and interpretation
emerge. This is a challenge for those students wanting
to dedicate themselves to scientific research or to the
practical application of the knowledge of heraldry in
the bids for new municipal arms, the design of medals
etc. Cooperation with european universities allows
those choosing this subject to spend time at universities
where this subject is taught, to research the armorials
at different libraries, museums, and other repositories
and to be guests of heraldry societies with the possibil-
ity of discovering new coats of arms connected to the
territory of Macedonia or to develop skills for creating
new arms, according to the rules of heraldry, that until
recently were neglected.

The Heraldry project “Magnificent World of Her-
aldry, The Shine of the Coats of Arms” of the Educa-
tional Department of the Museum of Macedonia, was
approved and financed by the Ministry of Culture of the
Republic of Macedonia. This was not the first contact
with heraldry in this museum. First lectures The Basis
of Heraldry” and “Macedonian Heraldry” and meetings
of those interested with the members of the Macedo-
nian Heraldry Society where held in the Museum of
Macedonia in 2006. “The Amazing World of Heraldry”
received great support from Meri
Anicin — Pejoska, the Director of
the Museum of Macedonia, and
archeologists Kiril Trajkovski,
advisor, and Irena Kolistrkoska
— Nasteva, higher custos, as well
as the Department of History of
the Museum of Macedonia. Co-
ordinator of this Project is Lena
Angelkoska, art historian and mu-
seum educator. The project started
on May 18,2007, International Museums Day, with the
lecture: “New Discoveries in Macedonian Heraldry”.
The next lecture in this project, “ The Coat of Arms
— The testimony of Statehood”, took place on July 6,
2007 at the invitation of the National and University
Library “St. Clement of Ohrid” in Bitola. The lecture
was a real event for this city, where for the first time in
their history there was a lecture on this subject! Both
lectures were given by Jovan Jonovski, the Herald and
President of the Macedonian Heraldry Society.

On Nov 1, 2007, Dr. Stoyan Antonov, President of the
Bulgarian Heraldry and Vexillology Society, was the guest
of the Museum of Macedonia with the lecture: “Heraldry
as a System of Symbols”. On November 7, 2007, Dr Vuja-
din Ivanisevic from the Archeological Institute, Belgrade
delivered the lecture: ”Heraldry in Medieval Serbia”.

These lectures by the experts on heraldry — the sci-

their teachers, journalists, representatives of the Rec-
torate of the University of St. Cyril and Methodius, as
well as the representatives of the Government of the
Republic of Macedonia, and others.

This project also included workshops, where art stu-
dents and others were able to design personal and mu-
nicipal Arms. The results of this project are planned to
be displayed at a later date. Future cooperation with the
Museum of Macedonia and MHS, as well as with other
scientific institutions, should result in new information
in this field through the collection of documents and
artifacts as part of the Museum exhibition. Cooperation
of the Museum of Macedonia with the MHS will be
inevitable, long-lasting, and satisfactory.

The project: “Heraldry on the Territory of the Re-
public of Macedonia” for 2008 is an activity of the
Educational Department of the Museum of Macedonia,
approved and financed by the Ministry of Culture of
the Republic of Macedonia. It is managed by Lena
Angelkoska. This long-lasting
project (begun in 2007 with several
lectures) should produce material
for the exhibition of the History
Department at the Museum of Mac-
edonia. It will involve MHS, pro-
fessors of the Art History Institute,
History Department of the Museum
of Macedonia, experts from Serbia,
Bulgaria etc.

On January 28, 2009, a lecture on: “The Mountain
as Symbol in Macedonian Tradition” was delivered by
Prof.Dr. Nikos Causidis, of the Institute of Art History
with Archaeology of the Philosophy Faculty in Skopje.
Several educational workshops took place with students
of the High School for Applied Art and the American
High School form Skopje, under the herald’s baton of
Herald Jovan Jonovski.

