Municipal Heraldry in the
Republic of Macedonia

Republic of Macedonia, once part of Yugoslavia,
gained its independence in 1991. It is a landlocked
country in the Balkan Peninsula in South East Eu-
rope with about 25,000 km? and just over 2 million
inhabitants.

The oldest symbol associated to a territorial entity
in Macedonia, is the flag over Skopje shown on the
Angelino Dulcerti map of 1339. But from the second
half of 14c until 1912 Macedonia was part of the
Ottoman Empire, which did not use any heraldry due
to the Islamic view of usage of images.

The oldest modern Municipal Coat of Arms is
the Arms of the Capital, Skopje, dating from the
beginning of the 1930s. Skopje was
then the administrative centre of
Vardar Banovina of the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia. It was among the first
cities of the part of the kingdom that
was not once part of Austria-Hun-
garian Empire to acquire Arms. An
example of landscape heraldry, the
Arms show the stone bridge with the
river beneath, the fortress, and the
surrounding mountains. Similar idea
was used for a design established
in 1941, when was occupied by the
Kingdom of Bulgaria during WWIL.*
fwl After WWII, the Republic of Mace-
donia had several territorial divisions.
The longest lasting territorial organi-
zation was from 1965 to 1996, which
gave 32 Municipalities.? There was no specific Law,
since territorial organization was regulated by the
Constitutional Law, which did not mention Coats of
Arms or Flags of the municipalities.

By 1970, when Milosh Konstantinov wrote his
article on Municipal heraldry, just seven municipa-
lities replied positively to his enquiry whether they
used a Coat of Arms.? Those were: Skopje, Bitola,
Kumanovo, Krusevo, Ohrid, Struga and Radovis.
Five Municipalities answered negatively, and the
rest did not bother to answer. All Coats of Arms were
designed after the socialist fashion.

The territorial organization of 1996 made 123
Municipalities and the capital City of Skopje with
special status®. For first time this law attempted to
regulate somehow the area of Municipal heraldry.
The Law allowed the Municipalities to have Coats
of Arms and flags.

Article 7 of this Law reads:

Coat of Arms and flag of the Municipalities may be
used after the registration by the institution of State
Administration in charge of local Self-government.>

Later, the new territorial organization of 2004 redu-
ced the number of municipalities to 84 plus the City
of Skopje with special status®.

2. The Municipality Statute has an Article regulating
the obtaining of Arms and flag.

3. The process of obtaining the Arms and the flags is
done according the Municipality Statute,

4. If there is a text in the Arms or flag, that it is first
written in Macedonian language and in Cyrillic alphabet
and then in the language of the minorities, if applicable.

There is no heraldic or other expertise applied to the
proposal, apart from the Opinion obtained from the State
Office of Industrial Property that it is not similar to other
registered Arms and Flags in the 6ter of WIPO.

Once the paperwork is done, the Arms enter the Re-
gister as proposed. And the document is issued that the
Arms and flags could be used.

In other words, there are not any standards nor system
in obtaining heraldic Arms.

However, since the Law does not
prescribe any punitive measures,
many Municipalities choose not to
register their Arms and Flags at all.

Some positive steps could be seen
as there are some municipalities
that directly or indirectly ask the
Macedonian Heraldry Society to see
(only) the shortlisted proposals and
to indicate which ones are heraldic.
However, the Municipal council may
overrule the decision of the Commi-
ssion for Obtaining the Coat of Arms
and flag if they do not like a proposal
indicated as heraldic.™

There are other encouraging mo-
ments, as several municipalities
replaced their old non-heraldic Coat
of Arms with a better one.

The Municipal Coat of Arms

Since the heraldic practice has
been interrupted for over 5 centu-
ries by Ottoman Islamic rule, the
re-emergence of heraldry in the Republic of Macedonia
is in the socialist period. Therefore the influence of
socialist heraldry is strong, with the landscape concept
as the most prevalent concept of Municipal “Coat of
Arms” in the Republic of Macedonia. The core heraldic
idea of usage of general symbols, as used in the heraldic
tradition, to represent specific attributes and qualities
is rather new and is hardly getting to its proper place.
Rather, the design of Arms is more “put all you can on
a shield” with specific real elements and near to photo-
graphic presentation.

