ABSTRACT

Every European region and country
has heraldry of some form. In this paper
we will consider the “real heraldry”
(really used in Macedonia as oppose
fictitious one) in the People’s/Socialist
Republic of Macedonia, understood as
the multitude of coats of arms, and armorial
knowledge and art. It covers the earliest preserved
heraldic motifs and coats of arms found in
Macedonia in the pre-Ottoman period. Also real
heraldry that existed in the territory as well as
the State and municipal heraldry of the P/S R
Macedonia. The paper covers the development
of heraldry as both a discipline and science and
the development of the heraldic thought in SR
Macedonia until its independence in 1991.

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Heraldry in Macedonia and its study, for
long time was centred around the phenomenon
of the appearance of fantastic and attributed
arms of Macedonia in the “Illyrian Armorials®!
designed and used outside Macedonia with no
real connection to the actual Macedonia (Mart-
koBcku 1970). Further it was widened to include
the attributed arms of Alexander the Great,
found in European medieval culture, literature
and armorials (Jonovski 2009b). In this paper
we will consider the real heraldry that exists
in the People’s(P)/Socialist(S)/Republic(R) of
Macedonia, understood as the wide variety of
coat of arms, and the armorial knowledge and
art (Neubecker 1997, 10). It covers the earliest
preserved proto-heraldic motifs and coats of
arms found in Macedonia. It also covers the State
and municipal heraldry of the P/S R Macedonia
as well as the development of heraldry as both
discipline and science and the development of
Heraldic thought in SR Macedonia.

The first real heraldry in Macedonia is a
reflection of the “Illyrian heraldry*, especially
by Zhefarovic (Kedhaposuu 1741) translation of
Stemmatographia of Vitezovic (Vitezovic 1701).

PRE-OTTOMAN HERALDRY

In the Balkans, below the Danube, heraldic
practices were in their infancy before the Ottoman
Empire seized the region at the end of the 14" and
beginning of the 15" centuries. The oldest proto-
heraldic motifs in P/S R Macedonia are found
in the monastery church of St Pantelejmon in
Nerezi, in the vicinity of Skopje, built in 1164 by
the Byzantine nobleman
Alexius Comnenus.
There is a presentation
of the six Holy Warriors
depicted with shields. On
both sides of the entrance
to the main sanctuary,
there are frescoes of
three Holy Warriors
each. The text with their
names on the frescos
has not survived, but the
identities of the Warriors

On the left side (Fig.
1), there are presentations
of St Mercurius, only
the reverse of the shield
is visible; St Theodor
Stratilat with his shield per
cross Vert and Gules, the
field diapered with floral
patterns; and St Theodor
Tyron: The colours of his
arms have not survived,
but on the shield there is a golden demi-centaur.
Also, on the field there are several small eight-
pointed suns, which either indicate that the field is
semé of suns Or, or more probably are diapering.

On right side (Fig. 2) are St George: only the
reverse of his shield is visible; the colours of St
Demetrius’ shield did not survive, but are probably
Azure, charged with a lion Or. The posture cannot
be determined since no
parts of the body has
survived. On the field
there are several small
eight-pointed suns,
which — as before — either
indicate that the field is
semé of suns Or or, more
probably, diapering. The
third is St Nestorius: his
shield is per fess (or per cross) Gules and Vert
(Jonovski 2009, 24).

The existence of personal heraldry of the
14" and 15™ century in the region is proven by
material artefacts. Most of them are just with an
heraldic helm and a crest. The oldest
heraldic representation on coins is
of King Stefan Dushan Nemanjic
(Skopje was his capital where he was
crowned in 1346), where a helmet
with a crest of a feather is presented.
The coins were minted somewhere
between 1335 and 1345 (Fig. 3).
The arms of the Nemanjic dynasty
are found in the Illyrian armorials
(end 16"C) with the blazon Gules
a double headed-eagle each head

crowned Argent (Fig. 4). This differs from the
heraldry used on his coins.

On the tombstone of King Dushan’s great
duke and general, Nikola Stanjevic (1346-1371),
the founder of the monastery of St Stephen in
Konche near Radovish, there is a helmet with a
cushion and feather (Fig. 5).

who in 1365 was
promoted to king.

His son King Marko was his co-ruler until his
father's death in 1371 at the Battle of Maritsa.

They came from the Mrnjavcevic
family, whose coat of arms is
present in the Illyrian armorials
(Fig. 6). The crest is a girl holding
a flag per Pale Argent and Gules
with an eagle counterchanged. On
coins which he minted and on a seal
preserved on a charter from 1370 in
Dubrovnik, there is a helmet with
a crest with the head of a princess
with a crown. Two branches emerge
from the helmet, which may be part
of a mantle (Fig. 7).
Another  ruler after the
disintegration of Dushan’s Empire,
was Vuk Brankovic, who in 1377
captured Skopje from King Marko.
Brankovici’s family coat of arms is
found in the Illyrian armorials with a
lion between two horns (Fig. 8). The
same motif is found on a seal of Vuk
Brankovic, which is earliest found
with the entire coat of arms, with a
shield, helmet and crest (Fig. 9). The

shield depicts a lion between two horns, a motif

repeated on the crest (MBannmesuh 2004, 227).

At the end of the 14th century even lesser
nobles also had coats of arms. A ring from the
necropolis in Vodocha shows a whole coat of arms
with a shield, helmet and crest (Fig. 10). The shield

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is checky and the crest probably is a
wolf. Around the ring there is a text
“Respect the slave of God Hlpen”
which may be related to Radoslav
Hlapen, ruler of Ber and Voden, the
father of Jelena, the wife of King
Marko (Manesa 2007, cat no 40).

Soon afterwards, under the
Ottoman Empire and its Islamic
conception of art, heraldry in the
area ceased to exist. Some of the
families migrated abroad and
acquired coats of arms, but already
as part of that local society.

REAL HERALDRY

The imaginary heraldry of literary
and works of art of the European
culture connected to Macedonia,
especially the Illyrian heraldry,
Zhefarovic's work in particular,
turned into real heraldry. The
blazon Or a lion Gules is painted
on the iconostasis of the Monastery
of St Ivan of Rila in the Pirin part of
Macedonia (present day Bulgaria).
The monastery was built by Hrelja
Ohmuchevic (the claimed ancestor of
Don Pedro Ohmuchevic), who built
the tower in 1335 and the church in
1343. The church that stands today
was built in 1834-1837, and was

painted in 1844-1846 by the Razlovei and
Samokov painting school. On the northern part of
the iconostasis four coats of arms appear: Serbian,

Bulgarian, Bosnian, and Macedonian.
The Macedonian coat of arms is on
the lower row, right on the portal
(Fig. 11).

The same heraldic motive appears
on the Macedonian flag of the
Razlovei Uprising of 1876, created
under the guidance of a teacher from
Razlovei, Dimitar Pop Georgiev-
Berovski. On it a red lion appears,
uncrowned and with one tail. That
lion, together with the inscription
“MAKE/JIOHISI” in an arc, is set on

a gold rectangle shifted toward the hoist
(Fig. 12). The lion’s appearance comes
from Zhefarovic’s Stemmatographia
(among Georgiev -Berovski’s personal
effects were several attempts to draw
the Stemmatographia lion). The flag
was also used in the Macedonian
(Kresna) Uprising of 1878 (MuspkoBHK
2003, 23).

From 1912, the part of Macedonia
in question was integrated into the
Kingdom of Serbia, and the Serbian
coat of arms was used: Gules a
double-headed eagle with
inescutcheon, Gules a cross between four furisons
all Argent (Kpyna 2006). From 1918, Serbia was
incorporated into the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenes (latter called Yugoslavia) and its
arms were used in Macedonia: a double-headed
eagle with marshalled coats of arms on its chest.
The shield is partitioned per fess, dexter per pale:
(1) Serbia- Gules a cross between four furisons all
Argent, (2) Croatia — Checky Gules and Argent;
(3) Slovenia — Azure, a star Or and in base a
crescent Argent. (JoBanosuh 2010, 103).

The first appearance of a coat of arms of the
city of Skopje, then the capital of the region
Vardar Banovina, is dated 21 February, 1928,
probably being a proposal. The coat of arms
depicts a shield with a stone bridge, under which
a river flows, as well as a landscape behind
the bridge with mountains and rivers. Behind
the mountain, behind the clouds, the sun rises.
Behind the shield there is a large mantle with
a crown. The coat of arms of the Kingdom
of Serbs, Croats and Slovene is
also given non-heraldically in
the composition. The picture is
black and white and the author’s
signature is present: probably “fig.
Dj. Sutulac” (Fig. 13).

The Coat of Arms of the City
of Skopje, together with the arms
of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia
appears embossed on a book cover
in the private collection of King
Alexander Karadjordjevic (AmoBuh

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Spanish style and it is crowned with
“the crown of Tsar Dushan” It is a
landscape composition of the stone
bridge fortress and a mountain (Fig.
14). These arms are used on a 1937
diploma of the Vardar Banovina
firefighting organisation, where it
shows the large Arms of Skopje -
the shield being borne on the breast
of a double-headed eagle (Fig. 15). From
the same period there is another emblazon
(Fig.16).

During WWIIL, under the Bulgarian
administration, on 12% July 1941, the
following arms was adopted: “Kale
Fortress, a lion flying a red flag, with wheat
stalcs, and the Shar Mountains, Bridge
over the river Vardar; for a motto, ‘Blesti
and Blagodenstvuva’ (Shines and Lives
Well)” (Ilpotokon 1941). The Ministry of
the Interior and National Health granted
permission on 6" October 1941 for the
use of the Arms, but the red flag which the
lion was flying had to be replaced with the
Bulgarian tricolor (Aupekmus 1941). The
image was not preserved (Jonovski 2013).
The oldest representation of the arms

of post-war Skopje is from a 1950s

tourist map. The Arms of Skopje
have the following blazon: per fess

Azure and Vert, upon a base Gules a

fortress Argent and in base a bridge

Argent with five arches (Fig. 17).

From 1969, till today, the arms of
A Skopje have the same composition
of 1931 but on different shield.

COAT OF ARMS OF P/S R MACEDONIA

The Coat of Arms of the People’s Republic

of Macedonia was adopted as the first item on
the agenda of the Second Extraordinary Session
of the National Assembly, held in Skopje on 26
July 1946. The Law on the Coat of Arms of the
People’s Republic of Macedonia, in Article 1,
describes this coat of arms:

The coat of arms of the People’s Republic

of Macedonia is a field surrounded by wheat

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leaves, which at the bottom are connected with
a ribbon embroidered with folk motifs. On the
ribbon is written “N. R. Macedonia.’” At the top
is a five-pointed star. In the middle of the field is
a mountain, a river flows at its foot. Behind the
mountain the sun rises (3akoH 3a Tp6 1946).

This was a purely landscape composition,
with the sun rising behind the central element,
a mountain, designed by Vasilije Popovic-Cico
(Fig. 18).

Two days later the newspaper Nova
Makedonija, the organ of the People’s
Front of Macedonia functioning as
an official journal, published this law
together with an image of the coat of
arms and an explanation:

The coat of arms of the People’s
Republic of Macedonia is a symbol
of freedom and brotherhood of the
Macedonian people and the wealth
of the Macedonian land. The wheat
stalks, poppy fruits, and tobacco leaves
represent the wealth of Macedonia and the
diversity of its economy. The five-pointed star
symbolises the national liberation war with
which the Macedonian people won freedom.
The national motif on the ribbon expresses the
richness and beauty of the national essence. In
the middle of the field is Mount Pirin, the largest
in Macedonian and the centre of the People’s
Liberation Wars in the past, and the river that
flows is the river Vardar, the most famous
Macedonian river in the Republic. Pirin and
Vardar simultaneously represent the unity of all
parts of Macedonia and the ideal of our people
for national unification. The sun represents the
free and creative life in Macedonia (HapogaoTo
1946).

The arms of the People’s Republic of
Macedonia are a symbol of freedom, fraternity,
and the wealth of the Macedonian land. The
five-pointed star is a symbol of the National
Liberation War (as a means of gaining freedom
rather than a symbol of Communist ideology).
Among the main internal elements, the mountain
and the river represent the Pirin and Vardar
parts of Macedonia. The two elements together
represent the “unity of all parts of Macedonia and

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the ideal of our people for national unification.”
The ideal of national unification, was still alive
with the idea of a Balkan Federal Republic of
Josip Broz Tito and Georgi Dimitrov with the
union of Yugoslavia and Bulgaria, which would
have merged Vardar with Pirin Macedonia.

The sun symbolizes freedom and creativity.
It meant that now the people could freely declare
themselves Macedonian in every respect. The
symbolism coincides fully with the meaning
of the texts of the two anthems—the sun of
freedom. The elements collectively symbolize
the liberation and unification of the material and
spiritually rich Macedonia through the National
Liberation War.

The slightly-altered arms, appeared in the first
constitution adopted 31 December 1946. The
ribbon’s text is omitted entirely (Ycras 1946).
The final version was used from 6 August 1947,
with an elliptical instead of circular field. This
design would be used for the next 62
years (Fig 19).

The emblem of the People’s
Republic of Macedonia was not
designed according to heraldic
principles and therefore is not an
heraldic coat of arms, although it may
be analysed using heraldic concepts.
According to the official description,
the emblem is a field surrounded by a
wreath. Therefore, as a lesser coat of
arms, the field may be considered as a
shield, while all elements that are not completely
on the oval shield may be considered external
ornaments.

A wreath - although not unknown in classical
heraldry -put together with the red five-pointed
star, demonstrates socialist design.

In later versions of the arms, the relationship
and distribution of the elements in the field
changed. The mountain on the 1946 arms is 1/4
of the height of the field, on the 1947 arms it is
5/8 of the height of the field (its area increased
by 2/3). The solar disk is reduced slightly in
diameter, but raised so that its upper edge moved
from 1/3 to 2/3 of the height of the field. The
ratio of the diameter of the sun and the field is
approximately 1:2.

Neither the Constitution nor any other
Law provided specifications for the arms of
Macedonia, resulting
differing mostly in the size of the five-pointed
star—which often surface when the arms are
printed, embroidered, or stylised on other
materials. Each institution had its own version
of the graphic design.

MUNICIPAL HERALDRY
The Socialist Republic of Macedonia had
several territorial divisions after the Second
World War. Then in 1965 districts were abolished
and a single-level administrative system with
32 municipalities was introduced (with the
capital city, Skopje, as a separate administrative
unit with five municipalities). The territorial
divisions were governed by the Constitutional
Law, which made no mention of arms or flags
of the municipalities, so there was no regulation
at all, and some municipalities used Socialist

“coats of arms”.

The influence of “socialist
heraldry” was strong, with the
landscape as the most prevalent

specific attributes and qualities is
rather new and has hardly arrived at
its proper place.

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in 1972 only seven municipalities
responded positively when asked if
theyused a coat of arms: Skopje, Bitola
(Fig. 20), Kumanovo, Krushevo,
Ohrid, Struga, and Radovish (Fig. 21).