Heraldic motifs in Macedonia are present from the very
beginning of heraldry. In the St Pantelejmon in Nerezi, in
the vicinity of Skopje, which was built in 1164. Dr. Snezana
Filipova, for the first time recognizes heraldic images on the
frescos, and describes few of them, even though the frescoes
many times were analysed but not in heraldic context.! In
the next issue, her work on Newest Findings of Heraldic
Art Sources in the Republic of Macedonia.

By her invitation, in March 2009 we visited this mon-
astery church builted by the Byzantine nobleman Alexis
Comnéne, there is a presentation of six Holy Warriors, all
presented with shields. In the naos, on the western wall, on
both sides of the entrance, there are frescoes of three Holy
Warriors. The ligatures of their names on the frescos did not
survive to the present, but with analogies, the identities of
the Warriors have been established.? I performed heraldic
analysis, and here are the findings.

On the left side, there are presentations of St. Mercurius,
St. Theodor Stratilat and St. Theodor Tyron.

St. Mercurius has small round shield facing toward him,
which he holds with his left hand by the straps and the
reinforcments on the back. Obviously the front side of the
shield is not visible.

St. Theodor Stratilat stands in front of his shield, with its
lower edge resting on the ground. He holds it by its straps

from behind. The shield is of typical 12 c. long shape, semi-
circular at the top and with a sharp angle at the bottom. Its
height is up to the Warrior’s belly and is visible enough to be
blazoned. As with other four shields, thr dhield has a golden
decorative frame,though each has distinctive decorations.
The shield is partitioned per cross Vert and Gules. It should
be noted that the fields are damasked with floral patterns.

St. Theodor Tyron also stands in front of his shield, which
is of the same shape as the previous one. He supports it with
his hand at the upper part. The shield has a golden frame,
with a golden bar in the upper part. The color of the shield
did not survive. On the shield there is a golden demi-centaur.
A human face is hidden behind the bar, but the hair, forehead
and eyebrows are visible, though showing that it is a human
head. There continues a human trunk, which merges into a
horse body with clearly visible front legs with hooves. On
the field there are several small 8 pointed suns, which eighter
indicate that the field is seme of suns or, or more probably
is damasking.

On the right side of the entrance, there are frescos of St.
George, St Demetrius and St Nestorius. St George is shown
with his shield resting on the ground, facing the Worrier, who
is holding it by the leashes coming from behind the shield.
Only the golden decorative frame is visible.

St Demetrius stands infront of his shield, and half of it is
visible. It has the same shape as the previous ones with a
golden decorative frame. On the half of the shield there is
a golden bar with the same decorative design as the frame.
The color of the shield did not survive, apart from several
light blue lines, close to the upper edge, which probably were
only adding effect to the basic color. In the upper part, there
are remains of a golden animal head. Most probably it is a
lion’s head. The lion’s posture could not to be determined
since no parts of the body survived. This shield also has 8
pointed suns around the lions head. From the few remaining
suns, it is not possible to determine whether it is a seme field
or, most probably, damasking.

Third on this side is the image of St Nestorius. He holds
a circular shield shown in profile, again with a decorative
golden frame. The colors are clearly visible. The shield is
per fess (per cross) Gules and Vert. At the center there is a
small golden decorative roundel.

This heraldic discovery changes the present ideas in the
heraldry of the chronology and appearance of heraldic
representations as well as their quantity in the Balkans.
This should be a challenge for more detailed analysis of the
cultural heritage of Macedonia.

! “In St. Pantelejmon in Nerezi, Skopje from 1164g., I discovered
the painted shields of the Holy warriors, Teodor Tiron and Teodor
Stratilat, in the lower part of the northern wall left and right of the
entrance in the naos. First shield is very simple, divided in four
fields painted green red/purple. The second shield has light brawn/
orange or golden centaur facing profile placed in the center on white

Herald of MHS has visited the Bulgarian Heraldry and
Vexillology Society, which took part in preparation of the
exhibition in Veliko Trnovo, on one hundredth years of
Bulgarian independence.