In this study, our aim is to look for the basic concept of
heraldry: usage of symbols rather than real presentation.
We will classify all 83 Municipal Arms gathered from

the Wikipedia.'*? The main criterion is how close they
can be, first to the concept of usage of symbols, and
then to the continental heraldic tradition and practices.
Therefore, assessing the Municipal Arms will be more
close to continental heraldry, and those from more
“pure” heraldic tradition may classify them in a lower
category than they appear in this study.

The municipal Arms are classified into five general
categories, and further sub-categories indicating what
should be done to achieve heraldic Arms.

1 Heraldic Arms, Arms that could be considered
as heraldic,

2 Near Heraldic Arms, Arms that could be consi-
dered as heraldic with minor corrections,

3 Possible Heraldic Arms, Arms that could be re-
done in an heraldic manner,

4 Hardly Heraldic Arms, Arms that could be redo-
ne in an heraldic manner with serious redesign, and
reducing the number of elements.

5 Non Heraldic Arms, Arms with no chance of
heraldisation.

1. Heraldic Arms

In this category we have 10 Arms in two sub-cate-
gories, Simple Arms and More complex arms. This is
only a provisional division. Simple Arms: Arachinovo,
Vevchani, Drugovo, Centar, Gosti-
var. More complex arms: Bitola,
Gjorche Petrov, , Kochani, Kriva
Palanka and Radovish.

2. Near Heraldic

In this category we have 10 Arms
in three sub-categories 2a: Removal
of text; 2b: Removal of non heral-
dic elements; 2¢: Correction of the
drawing.

2a Arms: Bogdanci, Mogila, Ne-
gotino and Shtip.

2b Arms: Aerodrom, Removal of
the unknown object below the rising
sun; Ohrid, removal of the World
Heritage Convention symbol and the
text; Rankovce, removal of the neolit
stone carved birds.

2c¢ Arms: Butel, small redistribution of the elements;
Karposh, needs fimbriation of the bullets to comply
with the law of tincture; Shuto Orizari, fixing the colors
to comply with the law of tincture.

3. Possible Heraldic:

In this category there are 10 arms in 3 sub-categories:
3a: Placing of the wreath (and text) off the shield, 3b:
Fixing the color (removing the text), and 3¢: Elements
correction (removal of text).

some other heraldic representation; Prilep, removal
of the unknown symbols in chief and in base; Staro
Nagorichane, removal of text, and bordure; Strumica,

—Obleshevo, sun to be on entire field, removal of all
the birds off shield.

In this category there are remaining 37 arms in four
subcategories: Sa: Realistic landscape, 5b: Symbolic
landscape, Sc: Quasi heraldic and 5d: Logos.

Conclusion

Municipal Heraldry in Macedonia is characterized
by a high percentage of non-heraldic and landscape
socialistic “heraldry”. Out of 83 Arms, 37 or 45%
are Non-Heraldic, nor can be even made heraldic.
Together with the hardly heraldic 13 or 16% makes
60% non-heraldic.

Although there is some regulation of the Municipal
heraldry with an official Register, there is no regu-
lation that requires Municipal Arms to be heraldic.

A regulation is needed in order to have heraldic Coat
of Arms. This could be achieved in two ways: First,
to have a condition that the public invitation for bids
must state that the proposals need to be heraldic. And
second, there should be a regulatory body to confirm
the heraldry of the proposals/already voted on by the
Municipal Council.

Kriva Palanka simit is represented through its
unique form in a specially created new heraldic
symbol named “cruciform pretzel node”. It is pla-
ced on escueton. The author believes that only the
“cruciform pretzel node” on a shield was very like-
able and no overburdened heraldic solution. Eight
cinquefoil rosettes attribute to the symbolic story of
the city. Each rosette has five curves, together giving
forty curves, which coincides with the old toponym
“Sarandapor” which means 40 bends (curves).