HERALDRY AS SCIENCE AND ART

The development of interest in and study
of coats of arms and heraldry can be divided
into four levels: recognition, collectibles, study
and the developed phase (JoHOB-
ckr, 2019b, 106). The first stage -

recognition — the recognition of the
existence of heraldic emblems and
heraldic compositions, often applied
to various objects. Often at this
stage it is not possible to distinguish
whether the emblem is really heraldic
or just similar.

The second stage - collecting -
is “collecting images” with coats of
arms where only basic information
about the coat of arms is known, i.e.
its bearer. The third stage is a study - a study of
the relationships and circumstances of obtaining,
displaying, inheriting the coat of arms and
possible changes, as well as the parties involved.

The fourth, the developed phase — includes
the study of rules and principles, for composition,
ratio of figures, etc., but also blazoning (the
syntax and terminology used in the technical
description of coats of arms). Important parts
of this phase are both the practical and the
problematic approaches. The practical approach
in creating coats of arms, and the problematic
one - what can and what cannot be used/done or
what is better to do when creating coats of arms.

HRISTOFOR ZHEFAROVIC

The firstto deal with heraldry in Macedonia and
beyond was Hristofor Zhefarovic, a Macedonian
painter, icon painter, copper engraver, born in
Dojran. He studied in Thessaloniki and then left
for the Karlovac diocese. He achieved his greatest
fame among the South Slavs through his engraving
and publishing work, and the first Serbian printing
shop in Vojvodina in present day Serbia. He
died in 1753 in Moscow. In 1741 he published
the Slavic translation of the Stemmatographia
of Pavle Riter Vitezovic, published in 1701 in
Latin. Zhefarovic’s translation was published on
21 October 1741 in Vienna, on the day Arsenie

In the second
part of the Stemmatographia, an explanation is
given for each coat of arms. Unlike Vitezovic’s
Stemmatographia, which was written in Latin,
Zhefarovic’s is written in Slavic and was available
to everyone whether they were literate or not, as it
was an album of pictures of coats of arms, rulers
and saints (MatkoBcku 1970, 125).

Apart from the translation of the Stemma
tographia, which will become the first illustrated
manual in heraldry, no other heraldic texts by
Zhefarovic are known, which puts him in the first
phase of knowledge of heraldry, only recognising
and transmitting images of coats of arms.

JORDAN HADZI KONSTANTINOV-
DZINOT

Jordan Hadzi Konstantinov-Dzinot (1821-
1882), “heraldry, as a subject, was included in
the curriculum for third grade students (“The
first (oldest) children) from the educational
process he performed at the school in Veles and
Skopje, probably in Prilep as well” according to
Shoptrajanov (LllomrpajanoB 1999, 62). Dzinot
was a great follower of the great Croatian
revivalist Ljudevit Gaj (1809-1872), from whom
he probably inherited his love of heraldry. No

The only
teaching tool available to Dzinot was presumably
Zhefarovic’s Stemmatographia.

DIASPORA

Other important figures from this period, who
are from Macedonia but lived and worked in
Bulgaria, are Georgi Balaschev and Stefan Badzov.

Georgi (Gjorgji) Balaschev (1869 Ohrid - 1936
Sofia) was an historian and publicist. He graduated
from the Thessaloniki Exarchate Gymnasium and
went to Sofia where he studied history, then to
Vienna where he graduated in Slavic studies. He was
a teacher at the first Sofia Boys’ High School and
worked at the National History Museum in Sofia.
He was an acquaintance of Krste Pertkov Misirkov,
the founder of modern Macedonian language, from
their joint residence in Belgrade (1889) and in Sofia
(1890), and was part of the Young Macedonian
Literary Society, and of their newspaper ‘“Loza”
where he published under the pseudonym Ezerski.
He wrote an article about the Bulgarian state coat of
arms in the magazine “Minalo” in 1909 (banacues
1909, 175).

Stefan Badzov (1881 Krushevo - 1953
Sofia). In 1906 he finished study of decoration
and fresco painting in Prague, then left for
Bulgaria where in 1908 he became a professor
at the National Academy of Arts in Sofia, where
he taught decoration. He designed medals,
diplomas, banknotes, stocks, emblems, stamps
and more. He is the author of the coat of arms
of the Kingdom of Bulgaria in 1927. His other
works in heraldry are not known.

ALEKSANDAR SOLOVJEV

Aleksandar Vasilievich Solovyev (1890
Kalisz near Grodno, Russian Empire, now
Poland - 1971 Geneva) was a Russian historian
specialising in medieval history and medieval
heraldry. He was educated in Warsaw, then
within the Russian Empire, where he graduated
from the Faculty of Law in 1912, and then the
Faculty of History and Philology. Then in 1917
he fled Russia and in 1920 came to Belgrade
where he worked as an assistant at the Faculty
of Law. After World War II he was not accepted
by the communist authorities and in 1951 fled

to Geneva where he worked as professor of
Slavic studies. He studied Illyrian heraldry and
published many articles, the most important of
which are The Origin of Illyrian Heraldry and
the Ohmucevic Family, Contributions to Bosnian
and Illyrian Heraldry, and History of the Serbian
Coat of Arms, published in Melbourne in 1958. He
became a member of the International Academy
of Heraldry in 1967. He died in Geneva in 1971
(;,Anexcanmap ComosjeB*).

His connection to Macedonia is his article
“The Flag of Stefan Dushan above Skopje in the
year 1339” Published in the Journal of Skopje
Scientific Society in 1936, making it the first
heraldic article published in what will become
P/S R Macedonia. (ConogjeB 1936, 345)

GEORGI SHOPTRAJANOV

The first to deal more with heraldry is Georgi
Shoptrajanov, born in Veles on 2 February 1907,
a Macedonian philologist, university professor
and cultural and educational figure, the first
Macedonian doctor of linguistics and literature. He
completed his primary education and high school
in his home town. As a student at the Faculty of
Philosophy in Skopje (1926-1930), on 4 September
1927, he was elected an Assistant,
so becoming the first Macedonian
with auniversity title. Shoptrajanov,
specialising in Geneva, Paris and
Dijon, Burgundy where he became
interested in heraldry while working
on his doctoral dissertation, which
he defended in 1935. In 1937 he
was accepted as a corresponding
member of the Société Frangaise
d’Héraldique et de Sigillographie
(French Society of Heraldry and
Sigilography) from Paris. After
the Liberation he became the first
director of the National Library in
Skopje until 1946, and was one of
the first professors at the Faculty

HERALDRY IN SR MACEDONIA

STJEPAN ANTOLJAK

Stjepan Antoljak, born in Doboj on 29 August
1909 - an historian, university professor, member
of the Macedonian Academy of Sciences and
Arts, dealt with heraldry on a more serious level.
He graduated in history (1933) and received his
doctorate (1935) at the Faculty
of Philosophy in Zagreb. He was
the director of the State Archives
in Zadar (1946-1952), worked as
a research associate at the State
Archives in Rijeka (1953—1956),
was professor at the Faculty of
Philosophy in Skopje (19561969,
1969-1975 part-time), and in
Prishtina (1963-1969). He was
the head of the Department for
Ancient and Medieval History of
Institute of National History (INI)
in Skopje (1967-1971) and became
a Member of the Macedonian
Academy of Sciences and Arts
in 1979. He died in Zagreb on 14
May 1997 (Kopobap 2009, 71).

Stiepan Antoljak taught auxiliary historical
sciences (publishing a book titled Auxiliary
Historical Sciences) at the University of Skopje
from 1966, which includes a section on heraldry
(Fig. 25). Antoljak gives an initial overview of
heraldry by listing sources, briefly paying attention
to the coats of arms of the republics in SFRY. He
is the first to mention the Macedonian coat of arms
and its two editions as a Or a lion Gules and vice
versa. He was the first who gave a definition of
heraldry in Macedonia: “Heraldry is an auxiliary
historical science that deals with the study of the
origin and development of coats of arms according
to the established rules and determines the manner
of artistic and descriptive representation of the coat
of arms.” (AuTospaK 1966, 268)

For Stjepan Antoljak: “The coat of arms
is a permanent designation of individuals,

ALEKSANDAR MATKOVSKI

Aleksandar Matkovski was an orientalist
historian, born in Krushevo on 5 May 1922.
He was a member of the Communist Party of
Yugoslavia and a participant in the National
Liberation War. After the Liberation he graduated
from the Pedagogical Schools in Skopje and
Belgrade and the Faculty of Philosophy (history
group) in Skopje in 1951. In 1957, he received
his doctorate at the Faculty of Philosophy in
Zagreb and became the first Macedonian doctor
of historical sciences. He also graduated from
the Faculty of Philology in Belgrade - Oriental
Philology Group in 1961, becoming the first
Orientalist in SR Macedonia. While studying,
he was employed as a teacher and professor in
several primary and secondary schools (until
the end of 1954), and then began his scientific
career at the Institute of National History
until his retirement in 1987. He was elected a
corresponding member of the Macedonian
Academy of Sciences and Arts in 1986, and a full
member in 1991. He spent many years studying
in Cairo, Baghdad and Istanbul. In addition to the
Ottoman period, he dealt with other topics from
the Macedonian past, as well as the history of the
Jews in Macedonia, Macedonia in the works of
foreign travel writers and others. He died on 15
April 1992 (Mnanenoscku 2009b, 928).

Matkovski is the first to deal more seriously
with heraldry. He became interested in heraldry
when, according his wife, he found out that in
a monastery near Fojnica in Bosnia there is a
Roll of arms in which, besides the other coats
of arms, there is the coat of arms of Macedonia,
(MartkoBcka 2001). Sometime around 1964
he visited the Fojnica Monastery, where he
photographed this coat of arms (AE 53/1-5).
In 1968 he started writing articles on this topic
which he published in various magazines. In his
legacy at the Macedonian Academy of Sciences
and Arts, the Foundus Aleksandar Matkovski,
there are preserved manuscripts of his articles,

well as bibliographic materials that he used or
tried to find.*

Thus, in the fundus there are 78 numbered
sheets with data for bibliographic units, as well
as their signature in the National and University
Library in Skopje or in the library of INI if it is
available in these libraries, i.e. it is indicated is
not part of the Library (21) (AE 64/1-159). The
bibliographic units are taken from other articles
and books, which Matkovski thought would help
him. >

Those are mostly old works, three from the
16th century, two from the 17th century, one

from the 18th century and 16
from the 19th century. From
the 20th century onwards,
18 are from before the First
World War, 18 from the
interwar period and only two
from after the Second World
War. Some do not have a
date. The latest bibliographic
unit is Aleksandar Solovjev’s

the literature published before the Second World
War, primarily by the works of Aleksandar
Solovjev.

From correspondence with colleagues, it
appears that the oldest preserved letter in the
fundus is from 1966, sent from Sofia, Bulgaria.
It says “the sender is illegible” (AE 63/I-I1I).
But Stoyan Antonov recognizes the signature
- Todor Gerasimov (1903-1974), professor of
numismatics at Sofia University. In it, Gerasimov
recommends reference works on the coats of
arms of the Balkan countries to Matkovski: the
article by Balaschev and the works of Solovjev.
This determines more closely the time when
Matkovski’s interest in heraldry appears, or
more precisely the history of the Macedonian
coat of arms, as well as its cataloguing. Starting

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sometime in 1968, Matkovski wrote several
articles and letters in the media, several of which
are preserved in his legacy from the Macedonian
Academy of Sciences and Arts.

There are two articles that are not dated. The
first is probably from the early stage of research
on this issue. They are: “The oldest Macedonian
coats of arms” an article about the Macedonian
coat of arms in the coat of arms of Korenic -
Neoric, unknown date (AE 52/1-9). The second is
from a later period - “Macedonian coats of arms
in the past” - a popular text, without footnotes
which, in 12 pages, makes an inventory of the
coats of arms found in Macedonia until then, an
unknown date (AE 46/11/1-12).

During 1968, he worked on the book with
the working title “The old coat of arms of
Macedonia and other Macedonian coats of arms
(Contribution to the Macedonian heraldry)”
(AE 45/1-377). The text is written in pencil on
paper, often in a different format. Namely, the
text is written on the back of various documents
such as reports, invitations, forms, etc., but also
on wrapping paper, even on napkins. Often parts
of the leaves are cut off that have probably fallen
out of the text.

The book is then written on a Latin typewriter,
from which proof prints were made and given
to the author to correct, with marked places
for pictures. The Matkovski fundus also has
several sets of zinc clichés needed for printing
the coats of arms in colour. The whole process
took two years, and the book was published in
1970, which mainly talks about the presence of
the lion in the Illyrian coats of arms. The book
has a modest part of the theoretical heraldry and
appropriate terminology, probably due to the fact
that Macedonian heraldic thought is still in its
infancy and lacks a more significant explanation
for the symbolism of the lion.

The most fruitful year was 1969 with letters
and articles, when Matkovski was most engaged
in writing his book.

“Macedonian coats of arms from 1340 do not
exist” - a letter reaction to the article published
in the Journal (OKypran) on 11 October 1969 (the
day of beginning of the fight against Fascism in
1941). According to Matkovski, the author of

and the magazine Macedonia on the House of
Emigrants. In the letter, Matkovski mentions
that he personally, and not Dimovski, was the
first to see and present to the Macedonian public
four years ago the Fojnica Armorial and the
Macedonian coat of arms. In the letter on five
typewritten pages, Matkovski writes about the
previous knowledge of the origin and dating of
the Fojnica Armorial, which refutes the thesis
that the Macedonian coat of arms presented there
is from 1340 (AE 53/1-5).

“The oldest coat of arms of Macedonia”,
published in History, year V., 1969, book 1 (AE
49/1-15). In this article, Matkovski gives an
overview of the beginning of heraldry in general
and of the Illyrian heraldry of Ohmuchevic,
completely taking over the narrative of
Soloviev. Finally, he mentions the coat of arms
of Macedonia only from the coat of arms of
Korenic-Neoric from 1595.

“Old Coat of Arms of Macedonia”, published
in the Yugoslav Historical Journal 1969, 1,2.
The text is on 12 typewritten pages plus three
pages of notes. He mostly quotes Aleksandar
Soloviev and his two works: “The Origin of
lllyrian Heraldry and the Ohmuchevic Family”
from 1933. and “Contributions to Bosnian and
lllyrian Heraldry” from 1954 (AE 47/1-15).

Matkovski did not limit his heraldic opus
only to Macedonia and its heraldry. Thus he
wrote about the “Heraldic representation of
the Ottoman Empire in Europe” published in
Glasnik INI 1969, XI1, 1-2 (AE 229/1).

Among the more important articles are
“Albanian coats of arms in the past” published in
Albanian in Pristina in 1969 (Matkovski 1969).
Thus, Matkovski is not only the founder of the
Macedonian, but also of the Albanian heraldry.
The text contains 103 typewritten pages, with
five photos and three negatives of coats of arms
from Albania (AE 68/1-103).