On the public bid for determining of the Munici-
pal Coat of Arms and Flag, author suggested two
variants of the same design, in blue and white or
red and yellow “national” variant. There is no doubt
that it is more natural to use the blue as this color is
often used in local heraldry, and would stress more
the symbolism of the fields on the flag representing
the two rivers that merge in the city center. Also, it
is more recognizable when municipal flag is flown
along with the state flag.

Blue-white variant was accepted for the Arms
of the municipality, and an application for entry in
the Register was submitted to the Ministry of Local
Self-Government. A fter confirming the uniqueness
of the symbol of the Bureau of Industrial Property,
the arms and flag entered the Registry of Coats of
Arms and Flags of Municipalities under number 87.
Also, a certificate for the use of municipal symbols
was issued.

But in the meantime, local elections were conduc-
ted, which were won by the other political option,
which soon asked the colors of the just adopted
symbols to be changed from blue-white to red-ye-
llow combination.

The author was asked to transfer right of the se-
cond red-yellow variant. An entirely new procedure
for obtaining consent for use of the emblem and flag
was initiated, which after a few months resultedin
a new solution, which meant formalizing of the
red-yellow color variant of the symbols of Kriva
Palanka. So, the blue and white flag from the mast
in front of municipal buildings finished as an exhibit
in newly opened City Museum.

State Arms in the
amblems of the
defence forces

Signumanistics (Latin signum-
sign and manus-hand) is collectors
branch and auxiliary discipline for
the study of military and police in-
signia. It is a relatively new branch
of collecting, which broke away
from uniformology in the early
90-ies of the last century. The term
signumanistics was introduced by a
Russian collector Gennady Lavov-
ich Plotkin, owner of one of the
largest collections in the world and
author of the journal “Sergant”.

Military and police insignia today
can generally be divided into four
groups:

1. Ranks (oldest military insignia
first appeared as chevrons, worn on
the sleeves);

2. Cockade (metal plates for cap /
hat / beret;

3. Metal breast insignia (badges);

4. Collar insignia,

5. Emblems.

The emblem is a sign that figuratively (sometimes
even with text) denotes the symbol of an idea, of state-
hood, national origin, movements, organizations, par-
ties and more. In the armed forces emblem stands for
background type, gender, profession or rank.! Today
emblems are present in the armed forces of all the
world’s countries. Made with embroidery, gum press or
printing on fabric they usually take the form of a shield,
which is directly influenced by the Knights shields. In
the various armies there are different emblems, and
they are commonly used as symbols of military types
(land army, navy or air force), major military units (di-
visions, corps, brigades, battalions ...), gender, and ser-
vice (infantry, artillery, tank ...). Symbols displayed on
the emblems are diverse, ranging from military sym-
bols and equipment, to the figures existing or mytho-
logical animals. From animals, most often predators
or birds of prey are shown which are symbols of the
bravery of members of the unit and should bring fear
in the opponent. So today, for example, in the Army of
the Republic of Macedonia there are: 1. mechanized
Infantry Brigade ”Scorpions”; 2. mechanized Infantry
Brigade “Leopards”; Special Task Battalion “Wolves”,
and formerly existing reconnaissance battalion “Lynx”,

Emblems as a symbol of affiliation to a particular
army and as a mark of the unit or military type usu-
ally contain the state symbols-Coat of Arms and flag.
Military insignia which are most often also part of
the military flag are an integral element and feature

of military units and,
among others, personify
the state sovereignty, the
country and its armed
forces and are symbol of
military honor and glory.

Insignia in the Repub-
lic of Macedonia for the
units ARM and MI are
regulated in a bylaw -
Decree. Army Decree is
adopted by the President
of Republic, and for MI
is adopted by the Gov-
ernment.