After the publication of the book he wrote
letters of reactions. Such a reaction is to a text
published in “Borba” on 10 October 1971 by
Kosta Timotejevic about the coats of arms of the
Yugoslav republics. Matkovski reacted to the

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statement that Macedonia had no Arms before
1945. He set out in five pages that such a coat
of arms did exist and invited Timotejevic to
consult his book “Coats of Arms of Macedonia”
(AE 50/1-10). This is the latest article from
Matkovski’s fund at the Macedonian Academy
of Sciences and Arts.

His last known work for this period is in
1972, a collection of 21 slides of coats of arms
and a small 16-page brochure with a description
of the slides were published and presented to
schools. The publication is at the Institute for
Cultural-Educational and Educational Film of
SR Macedonia, Skopje (MatkoBcku 1972).

The book Coats of Arms of Macedonia
was republished in facsimile in 1990
(MatkoBckn 1990) from which arose
much interest in heraldry. Matkovski
started writing letters in newspapers
again in 1990, suggesting a possible coat
of arms of the future independent state of
Macedonia (Markoscku 1990b). In the
database of the National and University
Library, the search for ‘“Aleksandar
Matkovski” returns 96 bibliographies,
two of which are only for heraldry, the
book The Coats of Arms of Macedonia
in two editions from 1970 (Fig. 26) and
1990 (Fig. 27).

Matkovski  defines heraldry as
an “auxiliary historical science that
aims to study the origin and historical
development of the coat of arms in general or
on individual coats of arms, to give established
rules according to which the coats of arms should
be composed, and then to be artistically made,
to determine the manner of reading (blazoning)
the coats of arms and investigating who owns a
particular coat of arms” (Matkoscku 1970, 7).

Matkovski, on the other hand, defines a coat
of'arms as “a special figure, or symbolic shaping,
mark, emblem, i.e. an inherited, unchanged sign,
composed according to the rules of heraldry that
serves to distinguish a particular person, gender,
society, institution, city, district, people, a state,
a corporation, a political, economic or church
organisation” (MartkoBcku 1970, 14).

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MILOSH KONSTANTINOV

Milosh Konstantinov, born in Resen on 26
March 1926 - ethnologist, historian and publicist,
longtime director of the city archives of Bitola
and Skopje, and university professor. He finished
primary school and high school in Bitola (1937-
1946). After graduating from
the Skopje Faculty of Philosophy
- Group of Ethnology (1954),
he was appointed director of the
Archive in Bitola (1956). He
received his doctorate from the
Faculty of Natural Sciences and
Mathematics in Skopje (1960).
Later he was appointed director
of the Archive of Skopje (1964),
Afterretiring (1984) he was elected
full professor at the Faculty of
Natural Sciences and Mathematics
in several subjects of ethnology.
He died in Skopje on 7 June 1993
(MnanenoBcku 2006c, 792).

Milosh Konstantinov in the 1972 article
“Seven city coats of arms” (Fig. 28) gives the
first analysis of “coats of arms” (according to
“socialist heraldry”) of seven municipalities in SR
Macedonia. He is the first in Macedonia to conduct
a survey among municipalities on whether they use
coats of arms, to which only seven municipalities
responded positively. Coats of arms were designed
in a socialist way, however Konstantinov made an
analysis of the shield and other elements of the coat
of arms (Koncrantunos 1972, 30). Konstantinov
wrote a letter in the daily press in 1992 in which he
called for the observance of the heraldic rules when
determining a coat of arms (Koncranturos 1992).

CONCLUSIONS

Heraldry in Macedonia, that region in
southeast Europe, had its first reflections of
European heraldic in practices that emerged
among several nobleman who ruled parts of
the region. By the end of the 14" century, when
under the control of the Ottoman Empire, any real
possibility of bearing arms was soon eliminated.
The heraldry connected to Macedonia, from
g=the Illyrian Armorials, only returned to the
region in the 19" century.

In 1944 the Vardar Macedonia became the
People’s Republic. It did not look towards its
heraldic heritage for creating the arms for the
newly created state but looked for Socialist-style
symbols. On the eve of gaining its independence
from Yugoslavia in 1991, the heraldic heritage
had stronger influence, but not sufficient to
prevail.

This paper considers heraldry as a multitude
of coats of arms, and the armorial knowledge
and art. It covers the earliest preserved heraldic
motifs and coats of arms found in Macedonia. It
also covers the State and municipal heraldry of
the P/S R Macedonia as well as the development
of heraldry as both a discipline and science and
the development of the Heraldic thought in SR
Macedonia.

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MIJAKS

The Reka region or just Reka is located in the
western part of the Republic of Macedonia. The
river Radika, a right tributary of the Crn (Black)
Drim, flows through it. The settlements in this
area, along the course of the river Radika, are
divided into several areas: Dolna (Lower) Reka,
which extends along the middle course of the
Radika; Gorna (Upper) Reka, along the upper
course of the Radika; and Golema (Great) Reka,
from the mouth of Mala (Little) Reka in Radika
to the mouth of Radika in Crn (Black) Drim, that
is along the lower course of Radika and Mala
Reka along the course and watershed of the
river with the same name, which is the main left
(east) tributary of Radika (Tomzoposcku 1970, 9;
Cvusbanuh 1925, 7).

Macedonians who inhabit the Reka region
are referred to as Mijaks (Makenonuja 1978,
210). Many of the Reka region villages have
been completely displaced or have very small
populations. Apart from the villages in the Reka,
Mijaks also live in the village of Smilevo in Bitola,
Oreshe and Papradishta in Veles, with the majority
having moved to the town of Krushevo and the
village of Ehlovec, Kicehvo (JIoHOCKH-Ormano-
Buk 2004, 20; Tomuh 1923, 227).

Due to the high mountains and the lack of
conditions to engage in agriculture, the Mijaks
were mainly engaged in animal husbandry (Aune-
keueB 1914, 25). Grigorov says that even the
poorest house in the middle of the XIX century
had 50-60 sheep (I'puropos 1907, 205).

The Mijaks were an endogamous tribe.
They married only within the respective
village. There are no records that they married
across neighboring tribes, or even from one
Mijak village to another. Only those who were
considered prostitutes, widows, or those who
were older, but unmarried, sought brides or
husbands in the surrounding Mijak villages. Due
to this, as well as to the inaccessible landscape,
they remained intact and preserved tribal
features until very late (Tpaituers 1941, 119).
As such, the Mijaks differed from other ethnic
groups in neighboring villages in their costumes,
customs, folklore, architecture, and dialect, and
it is thought that they had their own flag.

Some authors like Smiljanic,
Matkovski, Stanojevic, consider that the Mijaks
had their own identifying flag or bayrak and
served as their insignia (Cmmsparmh 1925, 35;
TpaitueBs 1941, 94; MatkoBcku 1959, 69; Cra-
HojeBuh 1930, 3). The term bayrak is derived from
the Ottoman-Turkish word bayarak meaning flag
(Jonoscku u [Tomosckm 2020, 4). Georgi Traychev
says that the Mijak flag is as old as the Mijak tribe
(TpaitueBs 1941, 95), and Toma Smiljanic (Fig. 1)
says that after the Kosovo battle
(1389), the Mijaks who returned
from Kosovo collected and hid
the flag in the village of Sushica
and displayed it whenever they
needed (Cmmpanuh 1925, 35;
Cvmpanuh 1921, 230; Apxus
MAHY). Stanojevic wrote an
almost identical story attributed
to Ljub. Pavlovich in which
he states: “After the Battle of
Kosovo, the Mijaks, according
to the tradition, came to these
mountains together with their
flag bearer. They hid the flag

In the fights against the
Austrians in the world war', they
according to the Ljub. Pavlovich
story, hoisted the Kosovo flag”
(Cranojesuh 1930, 3).

Smiljanic further states that
after the battle of Kosovo, when
the Mijaks were in danger, they
waved their “Kosovo flag” and everyone gathered
around it. They also gave a signal when their
flag was displayed, by lighting a fire on the tops
of the mountains, especially on Veli Vrh, Bistra
and Krchin (Apxus MAHY). He also writes that
the Mijaks carried their flag during Piccolomini’s
Austrian campaign in 1689. They fought on the
side of the sultan Suleiman II and in the battle
of Vlajnice near Gostivar contributed to victory.
Subsequent to the battle, the sultan allowed them
to use their “cross flag” and freely display it during
weddings (Cmuspanuh 1925, 35). The Mijak flag
is called a cross flag because it has a cross on the
flagpole. Apart from being referred to as a cross

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flag, the Mijak flag was also called Turkish flag
(Crejuh-TTonenaxosuh 1950, 130), and Kosovo
flag (ApxuB MAHY).

Several questions are being raised about these
assertions by Stanojevic and Smiljanic. First,
what are the sources for their claims that the flag
was brought back after the battle of Kosovo?
Furthermore, how credible are they? How did
the Mijaks manage to preserve the flag from
1389 for several centuries and wave it when
they needed it? The first question is simpler
to answer. First, Stanojevic points to his own
source. Namely, a certain Ljub. Pavlovic told
him about the flag. Smiljanic, on the other hand,
does not state where his information comes from.
Since Smiljanic is himself from the Mijak tribe,
from the village of Tresonche, we can assume
that he heard this information as a legend from
the elders in his village or that he found out by
questioning residents in other Mijak villages. It
is more difficult to verify the reliability of the
information. The fact that there were Mijaks
who took part in the battle of Kosovo can be
found in the writings of other authors like Cvijic,
Badzovic, Bozovic and Gidals (IIsujuh 2000,
455; bayosuh 1878; Boxxosuh 1930, 116; S.
Gidal and T. Gidal 1957, 34-35). These recorded
legends hint at the possibility that there is some
historical truth in the claims of Smiljanich and
Stanojevic that there were Mijaks who fought
in the battle of Kosovo and brought their flags
back with them. However, except for Smiljanic
and Stanojevic, we do not find information in the
work of the other authors that after the battle of
Kosovo the Mijaks returned their flag with them.
Without evidence to the contrary, we cannot deny
such claims with certainty. There is also great
uncertainty about the third question. Namely,
the materials from which the flags are made are
not very durable and it is hardly possible for
one flag to have been used for several centuries,
especially in wars and exposed to the elements.
Maybe the Mijaks made some repairs and
restoration of their flag or sewed a new, similar,
flag when the old one was no longer serviceable?
Otherwise, it would not be possible for the same
flag to be used for several centuries. Probably
over time, several identical flags were sewn, but

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with small variations, because as Smiljanic states
in his description, some displayed instead of a
horseman, an armored man (Apxus MAHY),
which indicates the existence of several identical
flags with small variations.

There are many different descriptions of the
Mijak flag. Georgi Traychev in his “Book about
the Mijaks”, published in 1941, describes it as:
“white (silk or not) canvas, about one meter
long that serves as a field. There is a cross in the
middle, and at the four ends there is a lion, an
eagle, adragon and a crescent
moon - symbolizing the rule
of the Bulgarian hand (lion);
Byzantium and  Serbia
(cagle); Albania (dragon)
and Turkey (crescent)”
(Fig. 2) (Tpaituep 1941,
94-5). This interpretation of
the symbols of the flag by
Traychev should be taken
with caution as it is likely to
be inaccurate. Namely, the
dragon is not an Albanian
symbol and there is no known coat of arms with
a dragon connected to the territory of Albania.
It is a symbol of the god of livestock among
the Slavs, Veles, and the Mijaks are primarily
livestock people, while the moon with the star
is placed differently from that of the Turkish
flag (Oummmosa 2007, 5). Also, in science it is
no known flag representing all the occupiers on
some region in the last ten centuries and at the
same time serving as the identifying flag of a
given group (Jonoscku u [lomoscku 2020, 10).

In several of his works, Smiljanic talks about
the Mijak flag and its appearance (Cmusbaruh
1921, 230; Smiljani¢ 1924, 73; Cwmwupanuh
1925, 35; ApxuB MAHY), but he gives the
most complete description in one of his records
preserved in the MANU Archive, in the fond
Toma Smiljanic Bradina. There, he wrote the
following about the Mijak flag:

“The Mijak flag is big, it is placed on a pole
over three sazanjs (unclear units of length) long.
At the top there is a beautifully carved wooden
cross and on the cross parts there are four carved
or attached fire steels, such as those on our coat

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of arms (on the Serbian CoA,
authors note). The flag is
sewn from three different
canvases. The top and bottom
are red, and the middle is
white. The canvases end in
three streams, on the tops of
which bouquets of the same
color are hung. On the upper
red canvas are sewn from
blue felt: a cross, similar to
the one on the top of the flag,
a double-headed eagle and a
crescent... On the lower red
canvas of the flag are sewn: spearman, dog and
lion, somewhere instead of spearman, there is a
man with armor. The sun is sewn in the middle
of the white canvas.” (Fig. 3) (Apxus MAHY)

So far, the oldest known description of a flag
used by the Mijaks was published in 1868 by
Stefan Verkovic, but as a wedding flag. Also,
Verkovic speaks in the plural and says:

“After a few minutes, flags are waved on
the roofs of houses, where the wedding or
engagement will take place: the flags are red,
surrounded by gold and a gilded apple on top if
they bring a daughter-in-law to their home, and
if they engage their son, the flag has no gilded
apple”. (Bepkosuu 1868, 8).

Petar Petrovic, who visited Galichnik in 1931
to record wedding customs, also mentions a red
flag and says: “Before their liberation from the
Turks, the flag was made of red fabric, on which
a white cross was sewn in the middle” (ITerpo-
Buh 1931, 92). Some red flags are mentioned
in the song “Banevic Jovan and Mara from
Belgrade” from Debar region in the Collection
of Yastrebov published in 1886. Namely, the
song says:

Oh, my old mother!

As the groom mates are decorated

Get to pairs of mefters (probably a kind of a
garment),

Get the red flag,

And go to my bride,

Get a red apple,

To give to Mare from Belgrade. .. (SIlctpe6oBb

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The existence of red flags such as these, on
which a cross was sewn, is remarked by Gorica
Perishich nee Meloska, born in Galichnik in
1933. According to her, this flag was used
in Galichnik during the saint’s days (Ilepu-
mmk 2018)%. Consequently, it may be a saint’s
day flag, but we cannot exclude the possibility
that the red flags referred to by Verkovich and
Petovich are family flags (which we will see
below), this is due to their dominant white and
red color, and the cross represented on almost
every family flag.

Today, a flag that is almost identical to what
Traychev describes is in increasing use. This
flag has a cross in the middle, which is placed
in a circle that looks like the sun and in each of
the corners of the cross is written IS HR NI KA,
which is a Christian symbol and means “Jesus
Christ wins”. Furthermore, in each of the corners
of this flag there is an animal: a lion, a double-
headed eagle, a dragon, and a crescent with a star
(Fig. 4). Interestingly, we do not find such a flag
in any of the old photos from the weddings in the
Mijak villages, although in some older photos
we see flags different from the state flag (of the
then Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes,
later Kingdom of Yugoslavia). Therefore,
considering the differing flag descriptions, the
question arises whether there was a flag of Mijak
at all and if there was, what is the real Mijak flag?