After the establish-
ment of the Army in
March 1992, establish-
ing of the uniform and
uniform insignia of its
members started. On 8
October 1992, the Presi-
dent of the Republic of
Macedonia adopted the
first Decree regarding
insignia the ARM?, in
which the Army has the
state coat of arms as a
mark of affiliation to it.
According to item 2 of
the Regulation mem-
bers of the Army carry
the mark of affiliation to
ARM, the coat of arms
of the Republic of Mace-
donia, on the upper parts
of the sleeve of the uni-
form.

This emblem with the coat of arms of the Republic
later had a slight modification, the circular form was
replaced by elliptical and four such emblems were de-
signed-two for the service uniform (white for NCOs
and yellow for officers on a dark-brown background)
and two for the ceremonial uniform (with the same
colors on a dark-blue background). With the develop-
ment of the Army numerous new units were formed
and numerous insignia was introduced, but the new
Decree on insignia was introduced after 15 years on 3
January 2008. The four emblems with the coat of arms
of the Republic are still used to today, although they
are not regulated with the new Regulation.

The first Decree on uniform and police uniform in-
signia in the Ministry of Interior was adopted by the
Government on 8 February 2000, although they were
in use in the previous years. The coat of arms of the
Republic was not part of any emblem. With the adop-
tion of the new Decree on uniform and police uniform
insignia from August 27 2007 introduced new em-
blems and the coat of arms of the Republic was insert-
ed on the mark of affiliation to the police. According
article 41 of the Decree “the Police affiliation mark
has the shape of a shield, with dimensions of 11,5 x
9,5 cm. It is made in dark blue color cloth on which
with white lettering is woven Republic of Macedonia
and under it POLICE, all of this is underlined with
golden yellow line along the entire inscription, below
the line with white letters is written POLICE and un-
der the inscription POLICE the coat of arms is woven
in the appropriate colors...” *This is the only police
insignia that contains the state coat of arms.

In future a proper military heraldic coat of arms that
would be the only mark of affiliation to ARM is to be
established. A possible solution to the problem of state
coat of arms will be the impetus for changing police
and military insignia containing the old coat of arms
and designing and implementing new ones.

In this issue we present the fourth-ranking state deco-
ration in our country - the Order of Merit for Macedonia.

As a small introduction to the presentation of the Order
of Merit for Macedonia, it would be interesting, first to
mention something about this project.

Any decoration (Order or medal) has little history
of its creation from idea to implementation of the final
design that has practical use. And the Order of Merit for
Macedonia has its own little history, which is presented
briefly in the lines below.

The basic idea in the development of the design of the
Order of Merit was to symbolically presented Macedonia
as a country, as a home, as a single entity, as a cultures,
folklore, tradition, community ... And it all fused into one
character to symbolizes the independence and dignity
of Macedonia. The idea of the author was, through the
appearance of the Order, the authority of the state behind
it to be recognized. And to do something worthwhile for
the motherland!

Hence, the base of the Order of
the author not incidently chose an
eight pointed star of silver, which
was rewarded with first prize by the
expert Commission. It was initialy
designed to be finished withe relief
of spherical fragments that give the
star of the Order special plasticity
and dignity.

Once this design solution was
chosen as the best in the competition
over 250 proposals, the Commission
proposed to intervene in the star
base in a way that it will be with
sharper angles, and rather than finis-
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hing with spherical
fragments, in the
the middle of each
of the eight point
to have one ruby.

insignia in 1918, President Woodrow
Wilson directed the War Department
to establish an office that could orga-
nize military insignia such as metal
badges, ribbons, patches, and flags'
which in terms signifies the foundation
of the US Army Institute of Heraldry.
The institute is composed of heraldic
services and support division, heraldic
design division, technical and produc-
tion division and office of the director.
Each division has its own particular
tasks. For example the heraldic design
division designs heraldic items including insignia,
awards and decorations, flags and seals, advises on
matters relating to official symbolism and the laws
and principles of heraldry. The institute will go on to
adopt a complex system of rules in the fields of he-
raldry and vexillology up against which all American
insignia, flags and decorations are created. The system
is composed of various insignia, each referring to a
cretin military order: divisional, brigade, regimental.