The answer to this question is taken up by
Toma Smiljanic Bradina (PhD, who graduated
in France in 1930, and himself a native of Mijak
from the village of Tresonche), who states:

“During the Turkish rule, for centuries the
Mijak flag seemed to have lost its tribal flag
insignia. It is said that they last use their cross
flag in the struggle during the relocations under
the Patriarchs.’ In those migrations, the Mijaks
lost their tribal organization, as a large part
moved to Shumadija, Bosnia and Vojvodina.
But their flag was still preserved in the rest of
their tribe. Only now not as a sign of the tribe,
but of individual families.” (ApxuB Ha MAHY)

So, according to Smiljanic, with the
disintegration ofthe tribal organization among the
Mijaks, the family Mijak flags are created, which
is probably why in the photos we find different

Consequently, the Mijak flag probably ceased
to be used in the 18th century, because in this
period we have evidence of the emigration from
the Mijak area, settling mainly in Smilevo,
Oreshe and Paparadishte, but also in Krushevo
and Ehlovec (Tpaituess 1941, 241, 248 u 254;
Jlonocku-OrmanoBuk 2004, 20).

Every family in the Mijak villages had its
own family flag. The flag was always kept by
the chief of the clan (ApxuB Ha MAHY). These
family flags were a totemic symbol of the
clan, i.e., the people themselves said that they
were a symbol of the house and were used at
weddings (KmmukoBa u ['eoprueBa 1965, 120).
The existence of family flags is confirmed in
the records of Manojlovich, Kuba, a Galichnik
newspaper whose authors are from Galichnik, as
well as from older photographs of weddings in the
Mijak villages. With this evidence, the flag that
Traychev describes is most likely a family flag.
But Traychev’s description has a controversial
point, no photo of the flag is provided, but rather
a drawing is included. Jonovski and Popovski
posit if Traychev drew a flag he personally
observed or made a reconstruction based on
other descriptions (JonoBcku u [Tomoscku 2020,
10). Also, the basic design of the flag described
by Traychev is completely identical with a
fresco from the church of St. Andrew, Matka,
near Skopje (Ibid).

Today’s Mijak flag, still in use, is a reworked
flag of that described by Traychev. According to
Jonovski and Popovski, this reworked flag started
to be used in 1995 in almost all settlements in
Mala Reka and stands out during the villages
saint day in the area of their churches (Jonos-
cku u I[Tomoeckm 2020, 21).

“Further research is likely to uncover other
family related Mijak flags. From the observations
so far, we have decided to adopt the Mijak flag
described in the Book of the Mijaks by Gjorgji
Traychev as a common tribal symbol of the
entire Mijak tribe, as well as the flag described
by Tomo Smiljanich - Bradina from Tresonche”
(Mujauku ,,xkpcrat™ 6apjak 1995, 15).

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the Mijaks beside Traychev’s version, the flag
described by Smiljanich did not begin to be used
at all and continued to be used only on the flag
described by Traycehv.

If in the past existed only one Mijak flag, it
is probably the flag Smiljanich describes, and
the other flags described by the other authors
are in fact the later family flags. We base this
claim on the fact that Smiljanich himself is
from the Mijak tribe and was better acquainted
with the culture, customs, and folklore of the
Mijaks. Further, he gives a detailed description
of the Mijak flag, as well as the circumstances
on which it ceased to be used, while Traychev
does not give any explanations. In fact,
Traychev text about the Mijak flag is a reaction
to an article by a certain colonel St. Stamatov,
who wrote about how the lion was found on the
Bulgarian coat of arms and claimed that after
the fall of Bulgaria under the Ottomans, a lion
flag was kept in the Debar area near the Mijaks
(TpaiiueBs 1941, 94). As described above, the
interpretation of the symbols of the flag given
by Traychev is unlikely to be correct.

In support of our claim is the fact that if we
draw comparisons with all known family flags
and descriptions there are great similarities.
Thus, white and red are the predominant
colors. The main symbols of the family flags
are a crescent, cross, star, lion, eagle, sheep,
lamb, shepherd, circles and horseman. These
similarities may be due to Smiljanic’s claims
that there was once only one Mijak flag, from
which family flags later emerged.

Jonovski and Popovski think that in the
last decade of the XX century there was a
tendency to give another dimension to the
wedding flags — one of identity. This is seen
in the phenomenon of a family flag, that is,
setting up a family flag for the flag of all the
Mijaks, a concept that was unknown at the
time when wedding flags were used (JoHoBCcKH
u [lomoBckm 2020, 23). However, we could
not fully agree with their assertion, because
the claims for a Mijak flag are much older, and
Toma Smiljanic mentions for the first time a
flag that the Mijaks brought after the Kosovo
battle and hid in the village of Sushica in his

Kosta Manojlovic who visited Galichnik in
1924 spoke of Mijaks family flags saying:

“A day earlier, before bringing the young

flag (Ky6a 2007, 95), and a picture he drew from
a wedding in Galichnik shows a family flag (Fig.
6). The citizens of Galichnik themselves in the
“Galichnik Newspaper” published in 1951 talk
about family flags and say:

“The day before, before bringing the bride
to the groom’s house, early in the morning, the
groom’s family displays flag on the house with
various patterns. It seems that every family in
ancient times had a special flag. Today these flags
have been replaced by the national flag” (I"ammu-
HuK 1951).

Gajic, who was in Galichnik around 1900,
does not mention family flags, but speaks in plural
about flags, not only one flag, and states: “The
flags are made by the local tailors with different
figures and decorations” (I'ajuli 1901, 175).

Family flags were used until the beginning
of the 20th century and gradually ceased to
be used during the period of the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia. Although we still see such flags
in some photographs, they are gradually being
replaced by the state flag (byxxaposcku /I. 2020,
51). The last family flag in Galichnik was sewn
in 1927 by the tailor Jordan Shanduloski for the

The last report
of the use of a family flag
in Galichnik is in a French
report on Macedonia from
1960 by Irene Shanyo
(Yougoslavie), and after
this we can no longer find
the use of a family flag.

Traychev says that
in Galichnik flags were
owned by about 15 houses,
and during the weddings
they were lent to those families who did not have
aflag. However, his claim is not accurate, because
according to the tailor Jordan Shanduloski who
inherited this craft from his father and who sewed
family flags as tailors in
Galichnik  from about
500 houses, could have
up to 300 family flags
(Crejuh-IlonenakoBuh
1950, 131).

Of the family flags
in Galichnik, only two
are preserved in the
Museum of Macedonia.
Stejic-Polenakovic,
worked as a custos in the
Ethnological Museum in Skopje, states in her
1950 article “Galichnik wedding bayraks” that
there four wedding flags were retained from
Galichnik and she describes them (Crejuh-ITo-
nenakoBuh 1950, 134). Two of the flags are the
same one that today are kept in the Museum of
Macedonia (Fig. 7 and 8),* but what happened
with the other two it is unclear. It is a happy
circumstance that Stejic-Polenakovic also gives
a photo of these flags, so today we know what
they looked like.

The first flag Stejic-Polenakovic describes
and for which we do not know its location,
belonged to the Muratovci family, and it was
bought by Ruzha Muratoska. It was made of
white and red cloth and black and red felt. One
crescent of black felt with one more short star of
red felt was sewn on a white square field. Most of

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the square field is occupied
by a large circular seam
of colorful material with
flowers. The inner seam is
made of black felt, and the
outer one is made of red.
In the center of the circle
is a black felt cross. To the
left and right of the white
cloth are sewn red cloth, on
which in the middle there is
a sewn white cross. A strip
of navy blue and yellow
material is sewn on the lower part of the white
square, on which three red streamers are sewn,
and two such streamers are sewn on the red cloth
with white cloth. There is a cross on each of the
streamers, on the white streamers red, and on the
red streamers white crosses (Fig. 9).

The second flag from which Stejic-
Polenakovic gives a picture is not known to which
Galichnik family it belonged. It is composed of 9
square fields of white, red, maroon and a field of
colorful cotton material. The description will be
from left to right on the side from which the stick
is drawn. The first field was white, on which
with black felt were sewn multi-pointed stars
and stitches of colorful material in the shape of a
leaf at the corners and in the shape of a circle in
the middle. The second square was maroon, with
a white star sewn into each corner with a circle
of black felt sewn in the center, and a circle of
white cloth sewn in the middle of the field, in the
center of which was sewn a multi-pointed star
of black felt. The third field was white with the
same ornaments as the first. In the second row,
the first field was red. In each of the corners of
this field was sewn a white star in the center of
which was sewn a circle of black felt, and in the
middle of the field was sewn a round seam of
white cloth, in the center of which was sewn a
multi-pointed star of black felt. The second field
in the middle row is the center of the flag. This
field is made of colorful plaid material on which
a circle of white cloth was sewn. A cross made of
red material was sewn on the circle, and in each
of the arms a multi-armed star made of maroon
felt. The third field in is the same as the first in

this row. The fields in the
third row are the same as
in the first. On one side of
the flag were four streamers
made of plaid material in
red, maroon, white and
black (Ctejuh-Ilomenako-
Buh 1950, 134-135). On the
opposite side of the canvas,
which is intended to pass
the stick, is the year 1913,
and it is probably the year
when it was sewn for some
wedding (Fig. 10). The
same flag can be found in a photograph in the
fond of Hristo Vakarelski, who photographed
it in the period when it was used in Galichnik
(Central State).

We inquired if there were any preserved
family flags in some Mijak families, but most
of the respondents we spoke to did not even
know such flags existed. Only some of the older
wedding photos we found show some of these
flags, but not all of them. Fortunately, Ludvik
Kuba described some of the family flags:

“I went from flag to flag. Apart from a few
state flags, most were in different colors and
different patterns, generally tastefully, stylishly,
heraldically composed and drawn: a cross with
four crescents in the corners,

The flag of Azhievci has a cross in the middle,
in each of the corners a crescent, and inside
the crescent as if there is a circle. Besides the
crescent, in each of the corners, a little further
in, there is an animal. One animal may be a dog
and the other a sheep or a horse. The end of the
canvas ends in three streamers (Fig. 13) (byxa-
poBcku J[. 2020, 52). This flag is very similar
to one of the flags described by Ludvik Kuba.
During the reconstruction we faced a problem
because only two of
the four animals could
be seen in the photos,
so since we did not
know if the other
animals were the same
or different from the
ones we knew, we put
the same ones. The
color of this flag was also a problem, because
the photos are black and white, so in order not
to make assumptions, we also made it black
and white (byxaposcku /1. 2020, 52), although
it was probably in white, red, and black, and
maybe and yellow, because these are the colors
that mainly dominate on all these flags.

The second flag for which we do not know
which family it belonged to is mostly made of
white cloth. There is a circle in the middle, in
which there is another circle with a thinner contour.
There is a cross in the second circle. At each of the
four comners of the canvas there is a black figure
that looks like a circle but may also be a multi-
pointed star (given that we have stars on all known
flags so far). Between the four circles we have four
crosses. The canvas ends with streamers, which we
assumed were three, because the photograph is not

fully visible (Fig. 14).

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what can be seen, this flag is very similar to one
of the flags kept in the Museum of Macedonia,
but it is obvious that it is a different flag. It is
made of white rectangular canvas, on the edges
with a darker color, maybe red or maroon. Unlike
the flag kept in the museum, this flag seems to
have more streamers (we cannot see how many,
but probably five) and are the same darker color
(red or maroon), but there is also white. There is
a rosette in the middle, composed of fewer parts,
and a crescent moon can be seen in one corner.

Jovan Jonovski and Mojso Popovski in their
article “Macedonian Wedding Flags” talk about
a flag that was donated to the Krushevo Museum
by the Tomalevski family (JonoBcku u [lormoBcku
2020, 13). Risto Buzharoski says that Tomalevci
originated from Galichnik, previously they were
called Dimoski, and Gjorgje Tomaleski who was
born in 1897, thought that his grandfather Dimo
came from Galichnik to Krushevo around 1750
(byxapocku P. 1976, 128). That Tomalevci
originates from Galichnik is
confirmed in another article
about Naum Tomalevski
published in the newspaper
“Freedom or death” in
which it is written that
Naum Tomalevski was born
in Krushevo in 1884. His
father’s name was Hristo
Dimov Tomalevski and had
origin from Galichnik, and
his mother Koca Georeva
Garska from the village of
Gari, Reka region (3noxeit-
uuthk 1930, 2). Based on
these facts, the flag that Yonovski and Popovski
described is probably also a Mijak family flag,
and we can see that from the similarity of the
other previously known Mijak family flags with
this flag. The flag of Tomalevci is not complete
and only two parts of it are preserved, but most
likely the missing part was symmetrical with the
preserved part (JoroBcku u [Tonoscku 2020, 13)
(Fig. 15).

From the other Mijak villages, only one flag
from the village of Selce has been preserved (Fig.

the Pandilovei family,
because it was given to
Melentie Pandilovski for
the celebrations of his
wedding by his relative
Yosif Yosifovski (Mujau-
KH ,,KpcTat™ Gapjak 1995,
15). In the article “Notes
on the Mijak flag” in which
the Tresoneche chronicle is used as a source for
the flag of Pandilovci (®unumosa 2005, 3), this
flag is misplaced with the Mijak flag which has
been used since 1995 in Tresonche. The article
gives a description of this flag, not the flag of the
Pandilovci family. In another article, Blazhevski
wrote that this flag belongs to a family from
Galichnik (bnaxescku 2006, 18), so we want
to emphasize that this flag is from the village of
Selce as we saw above, and not from Galichnik.
This is supported by the fact that in Galichnik
the Pandilovci family is unknown, and in a list
of Galichnik families we do not find such family
(Axmecku 2009, 88).

The Pandilovci family assumes that the flag
is older than 200 years (Mwmjaukm ,.Kpcrat
Oapjax 1995, 14). Otherwise, it is similar to one
of the flags kept in the Museum of Macedonia.
It is made of white cloth and has red cloth on all
four edges. The canvas on one side ends with
three streamers. In the center of the flag is a
rosette consisting of eight pieces in red, yellow,
and white. In the four corners of the flag on one
side we have two figures of a horseman, and
on the other side we have a
crescent with a star, as well
as a figure that looks like a
flower. Above the horsemen
in blue faded letters is even
written “Usura famiglia”
which means family flag
(bmaxxeBckm 2006, 18).

On a wedding photo from
Tresonche a family flag can
be seen (Fig. 18). On another
photo from a wedding in the
village of Bitushe, taken by Georgi Traychev
around 1917, during the custom of carrying

Mijak flags that
used in this village (Fig.
17). Unfortunately, these
two-family flags are only
partially visible, and we
cannot see what is on them.

A photo from the
village of Lazaropole also
shows a family flag. This
flag, unlike the previous photos, is more visible
and we were able to reconstruct it. At the base,
the canvas is white, and the canvas ends with
streamers (probably three), which seem to be
a different color from the base of the canvas.
There is a dark stripe on the edges of the canvas,
the color of which cannot be
determined because the photo is
black and white. It is probably
red or maroon, but it can also
be black, given the previously
known flags and colors that
prevail. There are two animals
in the corners on the side of the
streamers. One animal looks
like a dog or a sheep, and the
other is a horse. In the middle
of the canvas there are two large
circles, the bigger one with a
thinner contour, and the smaller
circle with a thicker one. In the
middle of the circle there is a
small circle with an even thicker
contour, but this contour has
white dots. There is a cross in this circle (Fig.
19 and 20).