Today divisions and brigades have Shoulder sleeve
insignia (SSI) m Combat Service Identification Bad-
ge (CSIB)? for their main insignia, where as ...each
regiment and separate TOE battalion, if the unit has
wartime service, is, authorized
a coat of arms consisting of shi-
eld, crest, and motto. Regular
Army units without wartime
service are authorized a coat of
arms without the crest.’ These
heraldic achievements are used
as base for the creating of the
distinctive unit insignia (DUI)*.

derful examples of modern day
use of badges. The regimental
coats of arms are especially
interesting. By form they are
medium heraldic achievements
and represent the history of the
regiment, its aspiration and
affiliation.

The flag like insignia is an
essential part of the American
military heraldic system. By
form there are two basic insi-
gnias: flags and guidons. The
flags are divided in several
groups more important of which are: flags of the
United States Armed Forces, organizational colors?
and positional colors®. The first group is composed
of the flags of the Army, US Air Force, Navy, Marine
Corps and the US Coast Guard. The flag of the US
Army has 183 streamers attached to it. The streamers
are insignia for the participation of the Army in mili-
tary campaigns.’ They are a type of heraldic pennant.

The Organizational colors are flags of the distinct
military formations such as: armies, corps, divisions,
brigades. Regiments and separate battalions which
are entitled to a coat of arms, display a variant of the
organizational colors called regimental colors. The
regimental colors represent heraldic banners and are
described as ... a solid color background with an em-
broidered American eagle displayed centered thereon.
In its right talon the eagle holds an olive branch; in its
left talon, a bundle of 13 arrows, all in proper colors.
Its beak grasps a white scroll inscribed with the unit
motto. Below the eagle is a white scroll inscribed with
the designation of the organization. On the eagle’s
breast is embroidered the shi-
eld of the coat of arms and the
crest is above the eagle’s head.
For those organizations with
an approved badge in lieu of a
coat of arms, the eagle’s breast
is feathered and the badge is lo-
cated above the eagle’s head. 3

The positional colors are
used ...to indicate the official
status or rank of certain civili-
an and military officials of the
Federal Government.’ Flags
belonging to this group are:
flag of the President, flag of
the Secretary of Defense and their Vices, flags of the
different chiefs and their Vices etc. Another group
of flags are the Individual flags'® used to indicate the
rank of a general.!"

certain status and individuals, positional colors are a
kind of heraldic standards. One interesting curiosity
is the fact that the highest military decoration of the
US, the Medal of Honor, has its own flag.!

The guidons are ...unit identification markers
approved by HQDA and authorized for
TOE companies, batteries, troops, deta-
chments, and separate platoons.'’ Basi-
cally they are used as additional flags for
the smaller units which are assigned to a
larger military formation. So, the guidons
of the companies of a battalion part of a
regiment have the following description
... The guidons will be the same color as
the organizational color with the appli-
cable branch insignia centered between
the regiment number above and HQ or
company letter below the insignia. The
battalion number is on the horizontal center
line midway between the heading and the
branch insignia."

The American military heraldic system is
huge and cannot be reviewed at one glance.
The insignia described in the upper text
is only the bigger army part. The insignia
of the Navy and the Air force, the branch and rank
insignia, the different types of qualification badges
and military decorations are also part of that system
and we’ll yet have to write about them.

Today, most of us, the first association we make with
the skull and crossbones flag are the Pirates. However,
variations of this flag has been used historically by
Macedonian revolutionaries.