Isaia Radev Mazhovski also talks about
family flags used during the weddings in
Lazaropole and other Mijak villages. He makes
a wrong assumption about the origin of these
flags, because he supports the idea that the
Ancient Macedonians were Slavs. Consequently
he believes that the Macedonians, after the
defeat of the Romans, allowed some of the
Western Macedonian Slavs to use their flags but
only during weddings (MaxoBcku 1922, 18).

the flags is incorrect, but the description of the
family flags is important, because in the period
when he lived these flags were still used and
Mazovski knew them well. He states:

“The emblem of the Slavic Macedonian flags
was a bear, embroidered with silver thread.
The height of the flagpole was two meters, the
thickness was 4-5 centimeters; the length of
the canvas a meter and a half, the width one
meter. The edges of the canvas were red, and
the inside was white. The signs - the emblems
of the various flags were: bear, lion, crescent and
hand. These flags still exist in Macedonia and
are displayed during weddings, but only in some
of the villages of Debar, where in addition to the
flags, the former customs are preserved. Those
villages are Galichnik, Lazaropole, Tresonche,
Gari, Osoj, Jance, Velebrdo, Bitushe, Kosovrasti
and Melnichani” (MaxxoBcku 1922, 18-19).

As we have stated, Mazhoski starts with an
incorrect thesis on the origin of the Mijak family
flags and does not call them family, but his record
is important because it gives at least a partial
description of the flags, probably those used in his
native village Lazaropole, although mainly in all
Mijak villages these flags had similar symbols.

CONCLUSION

If there was ever one flag of all the Myaks
in the past, it is probably the one that Smiljanic
describes, and the other flags described are
in fact family flags that originated later. With
the disintegration of the tribal organization
at the Mijaks and the appearance of the first
migrations, the use of the Mijak flag essentially
ceased, but did not disappear completely. It
served as the basis of family Mijak flags, which
had similarities with the Mijak flag, with each
family having a unique flag, which was the

hallmark of the house and used during weddings.
These flags were used until the third and fourth
decade of the XX century when they gradually
began to be replaced by the state flag of the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia, and later by the flag of
the People’s Republic of Macedonia. Due to this,
but probably also due to the large emigrations in
the Mijak region after the Second World War,
the Mijak family flags were almost completely
forgotten and lost, and today few people know
they existed.

The Dimkovci family originates from the
village of Lazarople, in Reka Region in the
western part of the Republic of Macedonia.
They are also referred to as the Popivei. The
genealogy of this family is interwoven with
myriad legends and historical facts. The more
significant activists of the Dimkovci family, in
Macedonian historiography, was first written of
by the academician Dr. Aleksandar Matkovski
in his work ‘Gjurchin Kokaleski 1775-1863.
Contribution to the question for creating a
village, stockbreeding-trade bourgeoisie in
Macedonia’ (MatkoBcku 1959) and Dr. Blazhe
Ristovski, ‘Vasil Ikonomov (1848-1934)’ (Puc-
ToBckr 1985), and more recently, historian
Slobodan Shoshkoski. Fragmented references
of family members can be found in the work of
Petar Popovski ‘Archimandrite Teofil Avramov
Zhunguloski’  (ITomoBckn1997). From the
chronicles that deal with Lazaropole’s past and
the Dimkovci family, we can point to the works
of Dr. Blazhe Smilevski ‘Srcepis za Lazaropole’
(CvuneBcku 1995) and the chroniclers Sotir
Shoshkoski and Vasko Popovski in ‘Lazaropole
in the remote and recent past’(LLlomkockn, I1o-
moBcku 2003).

Attempts to record geneaologies can be

us geneaology information for the families
from the now lost village of Sushica (Cmop-
HUKb 1899, 247). The desire to remember and
document the ancestors of the Mijaks can be
also seen in the work by Rista Ognjanovic-
Lonoski, it gives interesting insight into the
‘origin and the genealogy of some families from
Galichnik’(OrmanoBuk 2004, 92-99).
Genealogy research in Macedonia has a very
short tradition. The biggest obstacle is lack of
enough historical data sources from the Ottoman
period. The basic sources from this period are the
census books in which various statistical data are
recorded. Data for some inhabited places include
the names and surnames of the heads of families,
along with the number of non-married members,
widows, and the total number of households
(Crojanoscku, I'eoprues 2001, 6). The lack of
primary sources continues to act as a barrier to
preparing genealogies prior to thel8th century.
The academician Aleksandar Matkovski is
probably the first Macedonian author of genealogy
tables (Fig. 1). In the 1950s he published three
genealogies for Lazaropole families: Dimkovci-
Popovci, Kokalevci, and Zhungulovci. From 1958-

The newcomers, the
brides from other families, are
shown in the upper parts of the
trees’ branches immediately
above the husband’s name.
Until 1960s, the women were
named by the husband’s name,
a tradition that is present in
other parts of Macedonia as
well, such as: Bezhovica (wife
of Bezho), Stamatica (Stamat),
Kostovica (Kosto). In 1994
Zlata Trajchevska Popovska
added the new family members
(Fig. 3).

Some families got their
names-surnames from the
names of a woman — Perinci
from Lazaropole after Pera
married into the family, which
was previously known as
Cvetkovci. Then, in Galichnik,
is the family Pendarovci after
Penda, and Cholanchevci
after Cholana (all three
were daughters of Gjurchin
Kokaleski). When one branch
has no further branching, or
expansions, it means that
family has no male heirs. If one
tree has several branches recorded, it means that
family is forming a larger, extended, family or
as it is called a “strain” (soj). For example, if
one ancestor has several sons, then that strain of
the family is named after the father’s name, for
example from the name Argir, who has several
sons, all his heirs are named as Argirovci, from
the family Dimkovci, from Kosto, etc.

The family organization in Reka, Mala Reka
for example, has had various different titles:
house, community, strain, galabija, lineage/
family, same blood, kabile, our (man/ woman).
Here we use the title “family” due to its long
use in Lazaropole.

The family in Lazaropole (Fig. 4) as an
economical unit was connected to movable
property (sheep). The herds required large

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number of people, consequently the herd
remained undivided, mutual and here the
family’s interests was crucial, not the
individual’s. The strong family organization
was necessary and conditional. The tribal
organization of the Mijaks was kept until at
least the end of the 18th century (MaTkoBcku
1959, 67), or until the 19th century (Cmupa-
Hrh 1921), until it finally collapsed with the
establishment of the boorders after 1913, when
the moving of the herds towards the pastures
around Thessaloniki was stopped, undoing
the basic economy of the tribe-patriarchy
organization (ITomoscku 2019).

The basic rules for the Mijak families were
recorded by Tomo Smiljanic. Each family
during peacetime chose a peacetime elder.
Some elders performed the duty of family
elder for life. The property of the deceased was
inherited by the family, not the individual. The
family had a name that was borne by all its
members, and it indicated the family to which

the individual belonged. In the case of Mijaks,
the family names end in “CI”, for example
Dimkovci, Kokalevci, Drakulovci. The blood
revenge of the Mijaks had a special name ‘fallen
blood’. Blood revenge between two families
of the same tribe among the Mijaks was very
rare, although there had been several attempts
for blood revenge in Lazaropole in the 1860s.
Mijak’s blood revenge was associated with the
population west of the river Crn Drim. Specific
to the Mijak tribe is the practice of endogamy
- they avoid getting married outside their tribe,

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but do so outside the family, which began to
disintegrate slowly from 1913 until 1950s with
village-town migration (MarkoBcku 1959, 69).

LAZAROPOLE

In the Lazaropole region, in the Jaorska Voda
locale, about sixty graves were found (ITomos-
cku 2009) dating from the 9th to 12th century
(AnexcoBa 1959), attesting to the region’s early
establishment. The census books contain data
on the continuous inhabitation of Lazaropole,
people who came primarily from the destroyed,
abandoned settlements such as Glavino Selo and
Lopushnik near it, during the period 1467 to 1569
(ITormorcku 2009a, IIomxkocku 2009¢). The name
Lazaropole was first mentioned in the second half
of the 16th century in a monastery codex from
Slepche, and again in the 17th century (MaTkoB-
cku 1959,78), and once again in the census books
of 1536 (Crojanoscku, I'eoprues 2001, 125), in
which are given over sixty names and surnames of
male homeowners - heads of families, with which
we can not make more reliable chronological
connection with Dimkovci family or with their
eponymous ancestor Lazar.

The families in Lazaropole considered the
oldest are: Dimkovci, Slzdanovci, Darkoveci,
Tarabashkovci, and Koshtrevei-Gjurevei i
Zhaferkapovci. All these families are also
considered autochthones. The most notable
families that came to Lazaropole are: Kokalevci
and Zhungulovei, later Golibegovei and
Drakulovci (Smiljani¢1925).

DIMKOVCI FAMILY

The Dimkovci family is considered to be one
of the most respectable and wealthiest families
from Lazaropole, from whom prominent and
reputable Orthodox priests were recruited (hence
the name Popovci, that is the surname Poposki)
and teachers in the Reka region and beyond.
From this family, up to 1832, the village elder or
kodzhabashija was elected. They owned the best
meadows in the surrounding villages, forests,
pastures and a mill.

The belief the Dimkovci family originates
from Lazar, the mythical founder of the village,
remains in the family memory to this day.

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According to the legend, the Ottomans destroyed,
burnt down, the settlement (village) of Glavino
Selo. The population hid in a cave called Kalina
Dupka. The Otomans set wet straw on fire at the
cave entrance and almost the entire population
suffocated. Only Lazar managed to save his
life, exiting from the other end of the cave near
today’s Lazaropole (locally called Dupchinja),
where the new settlement was established
(Upaxyn, 1951). Some scientists consider the
Glavino Selo settlement was a center for the
Mijaks, where the elders (family heads) gathered
(later kodzhabashi- mayor), coming from all
the settlements of that region at that time. ‘The
Counseling Centre’- Glavino Selo is mentioned
for the last time in 1467 in that year’s the census
books and by which it was already uninhabited
(Ctojanockn, I'eoprues 2001, 53-4). The first
time in the census books mention a settlement
with the name Lazaropole is in 1536.

The legend for Lazar was passed down from
generation to generation in the Dimkovci family,
leading us to the conclusion that the mentioning
of the eponymous ancestor served as a shield
whose purpose was to protect the position of
the family from newcomer same-tribe Mijak
families. These families , at the end of the 17
century, especially on the territory west of Crn
Drim (I{Bujuh 1931, 256).

The age of the family may also be confirmed
by the position of the family dwellings. The
Dimkovci dwellings are located near the village
church (the church before 1832) and near the
old center of the village, from where the village
expanded to its current size. Over time, the
houses of Dimkovci were expanded, adapted to
extant needs, but never demolished. One of the
first thorough reconstructions of the houses in
Lazaropole may have taken place in 1807 after the
great fire that raged in the village during the feast
of the Fiery Mary (ITomoBcku 2019b), burning
53 houses. The basic roof construction material
during this period was straw (Kokamecku). After
this fire, every house in Lazaropole used a roof
of thick slabs, the foundation of the house was
not changed, adapted to new construction works.

A medieval necropolis was discovered near
the church (Koo 1995). In the past, families

buried their loved ones near their homes. This
practice changed over the years. The burials at
the above-mentioned cemetery (near Oralishte)
ceased due to the increase of the population in
the 17th and 18th centuries, as well as hygienic
needs, burials started at a new location, at
what is now today’s water supply (burials
continued at this location until the 1930s due to
similar reasons). The most
important inhabitants are
buried next to the church

members have lived in the

old center of the village
for centuries, from where the settlement began
to branch out and spread as the family grew,
in the process the family managed to maintain
possession of the most important places around
the church, as well as keep it from encroachment
by newcomers.

At first, around the middle of the 17th
century, the Dimkovci were in constant family
relations with the village families of Koshtrevci,
Chupovci, and Slzdanovci who are considered
one of the older families in Lazaropole. Later,
they were also in constant family relations with
the Kokalevei family (that moved in in 1750)
(Smiljani¢ 1925), who during the whole 19th
century held all the spiritual and social power
in the village, by which they strengthened their
relations thourgh family connecting. In the 19th
century the Dimkovci and Kokalevcei families
were in constant conflict with the Zhungulovci
family (who moved in during 1760) for
supremacy in Lazaropole (Smiljani¢ 1925).
Even though all three families were connected,
there was an open conflict for domination in the
settlement that will culminates after the death of
Gjurchin Kokaleski in 1863.

From the view point of the Dimkovci family,
the conflict with the Zhungulovci family was based

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on the preservation of the civil and ecclesiastical
authority in Lazaropole. Until the 1860s, conduct
of the conflict was in the hands of priests from the
Dimkovci family who prior to this period, for the
first time, faced the aspirations of the Zhungulovci
family for supremacy over church matters.

THE FIRST GENERATIONS

According to oral tradition, the patriarch
Dimko, after whom the family was named, was a
descendant of Lazar (several generations later).
Dimko had a son Ilija who was buried in the old
cemetery in the area called Oralishte, the first
center of Lazaropole, where the existing church
was built beginning in 1832 over the site of a
small, earlier church (Popovski 2011). In 1950,
in Oralishte, graves built of a stone slabs were
discovered, oriented east-west (Kouo 1995).
On the family tree made by Branislav Popovski
next to the name of Ilija is given the year 1712,
probably the year of birth.

Ilija’s son, Petar (1749-1818) (Popovski
1960), was one of the first people in Lazaropole,
along with Nikola Darkovski, that had at their
disposal large herds of sheep and became
welthy shepherds (kyaya in Turkish). Their
wealth allowed him to be one of the patrons,
along with Nikola Darkovski (Popovski 2018),
for the publication of the book Paznuuna noy-
gutenHa HacraBinenuja (Different Lessons) by
Joakim Krchovski, published in 1819 in Budim.
The family’s socio-economic status allowed
Petar’s  children to
be educated in the
monastery school in
the Bigorski Monastery
and provided capital
for further business in
stockbreeding. His son
Martin became a priest,
while sons  Stamat
and Trajan became
independent stockbreeders who until 1830 were
among the most successful stockbreeders in
Lazaropole. Stamat Dimkoski became an advisor
to Gjurchin Kokaleski early in his stockbreeding
career. Stamat developed into one of the largest
stockbreeders in Macedonia, where Kokaleski

trust in Stamat when it comes to stockbreeding
and overall economics (Kokanecku 1775).

We first find written information about
the Dimkovci family in the autobiography of
Gjurchin Kokaleski (MarkoBcku 1959, 81)
(Fig. 6). In 1797, Gjurchin asked for the hand of
Gjurgja, daughter of kyaya Petar Dimkoski and
kodzhabashi of Lazaropole, which Gjurchin was
proud of, because, as he says, Gjurgja brought
happiness to him and his family. So the next
year, with the help of Gjurgja's brother, the
kyaya Stamat Dimkoski, Gjurchin Kokaleski
becomes a shepherd too.