In an article' on the Balkans, and in particular on
Macedonia, published in the Australian newspaper
Sunday Times?®, on 2 July 1940, is given a short
description for the Secret Macedonian-Adrianople
Revolutionary Organization flag:

“...in 1896, formed IMRO Internal Macedonian
Revolutionary Organization®, choosing for a flag the ty-
pically melodramatic crimson skull and cross-bones...*

Similar information, published in the book Warfa-
re: Historical and critical study, describes the flag in
greater detail:

“... IMRO’s motto was “Liberty or Death” and its
flag was black with skull and crossbones ...”°

Describing the situation during the Ilinden Uprising
and the takeover of the city Krushevo
by the Macedonian revolutionaries,
the flag is also mentioned in the book
Macedonia, its people and history:

... and over the city of Krushevo, now
fluttered a red flag instead of the black-
and-white flag with skull and crossbones
which was symbol of the uprising’”’

On the authenticity of these claims,
about the appearance of the flag, indi-
rectly attest that on the hats of several
Macedonian revolutionaries from the
period of the Ilinden Uprising, are
visible representations of skull with
crossbones.

In fact, this is not the only example
of a flag with this symbol when it
comes to the flags of the Macedonian
revolutionaries.

How the flag looked like, we learn
thanks to the description given by
the great Macedonian revolutionary
and author of the Krushevo Manifest,
Nikola Kirov Majski:

“The flag is made of red silk, em-
broidered with golden-yellow thread.
In the middle are two hands embroi-
dered with golden thread. The hands
wield over a palm wreath with a lit

torch over them. The message “Free-
dom or death —flag of the Krushevo’s
cheta” is written around it. The entire
flag is golden threaded with golden
lacing hanging at the ends. The upper end of the flag
holder has a skull above two crossbones, and over the
skull is a cross. All these are golden plated...””

Nikola Kirov Majski mentioned that this flag was
carried by the detachment of Pitu Guli. The bearer of
the flag was Georgi Dimev. When the detachment went
back from the village Sveta to Gumenje, the entire
population of Krushevo kissed and blessed the flag and
passed under it.

On several issues of the newspaper Illustration Ilin-
denll, in the lower part of the front cover can be seen
flag attributed to the Ilinden Uprising. The text inscribed
on this flag is:

“Independent Macedonia - We fight for her, we die
for her”

On the upper end of the flag’s holder, same as on
the flag of Krushevo’s cheta, is present a skull with
crossbones.

It is the same case with the illustration of a flag shown
on the front cover of the Liberty or Death'* newspaper.
On the flag is written the famous slogan of the Mace-
donian revolutionaries, which was also the name of the
newspaper, and on the upper end of the flag’s holder,
same as the two previously mentioned cases, is shown
a skull with crossed bones.

The skull and crossbones is also present on the back
side of the Ilinden flag of Kratovo:

“On the back side of the flag, on black base, also in
the middle of the square is a representation of a dead
man’s head with two crossed bones under the jaw which
symbolizes death.”!*

Typical for this case is that the crossbones shown on
the flag are anatomically correct femoral bones.

The skull and crossbones can also be seen on several

The French journalist and writer Albert Londres re-
ported the presence of the skull and crossbones symbol
among the members of IMRO, in a meeting with Ivan
Mihailov, the leader of IMRO at that time:

,,Behind them, painted in black on the wall, would be
a huge skull with the words “ Liberty or Death “ on a
scroll beneath.*!?

This symbol has become so distinctive and recogni-
zable for IMRO, that the main indicator for which the
authorities understood that Vlado Chernozemski, the
assassin of the Yugoslav King Alexander Karadjordjevic
in 1934, was a member of the Macedonian organization,
was a tattoo on his arm which despite the initials IMRO
had a skull with crossed bones and the inscription “Li-
berty or Death”.'¢

Classification of the symbol skull and crossbones,
on the Macedonian flags, newspaper illustrations of
attributed flags, badges etc., can be done mainly by two
parameters:

1. The presence or lack of the lower jaw (Latin man-
dibula), where:

- The skull has a lower jaw, like the one on the Ilinden
flag of Kratovo.