From the 1880s the family began to be named
Popovci. From this family, the most prominent
were Priest Martin (c. 1800-1870) and his sons,
Priest Serafim (1832-1899) and Priest Kosto
(1819-1915), who were also priests and teachers.
The next generation of teachers and priests are
Martin Serafim (1872-1952) and priest Danail
Kosto (d. 1936). From this family comes a
prominent Contributor to the national awakening
- Vasil Ikonomov (1848-1934), whose surname
is not at all close to the surname of the family
Dimkoski. Vasil Ikonomov appears to be the
first to ‘give up’ the family surname. Why and
how he did it is an interesting topic but is beyond
the scope of this article.

MARTIN DIMKOSKI POPOSKI (1800-
1870)

Martin, Petar’s son, was born in 1800. His
merit among his fellow villagers in Lazaropole
was acquired thanks to the activities he
performed together with his sister’s husband
Gjurchin Kokaleski. As a village priest, Martin
put forth efforts at maintaining the spiritual unity
of the whole village, while Gjurchin with his
power and authority, protected the village. Like
his predecessors, Martin also fought against the
Greek church influence, which in the areas in
question tried to infiltrate after the abolishment
of the Ohrid Archbishopric (1767). He, together
with Gjurchin Kokaleski, are the main initiators
for the construction of the large village church
in Lazaropole. After its construction in 1841,

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Martin became the main village priest. In the
church yard was the first school, opening in
1844, where he became the first village teacher
(ITormoBcku 2015). He performed services in
Church Slavonic, while the teachings were in the
Mijak dialect, remaining faithful to the tradition
that existed prior to the abolishment of the Ohrid
Archbishopric. Upon the death of his brother-
in-law and friend Gjurchin Kokaleski in 1863,
until his own death in 1870, Martin did not allow
Greek priests to enter the village, explaining that
he did not want to be ashamed before Gjurchin,
who left him this bequest. In deference to his
accomplishments, Martin was burried behind the
altar of St. George Church, in the church yard,
immediatelly next to Gjurchin (Fig. 5). Martin’s
children were: Apostol (Postol), Mihail, Sirma,
Kosto (1819-1915), Serafim (1832-1899), Ana,
Sofija and Zlata (Soskoski 2009).

Within the church itself, on several founder’s
inscriptions, mention is made of the priest Martin,
e.g., ‘...HaJ30p CMHUpPEHUHM Iona MapTuHa je-
pej duvkocku ...” (Supervision of humble priest
Martin hiererch Dimkoski) (1841) (Fig. 7). The
name of the priest Martin can be seen in one
inscription from the prayerbook of the Lazaropole

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by Martin’s son, Kosto (1819-1915). Here we
have a totally different source that says the title
was granted to Martin, a title later granted to his
son priest Kosto. The title later was inherited by
Kosta’s grandson Vasil Ikonomov Dimkoski —
Poposki, who kept it as a surname - Ikonomov
(ITomoBckm 2017), thus becoming the first from
the family that ‘gives up’ the family surname,
the new surname becoming part of the family
tradition.

KOSTO MARTIN DIMKOSKI - POPOSKI
(1819-1915)

Kosta followed his father’s footsteps and
became a priest and teacher around 1850.
During his tenure a new school was built
in Lazaropole (circa 1860). After the tragic
death of his brother Apostol, and then of his
sister-in-law Rista Chureska, he took in and
raised  his
nephew Vasilko Ikonomov.
Priest Kosta re-wrote the
manuscript ‘Slovo na martvi
pogrebenie’ (Word on
Burial of the Dead) into the
Mijak dialect, wanting to
bring burial customs closer
to his fellow villagers,
so that everyone could understand what was
being said (until then, the act was performed
in Church Slavonic) (Fig. 10). At the same
time, he translated Gospel texts and was the
author of extant tombstones in Macedonian. In
September of 1876, at the urging of the leaders
of the church anti-patriarchal movement
(Adzhi Teofil Avramov Zhunguloski, Vasilko
Ikonomov, Dimo Azhieski) Kosta entered into
the service of the Greek Metropolitan of Debar,
in order for the movement to have its own
man near the hated Greek Priest Antim. Priest
Kosta faithfully executed his obligations. He is
buried behind the altar of St. George Church
in Lazaropole, in the churchyard, in the fifth
grave of the row, serving as recognition for his
work on church matters. He left the following
heirs: Mojso, Danail, Tanasko, Galena, Zuna,
Temjana Olga, Panajota (ILlomkocku, 2009a).

VASIL IKONOMOV POPOSKI -
DIMKOSKI (1848-1934)

Vasil, Apostol’s son, was a theology graduate
who never became a priest. He
worked in trade and stockbreeding.
He was better known in his
surroundings as Vasilko Poposki
Dimkoski (Fig. 11). He has a
modest, but important, place in the
pantheon of Macedonian cultural
and national history notables. He is
famous not only as a teacher that
taught in his own mother tongue,
but also as a prominent ethnologist,
folklorist, wvaluable transcriber,
calligraphist in the spirit of the
monastery tradition in Macedonia,
church singer, author of church
note singing, and translator and publisher (Fig.
12), all which built him a respected name in

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MARTIN SERAFIM DIMKOSKI
POPOSKI (1872-1952)

Martin, son of Serafim, was born in Lazaropole
in 1872. As a young boy, he received his early
education in the village church school. Surrounded
by poor conditions and wanting to try his luck,
he moved away. He went to Skopje, where he
was planning to request a teskere (an approval
— passport) from the Bulgarian representatives
in order to go to Bulgaria and work there. The
Bulgarian officers behaved very rudely towards
him and they expelled him, and while finding
himself in foreign surroundings, he decided to
go to the Serbian representatives. These, led by
their own interests in imposing Serbian influence
in North-West Macedonia, behaved very well
towards him, even better when they saw that he
was literate and could serve their own purposes.
He was immediately issued a Serbian passport
under the name Martin Popovic and was sent to
Belgrade, where after receiving a scholarship,
he graduated from a Serbian school (according
to Vasko Poposki). In fact, he was a cadet of the
Ministry for Foreign Affairs of Serbia and with
their help completed the Saint Sava’s preparatory
teacher’s school (1894) on Kragujevac. When the
first legal (approved by the Turkish authorities)
Serbian school was opened on 23 September
1897 in Lazaropole, it was located at Vaso
Djordjevic’s house, and Martin Popovic was
appointed a teacher there. His teaching career
in the Lazarpole Serbian school lasted probably
until 1912. With the start of the First World War,
and being exposed as a Serbian staff member, he
was recruited by the Serbian
Army. Martin, along with his
eldest son Trajche, retreated
with the head of the Serbian
army through Albania to the
Island of Corfu. They later
participated in combat on
the Macedonian Front where
they managed to survive the
hell of the war. (Fig. 13 - his
military trunk from the First
World War, brought from
Corfu after 1917. Today is kept by his great-

Due to his participation
in this action, Martin was awarded orders by the
Serbian State, becoming a bearer of the Order of
the Karadjordje’s Star, which was an order for
military merit, also an Albanian medal for his
participation in the retreat of the Serbian army
through Albania, along with various Saint Sava
orders.

It is known that in the period between the
two world wars, Martin returned to Lazaropole
and continued to work as a teacher until his
retirement in 1929. Martin was married to
Krstana (Kila) from Galichnik and they had
five children, Dushan, Tala, Efto, Trajche, and
Spase. He died in Lazaropole in 1952 (Illom-
kocku 2009).

DIMKOVSKI-POPOVSKI AFTER THE
SECOND WORLD WAR

The centuries-old educational achievements
of many members of this family peaked after the
Second World War when the free Macedonian
state gave the task to many in this family to enable
younger generations to be brought up freely in the
spirit of Macedonianism. Out of the 12 teaching
positions at the Dimtar Vlahov Elementary School
in Lazaropole, half of them from 1944 to 1971 were
from the Dimkovci-Popovci family. The teachers
from the Dimkovci-Popovci family brought up and
gave an educational foundation to many young
people from Lazorovo who would later be elevated
to Macedonian intellectuals. The educational work
in the period after the liberation brought challenges
to respect the then norms, but also the tradition
related to the religion that was an inseparable part
of this family.

The educator and director of the elementary
school in Lazaropole, Mojso Melentije Popovski,
a prominent member of the community at that
time; he subdue to tradition and word of his father,
skillfully evading the Socialist laws of the time. His
wedding, in addition to the civil marriage with his
wife Marica Ginovka Popovska, was conducted in
the church. ‘I remember the winter of 1950. Heavy
snow. It was Vasilica day... The entrance to the
church was in front of us. We went inside, we
came across a small crowd, but all ceremoniously
dressed. In the dimly lit space I recognized only

Today, members of this family are still
engaged in teaching and pedagogical activity
marked by graduate professors primarily in
geography, history, and psychology, as well as in
the fine arts. Today’s descendants of the family
Dimkovci-Popovci, through paper and quill, are
free as a result of the struggle for survival in this
piece of Macedonian land.

The use of flags outside their military or naval
purpose began with the emergence and rise of
national movements in the late 18th century.

1831, 60-70). This situation continued until the
French Revolution (Jonoscku 2015, 223) when
the period of flags that are not directly related to
heraldic coats of arms began. Although not the
oldest, the French tricolor played a huge role in
the spread of this new type of flag.

Slowly but surely, from the 19th century until
today, flags have become the most recognizable
state symbols. Together with the coat of arms and
the anthem, they form the pillar through which
each state expresses its symbolic identity. The
basic function of the state flag is the symbolic
marking of the state as well as the creation,
maintenance and promotion of state and national
identity.

Several unofficial flags were
used during Ottoman rule in Greece, these flags
usually featured a Byzantine double-headed eagle,
a cross, or depictions of saints and various mottos
and slogans (Scartsis 2017, 38). There are reports
that Christian Greek Spahi cavalry in the service
of the Ottoman sultan was allowed to use flags
within Epirus and the Peloponnese. These flags
are thought to have had a blue cross on a white
field with a picture of St. George killing a dragon
(fig.1) and were used from 1431 to 1639, when
this privilege was almost completely restricted by
the Sultan. In the Ottoman Empire, ships owned
by members of the Rum millet, representing the
so-called Greek merchant navy, had the right to
fly their own flag known as the “Greek-Ottoman
flag” ([pokoBopoviky movtiEpa)
(Scartsis 2017, 40). The flag had the
following blazon: gules a fess azure
(fig.2). After the Treaty of Kiigik
Kaynarca on July 21, 1774 these
merchant ships were also allowed to
fly the Russian flag.

During the uprising of 1769, the
aforementioned flag with a blue
cross on a white field was used once
again by the insurgents (Kokkoni,
Tsiveriotis 1997, 29). This flag
became the most popular in the
period that followed and was the
most widely used flag of the 1821
Uprising (Scartsis 2017, 39). The

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inverted shape of the flag, i.e. a blue cross on
a white field, also appears as a flag during the
uprisings in the Ottoman period. A similar flag
from the 16th or 17th century was found near
Chania on the island of Crete. A blue flag with a
white cross was used by Giannis Stathas on his
ship in 1800.

With the outbreak of the uprising in 1821, a
number of insurgent flags appeared. In addition
to the cross, many of these flags depicted
saints, the phoenix as a symbol of the rebirth
of the Greek nation, mottos such as “Freedom
or Death” (Eievfepia 11 Odvatog) or the face-
shaped emblems of Filiki Eteria (Mazarakis-
Ainian 2007, 55). In order to avoid antagonizing
the European monarchies - allies who viewed all
national or social revolutionary movements such
as Eteria with distrust, the First Greek National
Assembly, convened in January 1822, took
conscious steps to move away from its legacy in
an attempt to portray Greece as a “conventional”
nation state. One of the basic measures taken
was the abolition of all revolutionary flags from
the time of the Uprising and before, as well as
the adoption of a universal state flag.

Thus, on March 15, 1822,
the Provisional Government
established the flag of Greece
as: on a blue field a white cross
(fig.3), as a civilian and military
flag on land; nine alternating
stripes blue and white, with a
white cross on a blue field in
the canton (fig.4), as a state and
naval ensign; and on a blue field
in a white canton a blue cross
(fig.5), as a civil (commercial)
naval ensign (Scartsis 2017,
9-10). The reasons why the less
frequently used flag was chosen
(white cross on blue), at the
expense of the more popular
blue cross on a white field,
remain essentially unknown.
In 1828 the civil (commercial)
naval ensign was abolished, and
by then the naval ensign had
become a civil ensign as well.

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This design immediately became very popular
with the Greeks and in practice was often used
simultaneously with the state flag on land. Thus,
Greece has long been the only country that
effectively uses two flags (Scartsis 2017, 10).

After the proclamation of the Kingdom of
Greece in 1832, the new King Otto added his
royal coat of arms to the center of the cross
(fig. 6) of military, civil and naval flags. The
decree of 1833 envisaged a
civilian naval ensign, i.e. a
commercial naval ensign, but
without the royal coat of arms
(EOHMEPIAA 1833, 149 -
156). The new Royal Decree of
1858 prescribed details of the
construction and dimensions of
the flags described in the decree
of 1833 as well as other flags.
After Otto’s abdication in 1862, his royal coat of
arms was removed from the flags.

In 1863, 17-year-old Danish Prince William
ascended the Greek throne, taking the name
George I. The Royal Decree of 28 December
1863 provides for the introduction of crowns
in the middle of the cross (fig.7) on the civil,
military and naval flag instead of a coat of arms
(EOQHMEPIAA 1864, 16 - 17). By decree of April
9, 1864, a square version of the civil flag with St.
George in the middle of the cross was introduced
as the flag of the Army (EOHMEPIAA 1864,
85). The exact form and use of
the flags were determined by
Royal Decree of 26 September
1867 (E@HMEPIAA 1867, 700
-701). On May 31, 1914, a new
Royal Decree decreed that the
flags with the crown would be
used as state flags by ministries,
embassies, and civil services,
while the crownless naval ensign would be used
as a civilian flag.

On March 25, 1924, the Second Greek
Republic was established. As a result, the
crowns were removed from all flags. On the
20th February 1930, the proportions of the
national flag were prescribed as 2: 3, with the
arms of the cross one-fifth of the width of the

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flag. The land flag was intended to be used by
ministries, embassies and all state and military
services in general, while the naval ensign was
to be used by military and commercial vessels,
consulates and citizens. On October 10, 1935,
Georgios Condilis renewed the monarchy and
on November 7, 1935, with a decree, the decree
from 1914 was reinstated (EOHMEPIAA 1935,
2656). With that, the crown was returned to the
appropriate flags. During the military junta in
1967, the crown was again removed from the
flags, following the exile of King Constantine
IT on December 13 of that year. In 1969, the
naval flag was adopted as the sole national flag.
Additionally, on August 18, 1970, the ratio of
the flag was changed to 7:12.

With the fall of the junta and the restoration
of democracy in August 1974, Law 48/1975 and
Presidential Decree 515/1975 re-adopted the
land flag. This situation lasted until 1978, when
Law 851 of December 22 established the naval
military ensign without a crown as the sole state
flag for general use (Scartsis 2017, 10). This is
the official flag of Greece today.