- The skull has no lower jaw, like on the IMRO badges
after 1919.

2. The way the crossbones are positioned, where they
: can be found:

- Behind the skull as on the badges
of IMRO after 1919.

- Directly under the skull, as
shown on the flag of Krushevo’s
cheta and on the Ilinden flag of

Kratovo.
© The reason why Macedonian
revolutionaries chose to put a skull
and crossbones on their flags is not
known, but it probably relates to the
| reasons why this symbol was used

{ throughout history and is still being
used today.

centuries the skull and crossbo-
nes represented an allegory of
death and mortality, as well as an
universal symbol for lethal toxic
substances. According to this, one
of the reasons why the Macedonian
revolutionaries used this symbol on
their flags was probably to attempt
of psychological warfare, and the
intimidation of their enemies.

On the fearful meaning of this
IMRO symbol, in the book Balkan
ghosts: a journey through history
is written:

»IMRO, radicalized by the defeats of 1913 and
1918, became a terrorist state within a state, and,
helped by its skull-and-crossbones insignia, became
synonymous in the outside world with hate and vio-
lent nihilism.*!”

Another reason could be the emi-
nent uncompromising slogan of the
Macedonian revolutionaries “Li-
berty or Death”. According to this
slogan, the fight for Macedonia sho-
uld be taken until the last breath and
to the last man, until Macedonia is
liberated. Appropriate example for
this is the regiments of the British
Royal Army nicknamed “Death or
Glory Boys”, similar to the slogan
of the Macedonian revolutionaries,
who also for its emblem has the
skull and crossbones symbol.

Flag of Latvia

It seems that the Estonians find a
special place in history as an inspiration
| for other nations’ flags. Not only that
they fought against the Danish during
the legendary creation (or should we
| say, granting) of their flag, but also their
 neighbors, the Latvians, have a similar

legend about their own flag.
| The Legend: A Latvian castle was
surrounded by Estonian troops. The sie-
ge lasted several weeks and the starving
residents considered surrender. The only
alternative was to charge over the battlements to break the
enemies lines. Knowing this, an old kokle (Latvian lute)
player, suggested a short prayer and full scale attack. A ram
was sacrificed and the old man took off his shirt and dipped
it in the sacrificial rams blood. The shirt was completely
soaked in blood except where it had been held. The old
man attached this red-white-red coloured material to a
shaft. Waving this as a standard the warriors attacked and
drove their enemy away. Ever since then Latvian fighters
have used this flag.

The Reality: In the late 1860’s one Latvian student, La-
utenbach-Jusmins at the University of Tartu, found in the
Rhyme Chronicle of Livonia (the chronicle of the Order
of Livonia in two volumes written in rhymes, recording
the history of Baltic’s from the 1290’s and glorifying the
German crusaders) at lines 9219 through to 9223 infor-
mation on the Latvian flag:

“A Brother and a hundred men had come from Wenden
to Riga to defend the land, as I have heard. They had been
notified. They came in a courtly manner, with a red banner
which was crossed by white, in the manner of the Wen-
ds. Wenden is the name of a castle from which this flag
bacame known, and it is located in the land of the Letts,
where women ride in the same fashion as men do. I can
tell you this in all truth, this is the banner of the Letts.

The current design of Latvian flag was approved in
May 1917, at a meeting of the Art Promotion Association.
Several proposals were reviewed. Finally the design with
red-white- red flag having colour ratio 2:1:2 was accepted.
The designer was Ansis Cirulis. The design was officially
adopted as the Latvian flag. During the Soviet era the use
and keeping of this flag was prohibited. Only in the spring
of 1990 was the red-white-red flag restored as the official
Latvian flag.

A modern legend says that after the prohibition of the
Latvian flag by the Soviet regime, Latvians became fanatic
supporters of the football club Spartak Moscow, because
its colour were red-white-red and matches were a good
opportunity to expose the prohibited flag.

However, the authorities understood the trick quickly,
and Spartak was ordered to change its colours.