Regarding the design of today’s flag of
Greece, but also the former land flag, they
belong to the group of flags made on the model
of naval flags from the 17th and 18th century.
The closest flag to the present-day Greek one is
the flag of the English East India Company from
1600 to 1707. It is difficult to say to what extent
this flag influenced the making of the Greek.
Today in Greece this is considered an unfounded
assumption. A better candidate for inspiration
is sought in the American flag (Scartsis 2017,
11). In any case, the American flag is basically
a product of the British colonial flags, and the
debate over which of the two inspired the Greek
is more a matter of flattering the stronger party
than of significant scientific research. The old
land flag of Greece is closest as a design of
the French merchant naval flag to the French
Revolution.

At the same time, attempts are being made to
give continuity to the flag, which would go deep
in the past, in order to confirm its supposedly
indisputable Greekness. Because this task is
difficult due to the typical naval design of the

flag, more attention is paid to the colors and
individual components of the flag. Thus, the
colors are associated with the goddess Athena,
Achilles, the Eastern Roman Empire and even
Alexander the Great who allegedly waved blue
and white flags (Scartsis 2017, 13-20). The cross
is associated primarily with the Eastern Roman
Empire, which seeks to present Greece as its sole
successor. When it comes to the revolutionary
flags before and during the Uprising of 1821,
the fact that a large part of the participants were
not Greeks but rather Albanians, Vlachs and
even Macedonians is completely ignored. On
the other hand, when it comes to the symbolism
of the Eastern Roman Empire, it is considered
exclusively Greek, and the use of these symbols
in other regions of the once vast empire is
considered as an import of Greek ideas that
cannot correspond to the reality of the time.

THE FLAG OF SERBIA

Serbia is the second country in the Balkans
that managed to gain independence from the
Ottoman Empire. However, Serbia was the first
to start an organized fight against the Ottomans.
At the end of the 18th century, Serbia was
located on the Balkan outskirts of the great
Ottoman Empire. Such a position provided close
contact with Christian Europe and at the same
time provided effective military assistance.
Under those conditions, in 1804 after decades
of strife the First Serbian Uprising broke out.
Various flags were used during the uprising.
Among them, we should mention the red-blue-
red flag with a cross with four firesteels (Joa-
Hoeuh 2010, 120) which closely resembles the
Greek-Ottoman flag. With the intensification
and progress of the uprising, chieftain flags
began to appear, which were quite unique with
pronounced artistic value expressiveness. The
symbols used on these flags are most often
taken from the Stematography of Hristofor
Zhefarovich from 1741 which was extremely
popular at the time. Among the symbols we find:
the cross with four fires steels, the coat of arms
of Tribalia and various other crosses. Most of
these flags were made in Sremski Karlovci by
the painters Stefan Gavrilovic, Ilija Gavrilovic u
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(Camapnuh, 1993).

With the formation of regular insurgent units
in 1809, the first uniform flags were created.
Thus, the regular insurgent units usually carried
light yellow flags (JoBamosuh 2010, 121) with
various symbols, while the chieftains’ flags were
usually red and white, with a black double-headed
eagle. Shortly after the bloody suppression of the
almost ten-year uprising, in 1815 the Second
Serbian Uprising broke out. This led to Serbian
autonomy within the Ottoman Empire and the
establishment of the Principality of Serbia. It
was with the acquisition of autonomy through
the Hatisheriffs of 1830 and 1833 that the first
reflections on a single national flag would emerge.
The first Serbian state flag was determined by
the Sretenje Constitution of February 1835. The
second chapter of the constitution in Articles 3
and 4, determines the coat of arms and the flag of
Serbia. The flag is defined as “bright red, white
and extinguished steel color” (Aouh 2003, 570).
Because no flag from that time has been preserved,
and the constitution itself is unclear regarding the
direction of division of the fields of the flag, i.e.
whether they are horizontal or vertical, as well
as whether there is a coat of arms on it, this flag
remains an unsolved mystery. However, due to
the liberality of this constitution, some researchers
tend to believe that the division is vertical and
that the inspiration is the French tricolor (Josa-
voBuh 2010, 122). Russia strongly protested the
possibility of the newly formed principality being
gripped by a republican revolutionary fever and
demanded a change in the constitution and the
flag. Thus, the Sretenje Constitution remained in
force for a very short time. On the other hand, the
Ottoman Empire did not want to allow a Serbian
state flag as Serbia was a vassal state.

However, during the diplomatic negotiations
that Milos Obrenovic conducted
with the Ottomans, he managed
to obtain a firman from the
Sublime Porte (Amomh 2003,
570) that allowed the Serbian
people to use their tricolor flag
on their merchant ships. The flag
was envisaged as a horizontal
tricolor with upper red, middle

570). This is the first appearance of the colors
of the Serbian flag that remain in use until
today. All further changes to the flag will refer
to certain elements and symbols, but not to the
colors and their layout. The first change of the
flag followed three years later in
1838. Then, with a new firman, in
order to avoid troubles in the folk
works (Amosuh 2003, 574), four
gold stars were added to the flag of
1835 in the mast of the red field,
and the national coat of arms in the
middle of the blue field (fig.9).

In the first half of 1882, Serbia
was proclaimed a kingdom. The new constitution
of the same year again changed the flag. This
time the constitution in one article precisely
defines the coat of arms of the kingdom, and
in the last paragraph gives the
national colors: red, blue and
white (fig.10) (YcraB 1888, 1).
This results in the use of the flag
with or without the coat of arms.
The next two constitutions of 1901
and 1903 did not introduce any
changes to the state flag. The end
0f 1918, i.e. the proclamation of the
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, meant
the end of the Kingdom of Serbia,
and thus the end of the Serbian
state flag. In the interwar period,
no Yugoslav country had its own
flag outside the state Yugoslav
flag. In 1941, the Territory of the
Military Commander in Serbia
was created by the Nazi’s during
the occupation. This quasi-state
would use the Serbian tricolor with the lesser
coat of arms of the Kingdom of Serbia without
the crown (fig.11).

After the period of the People’s
Liberation @ War, the Serbian
partisans started using the Serbian
tricolor on which a five-pointed red
star was placed (fig.12). The 1947
constitution introduced this flag as
the flag of FR Serbia (YcraB 1947).

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The 1963 and 1974 constitutions did not make
any changes to the flag and it remained unchanged
until 1992. The 1990 Constitution of Serbia
stated that the flag and coat of arms of Serbia
could only be replaced by the same procedures
needed to amend the Serbian Constitution (YcraB
1990), which required the support of an absolute
majority of voters. Serbia’s 1992 constitutional
referendum required voters to choose between a
flag with or without a five-pointed star. Although
the star flag got the majority of votes, it still did
not get the absolute majority and the five-pointed
star was removed from the flag in 1992 on the
recommendation of the Serbian Assembly (Ilpe-
nopyka 1992). In 2003, the Government of Serbia
issued a recommendation for the use of the coat
of arms and the flag, which again changed the
appearance of the flag and the coat of arms and
with this they obtained their final
present-day form (fig.13). The 2006
Constitution stipulates that the state
symbols of Serbia will be regulated
by law (Ycras 2006). The 2003
Recommendation remained in power
until 2009, when a new law was
adopted (3akon 2009). In November
2010, a visual redesign of the coat of
arms and the flag was approved.

In terms of design, the Serbian flag practically
from its appearance until today, belongs to the
large group of tricolors. More specifically, it is
a flag from the group of Pan-Slavic tricolors,
although the Serbian flag itself is older than the
first Pan-Slavic flag. Namely, in the revolutionary
year 1848, the First All-Slavic Congress would
be held in Prague, at which, following the
example of the Russian flag, red, blue and white
would be chosen as all-Slavic colors. Because
the Serbian tricolor has the opposite arrangement
from the Russian, there are many theories about
possible Russian influences on the Serbian flag.
This is certainly not out of the question, but it is
still a coincidental and useful match rather than
a deliberate process. Whatever the case, even the
Russian tricolor itself was heavily influenced by
the Dutch tri-color.

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THE FLAG OF BULGARIA

The Berlin Congress that convened as a
result of the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-1878
established the creation of the Principality of
Bulgaria and Eastern Rumelia as two stately
structures with a predominantly Bulgarian
population and broad autonomy within the
Ottoman Empire. This made Bulgaria the third
country formed on the Balkan Peninsula. Later
in 1885 the two Bulgarian state creations were
united into the Principality of Bulgaria. During
the Ottoman rule in Bulgaria there are several
testimonies of the use of different flags. Evliya
Celebi in 1662 writes that passing through the
Gabrovo Balkan Mount he was attacked by thugs
who had flags with crosses (Haues 1986, 72).
From the same period there are Bulgarian flags
as part of the coronation ceremonies in Hungary
(BoitaukoB 2017, 249 — 252). Bulgarian flags
appeared with increasing frequency in the first
half of the 19th century, but as in the case of
Greece and Serbia, they were still strongly
influenced by church motifs and crosses. Thus,
during the Velcho’s Conspiracy, a flag similar to
a church hurghava was used (BottaukoB 2017,
253). Three flags of Bulgarian volunteers who
took part in the Crimean War, on the Russian side,
have been preserved. These flags feature Church
motifs, St. George, as well as the coat of arms
of Bulgaria from the Stematography of Hristofor
Zhefarovich (MBanoB 1998, 52 — 54). However,
until the middle of the 19th century there can be
no talk of any flag tradition in Bulgaria (Boiiau-
koB 2017, 253). The first and undoubtably most
important person for the creation of the flag,
is undoubtedly Georgi S. Rakovski. Rakovski
should also be credited with choosing the green
color of the Bulgarian flag (Boitauko 2017,
253). It is actually his poem “Mountain Traveler”
that would be used in the creation of the insurgent
flags during the April Uprising of 1876 (MBa-
HOB 1998, 26 — 37). Such are the flags of Stefan
Karadzha, the flag of the Shumen insurgents, the
flag of the Karlovo Revolutionary District, the
flag of the Klisura insurgents and others.

The tricolor flag in red, white and green first
appeared in 1867 as the flags of the Zayachar
Company (Boitaukos 2017, 257).

These flags follow the
model of the Pan-Slavic flag (Boiinukos 2017,
258) by using green instead of blue. A picture
titled “Rakovski in the Balkans” played a big
role in the popularization of this model of flags.
Simultaneously with this model, flags made in
the Serbian and Russian pattern appeared. The
oldest of them date from 1875. The first flag
in which the three Bulgarian colors are in the
present-day order, is the flag of the Starozagora
insurgents from 1875. The Vratsa Revolutionary
District in 1876 used the same flag. The choice
of the Bulgarian flag was strongly influenced by
the flag sewn by Ivan Paraskevov’s daughter -
Styliana Paraskevova, in the Romanian city of
Braila, which was handed over to the Bulgarian
volunteers participating in the Russo - Turkish
war. In this way, during the war, the Russian
model of flags began to prevail, where the
arrangement of colors from top to bottom was as
follows: white, green and red.

With the end of the war and the proclamation
of the Principality of Bulgaria, the creation and
acceptance of the first Bulgarian constitution
known as the Tarnovo Constitution, adopted on
April 16, 1879, took place. Article 23 stipulated
that the Bulgarian national flag was a tricolor flag
consisting of white, green and
red horizontal bands (fig.14)
(Koncturynus 1879). This
formalized the appearance of
the Bulgarian flag and would
remain  unchanged until
1947 with the adoption of
the Dimitrov constitution of
the flag. Namely, according
to Article 84, the flag of the
People’s Republic of Bulgaria
is tricolor and consists of
white, green and red, with the
coat of arms of the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria in the
upper white corner (fig.15) (Koncturymus 1947).
It is interesting that at that moment the coat of
arms of the NBR had not been defined, so it
would not appear on the flag until 1948 (Boii-

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in Bulgaria was adopted on June 12, 1967 (fig.16)
when a regulated norm for its appearance and use
was introduced. In the same year,
1967, Bulgaria changed the coat of
arms and consequently the flag was
corrected (fig.17). In 1971, a new
constitution known as the Zhivkov
Constitution was adopted, which
again changed the coat of arms
on the flag (fig.18). This situation
continued until 1991 when a new
constitution was adopted. With it,
Article 166 practically returnd the
flag from the Tarnovo Constitution
as a tricolor of white, green and
red placed horizontally from top to
bottom (Koncturymms 1991). The
most recent law regarding the flag
was adopted in 1998. It regulates
the form, colors and materials from
which the flag is made, as well as
the manner of its use (3akon 1998).

In terms of design, the Bulgarian
flag practically from its inception
until today, belongs to the large group of tricolors.
It is a flag strongly influenced by the group of pan-
Slavic tricolors, although instead of blue it has a
green color. It can be said that the flag follows the
Russian model of color scheme, as is the case with
Slovenia and Slovakia.

THE FLAG OF MONTENEGRO

Unlike the other Balkan countries, Montenegro
has its own special historical development. Its
position between the Ottoman Empire and the
Venetians would greatly contribute to the early
establishment of Christian rule in much of present-
day Montenegro. Throughout the ancient history of
the territory of Montenegro, various flags have been
used for which there is specific information about
their shape and content. Unlike the coat of arms, the
Montenegrin flag will be defined relatively late. The
position within the Ottoman Empire, of course, did
not allow the existence of a state flag. The beginning
of the state-building process in Montenegro
coincides with a major historical turning point in the
late 17th and early 18th centuries and continues with
a serious liberation movement. The first indications

flags - the cross - dates from the time of the Morean
War (1684-99) (Mapkym 2007, 60). This finds its
support in folk poetry where the term “krstash” is
a mandatory epithet with every mention of the flag.
The first flag for which there is certainty dates back
to 1768 (Ibidem). Previously, there was no detailed
description of the Montenegrin flags except for the
cross, which constantly appears as an irreplaceable
element. There is some occasional evidence for the
types of flags in use. In 1768, the Turks
seized the flag of the Montenegrin ruler
Séepan Mali. According to descriptions
from merchants from Dubrovnik, the
flag was white with a red frame, and a
golden cross on the top of the spear
(fig.19). The next specific description of
a Montenegrin flag occurs in 1838 with
a description of a white flag with a small
red cross in the middle (fig.19a).
The next phase in the development of the
Montenegrin flag will take place during
the reign of Prince Danilo [ Petrovic. In
1858 he ordered the making of a new
ruling military flag with the following
description: a red field with a white
double-headed eagle in the middle, with
the initials “DI” and a golden lion under
the eagle (fig.20). In 1860, probably
inspired by the French, Russian and
Serbian flags, the Prince displayed a
tricolor for the first time (Mapkym 2007,
63). In the time of Prince Nicholas, the
popularity and influence of the tricolor
would increase significantly. At the same
time, the tricolor would be distinguished
as the national flag, and the flags with the cross as
military flags (JA LI, MB, 1899). The tricolor
was accepted as a Montenegrin flag internationally
(Almanach 1901, 939) although it was
not legally sanctioned until the end of
the 19th century. That occurred with
the adoption of the first Montenegrin
constitution in 1905. In it, the flag is
described as red, bluish and white (fig.21)
(YcraB 1905). The constitution does not
provide for any additional application of
the flag, including the coat of arms. With

in 1910, there was no change
in the national or state flag.
This situation would continue
until 1918, when Montenegro
united with Serbia, and shortly
afterwards it became part of the
newly formed Kingdom of SCS.

After the end of the
Second World War, with the
establishment of the NDR and then of the FR of
Montenegro within the SFRY, the Montenegrin
tricolor would be resumed. The flag is defined as
red, blue and white with a red five-pointed star
(fig.22) (YcraB 1946). This flag would remain
essentially unchanged until 1993. Then, already
within the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, the
five-pointed star will be removed and the blue
color will be replaced with the bluish or light
blue one (fig.23) (3akon 1993). This is actually
a return to the design of the flag
from the 1905 Constitution,
but with an altered aspect
ratio of 1: 3. With the final
dissolution of Yugoslavia and
the establishment of the State
Union of Serbia-Montenegro
in 2004, the current state flag
of Montenegro was adopted.
According to the law, the
description of the flag is: the
flag is red with the coat of arms
in the middle and a gold rim
(fig.24) (Zakon 2004). In other
words, the military flag from the
time of the Principality and the
Kingdom was adopted, but with
a change in the colors of the
processing and the eagle, which
turned to gold from white.

THE FLAG OF BOSNIA AND
HERZEGOVINA

Historically, Bosnia and Herzegovina is
located exactly on the dividing line between
the Western and Eastern Roman Empires. Its
position has led to many specifics that have

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of the country. Bosnia entered the Ottoman
Empire a bit later than the rest of the southern
Balkans, but the Islamization of a large part
of the population would further increase the
complexity of its society. However, as in other
parts of the Balkans, all the historical processes
that supported and lead to the appearance of a
state flag will take place here. It is more than
certain that flags were in use within Christian
countries during the Middle Ages. Bosnia has a
developed heraldic and vexillological medieval
tradition (Filipovi¢ 2008, 115). During the
Ottoman rule, the Bosnian Muslim aristocracy
that served the Turks also used flags, but they
are not the subject of this paper. In that sense,
the first flag of our interest is that of Hussein -
Kapetan Gradascevic also known as the Dragon
of Bosnia (Kresevljakovi¢ 1931, 8). In 1831,
under his leadership, an uprising broke out
among Bosnian Muslims who were dissatisfied
with the abolition of janissary by Sultan Mahmud
II (Suceska 1985, 81) as well as with the granting
of autonomy and territory to the Principality of
Serbia (Kamberovi¢ 2002, 42). The uprising
lasted for three years, during which time Bosnia
was a de facto independent state. The flag under
which Hussein-kapetan stood was green with
a golden crescent and a five-pointed star in the
middle (fig.26). With the suppression of the
uprising, the use of the flag stoped. Four decades
later at the Berlin Congress, the Ottomans
agreed that Bosnia should fall
under Austro-Hungarian rule
(Zovko 2007, 13). This led to the
withdrawal of the Ottomans from
Bosnia and Herzegovina. At the
same time, a people’s government
was elected in Sarajevo and a de
facto independent Bosnia was
re-declared. Following the entry of Austro-
Hungarian troops into Bosnia, riots broke out
against the Austro-Hungarian occupier. The flag
used by the rebels in 1878 was again green with
a yellow crescent and a five-pointed star in the
middle. The flag was adopted on June 28, 1878,
and remained in use for only two months.
Following the consolidation of Austro-
Hungarian rule, a new flag for Bosnia and

The flags of the
countries within the Austro-Hungarian monarchy
had a standardized appearance. All flags were
divided horizontally into two parts in different
colors. The colors chosen for Bosnia were red
and yellow, and for Herzegovina yellow and
red (fig.27). There was also a newly adopted
coat of arms on the Bosnian flag (fig.28). In
1908 Bosnia and Herzegovina
would be officially annexed by
the Habsburg Monarchy (OrSoli¢
2000, 301-303). This would not
lead to a serious change in the flags
except that the coat of arms of the
Bosnian flag was removed (fig.29).
These flags would remain in use
until 1918 when the country became part of the
Kingdom of SCS. During this period Bosnia lost
all state attributes and didn’t have any insignia
(Filipovi¢ 2008, 105).

After the end of the Second
World War, with the establishment
of the NDR and then the FR of
Bosnia and Herzegovina within the
SFRY, a new state flag will appear.
Now, the flag was defined as red,
in the upper left corner next to the
spear lined in gold-yellow is the flag of the Federal
People’s Republic of Yugoslavia (fig.30) (Ustav
1946). This flag would remain
essentially unchanged until 1992.

Following a  referendum,
Bosnia and Herzegovina declared
independence from the SFRY.
Thus, according to the new
constitution, the appearance of
the flag is rectangular in shape
and white with the coat of arms
of BiH in the middle (fig.31) (Ustav 1992). The
same constitution adopted the coat of arms, the
description of which reads: The coat of arms
of the Republic of Bosnia and
Herzegovina is in the shape of
a shield, blue, divided into two
fields with a white diagonal beam
with three golden-yellow lilies in
each field (Ustav 1992). These

and were chosen because of
their supranational, supra-ethnic
character in order to serve as a
unifying link (Filipovi¢ 2008,
116). At first, they were well
received by the three constituent
peoples, but gradually they begin to be associated
specifically with Bosnian Muslims. In this way
they would grow into symbols of conflict that
would have to be changed (Filipovi¢ 2008, 119).
That change would follow in 1998. Then, in a
difficult atmosphere and almost reluctantly, the
BiH Flag Law would be passed. According to it,
the flag is blue, to the right of the middle is a
yellow triangle. A row of white five-pointed stars
runs parallel to the left side of the triangle from
the bottom edge to the top (fig.32) (Zakon 1998).
The choice of colors and symbols of the flag was
based on their unconnectedness with any of the
constituent peoples of the country (Filipovié¢
2008, 121).

According to its structure, the
flag of Bosnia and Herzegovina
is a symbol of conflict. It belongs
to the same group as the flags of
Kosovo (JoBanosuh 2019, 84) and
Cyprus. What these flags have in
common is that they do not contain any symbols
related to the tradition or history of the countries
they represent.

THE FLAG OF ALBANIA

After the victory over Ottoman Turkey by the
allies in the First Balkan War, Albania declared
independence. At the London Conference,
Albanian independence was recognized by the
great powers. Due to its position on the west coast
of the Balkan Peninsula, Albania was exposed to
a strong heraldic influence from medieval Europe
(Jonoscku 2015, 355). However, when it comes
to flags there is almost no specific information
from the Middle Ages. To some extent it can
be assumed that at least the Albanian Orthodox
Christians in southern Albania and Epirus had
some kind of cross flags as previously mentioned
in Greece, Serbia and Bulgaria. This should be
especially taken into account if we know that

were Albanians.

The first flag that can be associated with
Albania and Albanians is from the Ottoman
period. It is a maritime trade flag for ships owned
by Albanian subjects of the empire. The flag is
red with a black stripe in the middle (fig.33) (Jo-
HOBCcKH 2015, 357). Gradually this would grow
into a national flag by the middle of the 19th
century. This flag is still in use as a flag of the
Albanian Civil Navy. The history of today’s
Albanian flag begins with the end
of the Russo-Turkish War and the
Berlin Congress. After the end
of the war, the Ottomans, trying
to improve their position in the
Balkans in the summer of 1878,
supported a gathering of Albanian
beys known as the Prizren League
(Jelavich 1999, 361). Then, for the
first time, a red flag with a black double-headed
eagle would be flown. The double-headed eagle
as a symbol is tied to the attributed coats of arms
of George Kastriot Skenderbeg. The colors of
the flag, were probably taken from the Albanian
naval flag. In 1902, Juan Pedro Aladro Castriota,
a Spanish citizen claiming to be a descendant of
Skanderbeg, distributed postcards in European
capitals such as Paris, Rome, Athens and St.
Petersburg, portraying himself with an illustration
of the Albanian flag. In the Ottoman Empire, Nuri
Frasheri and Basko Barbatasi tried to distribute
these postcards together with a calendar printed
in Albanian (BEO 1879/140894). Copies of
the postcards are kept in the Turkish archives.
In 1910, at the Assembly of Isnic near Decani,
Isa Boletini waved a flag made of red silk with
gold edges, in the middle of which a black
double-headed ecagle with snake heads. This
flag was allegedly paraded through the streets
of Skopje on August 12, 1912. The same flag
was flown in Vlora on the day Albania declared
its independence. Today this flag is kept in
Skopje in the Museum of Freedom located in the
municipality of Chair. On the internet only one
news article in Albanian can be found about this
flag. During the Albanian Uprising until 1911,

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flags through Dalmatia and delivered
them to the leaders of the uprising
(Pepo 1962, 447). The flags were
made in Vienna at the request of the
aforementioned Aladro Castriota and
were a gift to the Malesia rebels.

The flag raised on the day
of  Albania’s  declaration  of
independence in Vlora, December

28, 1912 was lost. The circumstances in which
the flag disappeared and which exact flag is in
question are the subject of extensive discussion.
In any case, what is certain is that it was a red
flag with a black double-headed eagle. In this
period until the end of the Second World War
and the establishment of the People’s Republic of
Albania, the content of the Albanian flag was the

same, red with a black double-
headed eagle, but its shape is not
stable. Thus, during the republic
from 1925 to 1928, the flag had a
square shape (fig.33). From 1928
to 1939, during the Kingdom of
Albania, Skanderbeg’s helmet
was placed between the eagles’

heads (fig.34). Italian fasces were placed on
the flag during the Italian occupation (fig.35).

They were removed after the
capitulation of Italy.

Enver Hoxha came to power
in Albania in 1944 after the
end of the People’s Liberation
War. From 1944 to 1946, a
golden hammer and sickle was
placed on a canton on the flag
(fig. 36). In 1946 the sickle and
hammer were removed, and a

five-pointed star was placed on the flag between
the eagles’ heads (fig.37). This flag will remain

unchanged until 1992. With the
democratic changes in Albania,
the five-pointed star became an
unwanted ideological symbol
and was removed from the flag.
On July 22, 2002, the latest law
on flag, anthem and coat of arms
was adopted, which is still in
effect.

open wings on the sides. Each
of the eagle’s wings has nine
feathers, while the tail has seven
feathers (fig.38) (Fletorja 2002).
Conceptually, the Albanian
flag does not belong to any of the
vexillological groups previously
described above. On the contrary,
it fits more in the group of heraldic
banners made from the coat of
arms of the state. The closest
example of such a flag in Europe

cn./Fig. 39 would be the Polish one, although
the two flags differ at first glance.
THE FLAG OF KOSOVO
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Kosovo is an area in the center of the
Balkan Peninsula. Throughout the Middle
Ages, the area was extremely important to
the Serbian state and the Serbian people. The
penetration of the Ottomans into the Balkans
and the subsequent occupation contributed to
major demographic changes in the Balkans.
This is especially evident through the example
of Kosovo. During the Ottoman rule, Kosovo
was emptied of Serbs, who were replaced
by Albanians coming from the west. The
seriousness of this process is best reflected
in the fact that at the beginning of the 20th
century, when Kosovo once again became an
integral part of the Serbian state, Serbs were no
longer the majority population in the area. The
primacy passed to the Albanians who, from the
second half of the 19th century through the so-
called Prizren League, insisted that Kosovo, as
well as parts of Macedonia and Epirus join a
newly formed Albanian state today known as
Greater Albania.

There is no specific data on flags from
the territory of Kosovo during the period of
Ottoman rule. During the First Prizren League
on July 10, 1878, ared flag with a black double-
headed eagle was flown by Ded Cole Bajraktari.

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the integration in Serbia until the unilateral
declaration of independence in 2008 in
Kosovo, the Serbian and Yugoslav flags were
in official use. Meanwhile, Albanians continue
to use the Albanian flag as their flag. After
1969, this was officially allowed by adding a
five-pointed star to the Flag of Albania. After
the break-up of the SFRY, the provincial status
of Kosovo granted by the 1974 constitution
was abolished and it became an integral part of
Serbia and only the flag of Serbia was official.
In the period after 1999 until just before the
declaration of independence, Kosovo was
under the administration of the United Nations
and the only flag allowed for official use was
the UN flag. However, this is not the case in
every day practice. In practice, the Albanians
in Kosovo use the Albanian flag and it is
displayed everywhere, even in the presence of
UNMIK.

The flag of Kosovo was adopted by
the Assembly of the Republic of Kosovo
immediately  after the declaration of
independence on February 17, 2008 (JoBa-
moBmh 2019, 83). The flag is the result of
an international competition for its design,
organized by UNMIK with the support of the
United Nations. Almost a thousand participants
took part in the competition. The current flag is
a variant of the work designed by Muhammer
Ibrahimi. The flag is blue with six
white five-pointed stars in a bow
above the golden map of Kosovo
(fig.39) (Gazetén 2009). One of
the explanations for the stars is that
they symbolize the six main ethnic
groups living in Kosovo.

According to its structure, the
flag of Kosovo is a symbol of
conflict. It belongs to the same group as the flags
of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Cyprus. What
these flags have in common is that they do not
contain any symbols related to the tradition or
history of the countries they represent (JoBano-
Buh 2019, 84). Specifically, the Kosovo flag is
a continuation of the series of flags that appear
after the disintegration of the SFRY, i.e. a new
version of the Bosnian example. Both flags are

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in colors inspired by the flag of the European
Union which is itself a generic symbol without
any association with the countries that make up
the Union. Even the stars are a direct association
of the European flag. Additionally, both flags
contain a direct association on the map of the
countries. This is certainly the main reason
why, despite the adoption of the flag of Kosovo,
the Albanian flag is more used by Kosovar
Albanians, and the Serbian flag by the Serbs
accordingly (Josanosuh 2019, 85).

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, it can be said that the
development of state flags in the southern
Balkans is closely linked to the creation of states
in it. Greece, Serbia, Bulgaria and Montenegro
show similarities in the flags used during the
Ottoman Empire. This is due to the affiliation of
the peoples of these countries to the Orthodox
faith and the pronounced religious character
of the liberation movements of that period.
Later, in post-revolutionary Europe and the
creation of national movements, each country
would look for symbols in an older medieval
source through which it would try to recreate
a sense of continuity of its statehood from
the earliest times. Such attempts are seldom
in accordance with the historical realities and
circumstances and most often have a pseudo-
scientific character. Greece has a flag that is
basically a follower of the naval flags of the
17th and 18th centuries. Its closest modern flag
is the American one. Montenegro has basically
a redesigned 19th-century military flag. Serbia
and Bulgaria have pan-Slavic tricolors. The
Albanian flag is a heraldic banner, and the
Kosovo and Bosnian flags belong to the group
of conflicting flags. In fact, there is a turbulent
development in all flags. Most changes over
time are observed in the Greek flag. The
Bulgarian flag is the most consistent in terms
of design and colors, and the same can be said
for Serbia. Albania and Montenegro show
greater laxity in regulating the flag, but have a
stable national flag nonetheless.
